. “STAND-PATTERS" AND PANAMA.
-+ The “stand-patters” who are proposing to wage
warfare on Secretary Taft's policy of purchas-
ing Panama Canal supplies in the cheapest
market are likely, if they follow out their
_"thr«-msv to find 1hemselves powerfully promot-
ing the movement for tariff revision. Probably
4 majority of the Republicans of the country
I=ho believe in the general principle and policy
of protection are convineed that the tariff made
#ight years ago has in sowe respects been out-
grown. The eall for revision was heard on
every side a few months ago. Great Republi-
w&4n clubs like the Union League gave expres-
slon to it. Republican platforms recognlzed it.
Other more acute topics, like railway rate regu-
‘dation and trust investigation, have attracted
popular attention somewhat from it for the
anoment, but slight demonstration of excres-
Tences in the tariff or unmeasured greed in its
“heneficiaries will be required to arouse an over-
whelming popular sentiment which may not be
~<ontent with moderate readjustment to new
“trade conditions, but may work serious damage
. to manufacturing interests.
We have never thought it a tremendous out-
rage for & manufacturer to sell his surplus prod-
~uct abroad at a cut rate, “Dumping” is prac-
«tised by every nation, and it is practised by
every manufacturer right at home. The book
~publisher will not spoil his regular market by
cut rate sales over his counter, but when he
has an accumulation of books which do not take
he will find a way to let somebody else sell
them in the auction room. Nevertheless, the
~Progress of industry in this country has tmade
«possible the sale of some goods at a reasonable
profit for & much lower price than those which
tariff schedules made for other conditions allow
the manufacturer to charge here, He is ready
not merely to sell his surplus product abroad at
& cut rate, but to bulld factorles and make 8
good return from manufacturing for that foreign
market while paying the highest domestie

The “stand-patters,” who assert the “right” of
our manufacturers to sell at domestic prices In
Panama, seem to forget that those same manu-
facturers have been for years content to sell
their wares there at the foreign price. They
are using the American control of the canal
zone as a mere pretext for raising prices far
above what they have been accustomed to ask
there, though new opportunities for trade at
the old rates should more than satisfy them.
While Panama was a part of Colombia we sent
there large quantities of building hardwuare,
steel rails, tools, machinery and locomotives
in competition with Europe. Panama was then
forelgn territory, and our traders were perfectly
willing to compete with foreigners. It i§ still
foreign territory. It is nota part of the United
States. We lease some land there, but it is not
within our tariff wall. It is not one mile further
away. There 1s no reason why our traders
should expect more for laying down a rail or
shovel in Panama for their own government
than for the French or the Colombians. The de-
mand that the United States pay extravagant
prices which the traders would not dream of
asking from anybody else in the same place is
the kind of “stand-patism” which reduces itself

to absurdity.

A MISTAKE.

The newspapers are accustomed to beiug con-
fronted with denials or extensive qualifications
of published statements by men who, on second
thought, are sorry that they spolm so freely.
That method of avoiding responsibility and
escaping censure is so easy and so familiar that
it is a pleasure to find a man of conspicuous
station disdaining to take such an advantage
of reporters and manfully acknowledging the
accuracy of a quotation on account of which he
has been subjected to unfavorable criticism. At
the dinner of the Phi Delta Phi Club on Monday
evening Justice Vernon M. Davis expressed cer-
tain opinions concerning the second trial of
Nan Patterson which excited general astonish-
ment when they were read in the papers the
next morning. They were remarkable in them-
selves, and the apparently public expression of
them by the judge who presided at the trial was
still more so. The almost universal feeling was
that a serlous indiscretion had been committed
by a man under speeial obligations to be dis-
c;‘eet. and Justice Davis at once found himself
the object of emphatic though not indecorous
eritieism. If he had been so inclined he might
easily have created the impression that he was
a victim of misrepresentation, but, instead of do-
fng what many others have done under similar
civenmstances, he promptly established the au-
thenticity of the report, and his honorable ac-
knowledgment commands respect.

