It
took such a form at times that it looked a= if the
cont)st would have to be called off and continuea
at a later date.

It was like a professional game for the first in-
ning, when neither side got a man across the plate,
and with such fire and dash did the lawmakera
play that the more fortunate spectato:s who found
empty beer boxes to sit on became almost glued to
their seats. Then came the fatal second inning,
when the Manhattan delegation got one man across
the plate. In the third inning the ball was sent in
all directions. The Manhattan aldermen piled up
four runs and the Brooklyn thres. Alderman
Marks became tired in this inning, and for several
minutes everybody on the grounds searched for
him, for he was needed at the bat. It was finally
declded to have Alderman Harburger bat for Mr,
Marks, Mr. Harburger made a hit and sent two
players home.

In the third inning the Manhattan players pound-
©od out four more runs, and the Brooklvn plavers
¢ould not see the ball.

Buch a lot of abliging players never graced a dia-
mond. All seemed anxious to assist. No matter in
what direction the ball went, every one went after
it. At times the catcher left his post to go after a
ball in left field. Such base sliding probably has
not been seen since the days of Kelly. It was a
shamse, for the players wore everyday clothes. Al-
derman Culkin in the fourth inning got tired of run-
ning the bases, and made them on a bicycle. The
Brooklyn players protested. 2

men, who were first to bat, on a combination of
buntg that counted for three base hits, and other
plays, pounded out six hits, which tied the score.

CLOSE WATCH ON ALIENS.

Mr. Watchorn Asks Proof of Entry
of Foreign Criminals.

Commissionar Watchorn said yesterday, at Bllis
Ixland, that ha did not wish to be drawn into any
controversy with Broughton Brandenburg, Who
made the alleged exposure of illegal immigration
methods He eaid, in part:

I do not deny that these conditions exist, but can
only say that the charges ha makes ars not specific
enough to be of any value to us at thisg station
What we need in all cases of exposure is definite
names and dates. Mr. Brandenburg alleges that
{ the jalis are being depopulated and the inmates
{ are coming to this country. If that is really so,
f from patriotic metives alone, he should give us the
nemes of thess falls and identify the jailbirds, so
that they may be prohibited from landing.

In the execution of the law we cannot deal in

eneralities. We must have concrete facts. Bo
far as I know 1 am keeping a close watch on im-
migration at this port, and nobody is being ad-
mitted whom Congress under the law would debar.
I know that more people are culled out at the ports
of embarkuation and refused transportation to this
country, than are excluded here and sent back. In
numbers this class of people far exceed the ex-
cluded aliens that are deported.

As to the discased immigrants who are alleged to
: over here, I can say that at this
station it is iinpossible for them to elude the care-
ful examination conducted by Dr. Stenner, of the
Marine Hospita! Service, and his assistants. 1 do
uot doubt that jailbirds pass into this country every
day. But we must have some specific information
to stop them. It is the duty of public spirited
citizens to give us this information {f they have it.
