Before firing: the fatal shot the suicide, according
to the watchman, had tied a towel around his neck,
seated himself In a chair, and then sent the bullet
through his mouth Into his brain. The coroner's
office was informed, and. while waiting for his ar-
rival, the police took charge of the body.

NO PLANS YET F0

Mr. Delany Sai/s Courts WillFix
Price of City Lighting.

Issue was joined yesterday in the suits brought
against the city by the gas and electric com-
panies to recover about $2,000,000 for municipal
lighting m 1003 and IW4. Corporation Counsel
Delany .served on the representatives of the cor-
porations the answers <>f the city to the companies.

The answers declare that all tliq lighting compa-
nies are. controlled or owned by the Consolidated
<;;.-- Company, which was organised to, and does,
prevent competition In the manufacture, sale and
distribution of gas and electricity for lighting and
other purposes, maintaining a monopoly within
this State, against publi.- policy, illegal and void.
It is alleged that the only manner in vtTich the
mnrkei value of the lißhtinß furnished to the city
can be ascertained is by determining the cost of
production and distribution, and adding thereto a
sum sufficient to return a fair profit on the money
actually invested In the business.

The prices charged by the plaintiffs for electric
lightingare asserted to be excessive and abovv the

fair and reasonable value of such service. No con-
tract exist.nl it Is stated, between the companies
and the city during the year IMB, a dispute having

arisen between them ap to the fair value of the
services to be rendered by the companies.

The companies are said to be public servants, or
quasi-pubic corporations, and as such bound to

furnish light md lighting service to the city, and
are entitled to recover only the fair value of the
same. It Is alleged that although the city is the
largest single consumer of electricity from the com-

thc prices charged it are greatly in excess
of that charged many private customers.

Corporation Counsel Delany said the actions
would place the city in a position to have the price

to b*' charged by the gas and electric companies
flxe,i by the courts. The suits brought by the city
against the eondult companies v> compel an ac-
counting by them and to abtaJn possess! >n of the
conduits will be reached for trial in October next.

REPLIES TO GAS SUITS.

State Inspector Says ItIs as Often
Slow as Fast.

Jastrow Alexander, who is a Republican district
leader in Manhattan and State Inspector of ga«

meters, yesterday issued a statement criticisms
Mayor McClellan's efforts to obtain legislation for
inspection of g«9 and electric meters by city of-

ficials. He says in part:

Mayor McClellan. in approving various measures
appertaining to gas and electricity passed in the
session of the last legislature, took occasion to say

that the inspection of gus meters should have been
also intrusted to city officials. Furthermore, he
states that ho had Introduced certain bills to that
effect in last year's and this year's sessions of the
legislature, which were not acted upon. These very
bills lhave denounced In most unmeasured terms
before, because they were nothing else than at-
tempts to obtain political "graft" of the worst kind.

The bills called for a mandatory inspection of
all meters in use at least twice a year, and as
often as th.- Commissioner of Water Supply, Gas
and Electricity deemed proper. To effect such in-
spections would require between 300 and 400
inspectors, who would have to be appointed for
that purpose by the Mayor. There are over seven
hundred thousand gas meters in operation in New-
York, and as one man Is abl;> to test only between
thirty and thirty-five metres a day. it is easily
seen that Iam nearly right in my calculation. If
the Mayor was properly informed on the subject
of meters and meter tests he would hardly support

a stupendous measure of that kind.
Every meter, in order to be thoroughly tested,

must be removed, and as this would leave the con-
sumer without gas another would have to be sub-
stituted in its place. This procedure, would there-
fore require the removal and substitution or no
fewer than 1,400,000 meters in one year. No gag
company, no matter how rich in material, has the
facilities to comply with such extraordinary oe-

Mayor McClellan seems to imply that the present
method of meter tests is not what it ought to be.
He is also inclined to think that the meter Is great-
ly the cause Of the high »as bills. Inmy reports
to the legislature, which appeared from time to
time in the dally press. Ihave contradicted this Im-
pression. The gas meter is certainly only the. in-

nocent cause of the high gas bills whoa operated
by an abnormal pressure. While it is true that I
find in my examinations a large number of meters
running fast, Ifind also a large number of meters
running slow, but never fast enough to justify tne
complaints of the consumer who is overcharged

from 50 to 100 per cent by the company. So the
high bills must be attributable to other causes, cer-
tainly not to the conditions of the meter.