We cannot say as much for the character of

Justice Davis's remarks at the dinner. He ex-
plains that he supposed it was a private af-
fair and that he was speaking in confidence to
his professional brethren. But we think he did
not give due consideration at the moment to
his judicial statns. A lawyer or a layman might,
perhaps, without impropriety, have spoken as
freely in private among his friends, but a judge
should not have said such things in relation to
proceedings in his court and to a person still
i under indictment. Even if there had been no
! reporter present, it is highly probable that his
{ views would now have been public property.
i The opinion which he indicated as to the way in
which Young was shot is doubtless shared by
many, but, for various reasons, and especially
In view of the possibility of another trial, it
ought not to have been expressed by Justice
i Davis. As to his supposition that the publie
| “seemed to know™ the accused woman was lying,
and s=aid, “Why shouldn’'t she lie? Let her lie.
i Let her get the henefit of her lies,” we do not
i belleve it is well founded. We do not think
t s0 ill of the New-York public, nor do we con-
! sider so low an estimate becoming to Justice
! Davis.
i The incident is to be regretted for public rea-
i sons, and Justice Davis has already expressed
! bis personal regret. But we end as we began,
with the feeling that the straightforward man-
ner in which he accepted a responsibility which
Lie might have shirked is worthy of admiration—
and imitation.

A LOST CAUSE.

Our friends the “anti-imperialists” are begin-
ning to realize that they have a “lost cause”
on thelr hands. It is a case with them of “wis-
dow lingering,” for to the great mass of Amer-
icans it has long been evident that “anti-im-
perfalism™ was a burled issue. But even tha
organizers of the famous Anti-Imperialist
League can now read the handwriting on the
wall, and they are mournfully preparing to
throw to the fishes the dead corpus of a dis-
credited and impracticable political programme,
Such, at least, is the conclusion to be drawn
from some remarks dropped the other day in
Boston by the new president of the Anti-Im-
perialist League, the Hon. Moorfield Storey.

Mr. Storey was recently tnstalied in office,
filling the vacancy caused by the death of ex-
Governor George S. Boutwell, and a luncheon
in his honor was given by the Boston leaguers
lnast Monday. Speechmaking followed, and
though some of the orators were disposed to
insist that “anti-imperialism” was as “para-
mount” an issue now 8s the Democratic na-
tional platform declared it to be in 1000, the
new president faced the facts more squarely
when he admitted (doubtless to the astonish-
ment of most of his hearers) that “the Ameri-
“can people apparently do not care now about
“the Philippine question, and they regard it as
“one of those issues which have been disposed
of.” He could not, he added, personally indorse
this judgment. Yet he virtually recognized its
finality by suggesting that the league broaden
the scope of its work, and thus afford its mem-
bers new topies on which to focus thelr now
unexpended energies.,

Mr. Storey hinted rather vaguely at the “new
issues” to which the league should turn its at-
tention. “Besides the independence of the
Philippines,” he said, “there is the Panama
question.” What the “Panama question” might
be was tactfully left to the imagination. But
there was also the question of “industrial com-
“binations and the attitude of the courts tow-
“ard them.” “Some of the decisions of the
“United States Supreme OCourt,”” Mr. Storey
gravely announced, “are worthy of the most
careful scrutiny.” In his opinion the league
ghould cease to devote itself to a single cause.
“It should be ready to stand up and say: ‘This
“is wrong, this i{s wrong, this is wrong,’ of any
“public policy which does not bear the marks of
“Justice and righteousness.”

Such a broadening of the league's activities
can, of course, only lead to its speedy dissolu-
tion. It is inconceivable that its members,
drawn together by their ardor In a specific
cause, can be held together as a brotherhood
of universal protest. The formulation of an all-
round political programme would surely lead
to schism and disintegration. If the anti-im-
perialistic agitation is moribund the league’s
occupation is gone. It is foolish to think that
its life can be artificially prolonged by turning
it into a general debating society. Mr. Storey
is to be congratulated on recognizing at last
that the American people are thoroughly weary
of the attempt to make our policy in the Phil-
ipplnes an issue in partisan politics. The agi-
tation begun by the Dzmocratic leaders in 1899
and continued in 1900 was shortsightedly dema-
gogical. As a political manwuvre it was as
ill judged as it was ineffective. The United
States acquired the Philippines as a legacy
from the war with Spain, and, having acquired
them, our only purpose has been to govern
them to our own best advantage and to the best
advantage of their inhabitants. That Is the
only Philippine problem, and the American

voter wants to see it solved rationally and gen-
erously, without partisanship and without the
injection of irritating partisan warfare. The
Philippine issue is dead, and happily dead, be-
cause the American people have rightly refused
to make it a partisan one. It is time their de-
cision was acquiesced in by the irreconcilables
who still flock’ together in the Anti-Tmperialist

League.

OFF AT LAST!

The conditions under which the race for the
Emperor's Cup was started yesterday were not
all that could be desired. Enough fog lingered
in the morning to make the prospect uncertain
and to deter more than a few spectators from
zoinz out to Sandy Hook. Moreover, at the
outset the competitors were obliged to face
head winds, instead of enjoying the westerly
preeze which on Monday was promised for the
morrow. Nevertheless, the air was sufliciently
clear at noon to make departure safe, and all
of the eleven yachts got away without acei-
dent. Next to the smallest one of the lot, the
Ailsa, led the procession, and the largest, the
Valhalla, crossed the line last, an interval of
an hour and ten minutes separating them.

A contest like the one which has just begun,
among boats differing widely in size, rig and
age, can hardly signify as much as a race
lasting only a few hours and between two
yachts which are nearly matched in propor-
tions. After a short time—say a day or two
—the eraft which started for the Lizard yester-
day will be widely scattered. Each will be dif-
ferently circumstanced from its rivals from
that time onward, the influence of luck being
magnified thereafter for a fortnight in a sort
of arithmetical progression. Still, if caution
must be exercised in interpreting the victory,
the race itself has many legitimate attractions.
The boats which have engaged in it are things
of beauty, vastly more stanch than those which
a few days ago started from Algiers to Toulon,
and justifying far more pride on the part of
their owners.

MAKING WAR ON CONSUMPTION,

From the deliberations of an organization
whose first annual session opens in Washington
to-day much good may be expected. Though
State and local associations in America have
already devoted much study to the nature of
tuberculosis and the bhest means of preventing
it, never before has there been one of na-
tional scope and character. Regardless of the
personnel of such a body, the mere fact that
it had been formed would naturally give prom-
ize of Increased unity of policy, even if no new
ifmpetus was lent to the crusade; but when the
prominence of the men who are taking part in
this week’s proceedings is considered, an addi-
tional assurance of their importance is afforded.
Under the presidency of Dr. E. L. Trudeau are
arrayed a number of investigators and practl-
tioners whose experience has carried their fame
beyond the limits of the country which is the
scene of their labors.

Koch's discovery less than a quarter of a cen-
tury ago of the microbe which is probably the
cause of tuberculosis wrought a vast change
in the prospect of ridding the world of that
disease., Light was thereby thrown on the
mode of transmitting the latter from one per-
son to another, and a variety of useful pre-
cautions were thus suggested. Further hope
was afforded when it was found that consump-
tion is not, as was once supposed, incurable,
Progress has been beset with erroneous beliefs
and mistaken practices, but progress has been
made. The death rate has been reduced to
such an extent in the last fifteen years as to
show that new methods of procedure were
really effective. Mnuch is yet to be learned, but
those who are trying to solve the problems
which remain derive stimulus from the practi-
cal results already achieved.

The all important step in dealing with con-
sumption to-day is to detect its presence as
soon as possible. The earlier it is recognized
the better is the prospect of recovery. One im-
portant toplc to be discussed in Washington
this week, therefore, is how best to diagnose
the malady. What has thus far proved to be
the only remedial agent of value is fresh air.
How best to utillze it, for rich and poor, in
special sanatoria and in the home, in city and
in the country, are questions yet requiring at-
tention, and to them also much time will be
devoted. Finally, though Koch's attempt to
manufacture a serum which would eure proved
a failure, other objeets are being attained by
similar produets. With tuberculin—at least in
cattle—it is feasible to obtain a hint of infec-
tion when other evidence is lacking. In somne
of the experiments conducted at Saranac Lake,
N. Y., and in Germany, moreover, there has
been a suggestion of the possibility of securing
immunity by inoculation, very much as it is
afforded Ly a similar operation for smallpox.
This subject, too, will come nup for considera-
tlon, the pretext being furnisied by papers
which some of Dr. Trudeau's assistants will
read. Altogether this year's meeting of the
National Association for the Study and Preven-
tion of Tuberculosis is likely to prove exceed-
Ingly fruitful.

SUNDAY AMUSEMENTS.

Bishop Burgess, whose spiritual jurisdiction
extends over Long Island, has expressed his re-
gret at the manner in which Sunday is spent
in a large part of his diocese. Horse races are
not permitted on Sundays, and probably will not
be for many years to come; but it is true, as
Bishop Burgess points out, that Sunday is large-
ly looked upon as a day of recreation, and even
of license in some respects. Baseball and other
games are played freely in many places, sea-
shore resorts are thronged in the summer
months, and there is a prevalent passion for
amusement on that day.

This state of things is Inevitably grievous to
many good citizens, and ought, perhaps, to cause
anxiety for the future. It is only just, however,
to say that there is less turbulence and violence
on Sunday than there was twenty years ago.
Coney Island, for example, so far as serious of-
fencee are concerned, is not nearly so difficult a
place to regulate and govern as it was then.
Some elements of the population are bent on
getting all the diversion possible on Sunday,
but they are not, as a rule, inclined to make a
disorderly use of the facilities now so liberally
provided.

LAWBREAKERS IN CHECK.

A valuable warning has been given to the
rascals wiio were not frightened by the punish-
ment inflicted on Al Adams, the King of Pol-
icy. Adams bad made a large fortune by his
frauds in this borough, and District Attorney
Jerome's success in locking up the hold am:l
persistent swindler was an important gain for
the enforcement of the law in the part of the
city in which Adams had his headquarters, It
might be regarded also as s merey to the man
bimself, who was the victim of a chronic dis-
ease, and who was not able while at Sing Sing
to indulge in the luxuries of which he was so
foud.

Stephen O'Brien, of Brooklyn, a professional
sambler, has been sentenced to g Yyear in the
penitentiary for keeping a gambling house. He
is suspected also of having allied himself with
the professional lawbreakers who deal iu pol-
ley. New-York has made progress in clearing
itself of the reproach of tolerating netorious
gambling within its borders.

The paving of lower Broadway with wooden
blocks will be regarded by many as a some-
what dublous experiment, but there is reason
to hope that it will prove satisfactory. Prob-
ably no pavements in the world ever gave less
satisfaction than the wooden cavemes —

thirty years ago. They were simply vile. But
everybody knew that was because they were
badly planned, badly laid and badly cared for.
In some European citles wooden pavements
have long been in gatisfactory use, on Streets
where the traffic is as heavy as It is on Broad-
way, and there seems to be no good reason why
they should not prove equally satisfactory here,
But they must be properly planned, thoroughly
l2id and dfligently cared for. Some have re-
cently been laid in Brooklyn which give promisa
of meeting almost every requirement of a per-
fect pavement. They are as pleasant to ride
over as asphalt, and are actually less nolsy, less
dirty and decidedly les hot and stifling in sum-
mer; in fact, they are, to those who ride over
them and to those who live near them, in every
respect preferable to asphalt. So far as the
horses are concerned, there is simply no com-
parison, for the wood is much less Injurious to
hoofs and is never slippery, but affords almost
as good a foothold as does macadam. If the
promise of such pavements is fuifilled on Broad-
way, we may yet have cause to be proud of that
much misused street,
