LORD TRAFALGAR'S DEATH.
Lord Trafalgar's death from injuries sustained

by a fall down stair? brings John Eyre Kelson.
married to Miss KittyKeel, a school teacher of
Battle Cre«k, Mich., considerably nearer tho his-
toric earldom of Nelson, now held by his ancle, j
the present and third Earl of Nelson, for Viscount
Trafalgar, th* eldest son and heir of the earl, al-
though married, has left no issue. The earl's sec-
ond son also died childless; the third son, Thomas,

1*unmarried, while the fourth »on, Edward, has. it
is trup, three young boys. After these comes tho

TrePTit earl's octogenarian brother, like himself a
Clergyman, and then John Eyre Nelson, who has,

8s stated above, an American wife.
Th* earldom carries with it a perpetual an-

noity of $25,000, and the possession of the valuable
Trafalgar House estate, near Salisbury, in Wilt-
shire. The present earl Is a very old man, consid-
erably over eighty years old, and the only peer of

the realm now living who has held his title in
three reigns, namely, those of "William IV,of Queen
Victoria and cf King Edward. He is often de-
scribed as the grandson of the famous admiral,
the hero of the battle of Trafalgar. This la a mis-

take. England's most celebrated naval chieftain
left no legitimate issue, but only a natural daughter

hr Lady Hamilton. The present LordNelson is not
the grandßon, but the grand-nephew, of the great

admiral. He is the grandson of tho tetter's elder
ilfcter. Mrs. Bolton, whose sen become second Earl
Kelson, the first earl having- been the admiral's
t*J*on brotiier, who died without male issue.
Itmust be remembered that the victor of Trafal-

gar died as Viscount Nelsoi, and that the earldom
v.-as created only after his demise, in favor of tha
brother, with whom he was on barely speaking

terms. According to the patent of the earldom,

fhould all the descendants of the present earl in

the male line die out the peerages and the pension,

ac SCO as the ownership of Trafalgar House
•state, would pass to the women of the family, so
that there Is no prospect of the earldom of Nelson
ever becoming extinct. Admiral Lord Nelson's
Italian dukedom of Bronte and his valuable Sicil-
ian estates were fill— by his brother, and on
V ' latter's death went to his daughter Charlotte,

married to Lord Brtdport, through whom they
passed to the present Lord Bridport.

WHERE TRENCK WAS A CAPTIVE.
Spardau, by decision of the Kaiser, has ceased

to be a fortress, an announcement which recalls
to mind the fact that, formerly the favorite resi-
dence of the Electors of Brandenburg, it has for
more than three hundred years been regarded as
the key to the defences of Berlin. Ithas not only

b*ren a great fortress, but also a place for the in-
carceration cf prisoners of state.

One of the most famous captives ever confined
v.ithln its walls was Baron Frederick yon der
Trenck, who was cast Into a dungeon on the dis-
covery of his infatuation for Princess Amelia of

Prussia and of tho latter's reciprocation of the
Ejection. The princess's brother. Frederick the
Great, regarded this romance not merely as ln-
eoleaee, but as high treason. The baron managed

to escape from Spandau in the most marvellous

and *«>tieational manner, and on being recaptured

seme years later and confined in a specially con-
structed cell at Bpandau, with an exceptionally
heavy set of Irons for his hands, his waist and

his f«et. nevertheless succeeded in once more giv-
ing the Kingthe slip. It was only toward the clo«o
of his reign that Frederick tho Great, moved by

Princess Amelia's constant appeals, removed the
ban against him and permitted him to return to
Prussia, where be is said to bay* had an affecting

Interview with the princess a few days before her
death. .-«;'.

New Epidiascope at New-York University
Used Before Large Audience.

Daniel W. Hering-, professor of physics at New-
York University, gave an exhibition of the new
epidiascope, recently presented to the university

by Miss Helen Miller Gould, last night, in the
auditorium at University Heights. A large audl-
emce was present.

Two ways in which tho apparatus may be used
were explained and demonstrated. As an episcope
the object is projected on the screen by a powerful
light falling on the body. When It is used os a
diascope tho light passes through the object. The
epidiascope requires a powerful light, using- from
forty to forty-flvo amperes at about forty volts.
It finds its chief use at present in connection with
lectures in medical colleges and art schools.

Transmission of Dispatches.

Ambassador Meycr'e action In sending his mO st
f^-.pcrtar.t dlspatohca by special courier or messen-
ger instead of confiding them to the general post-
offic* at St. Petersburg- for transmission in the or-
dinary way seem* to have excited an amount of
attention which is In no sense warranted by the
facts of the case. To Judge from the tone of thetelegraphic dispatches about the matter, one would
be disposed to believe that the Czar's mails are
the only ones that are made the subject of this
manifestation of suspicion on the part of foreign
governments.

The fact of the matter is, however, that there is
rot a single foreign power that does not have re-
course to these precautions, and Ihave known of
Quite a number of instances in which confidential
communications destined for the various embassies
aad legations at Washington have reached the lat-
ter by m-ans of messengers sent all the way across
tt« AUantlc. owing to absence of adequate conli-
,!enoe In the Integrity of officers in charge of the
jaajl boss on board the ship, and to fear lest there
jufrhtbe any tampering with letters between N«w-
Tork and Washington. Not that Iwould for one
raorceiit believe that such a thin* would be pos-
sible in the case of the United States mail*- but,
unfortunately, foreign governments «.re apt to
judge the other powers by themselves, and since
tie *o-cailed Black Cabinet exists everywhereabroad, save in England, It is only natural thatthey should be unwillingto grant to the Americanpostal department a confidence which they are

\u25a0\u25a0•rs Is withheld with good reason from their own
maO wrrice.

Nationalist members of Parliament, especially in
the days whrn the Home Rule party was still under
the able and never-to-be-forgotten leadership ofParnell, were wont to insist that all their letters.
especially those from America, were tampered with
by the authorities at the English General Postofflce.
at St. Martin's la Grand. And while this charge was
ce-rer substantiated, yet the fact remains that large
numbers of people, especially in Ireland, gave cre-
dence to the accusation. Each foreign government,
with the exception of the United States, keeps a
3lfnr-"-rf"'- staff of men, most of them retired army
end navy officers, all of them of birth, breeding and
of absolutely unexceptionable antecedents, for no
other purpose than that of carrying confidential
dispatches to and from its embassies abroad. In
England they are known by the name of King's
raesser-pers, receive a salary of $2,000 a year, be-
sides an allowance- of $5 a day, in addition to ex.-
penses, when travelling. Their adventures in pro-
tecting their dispatches from theft or destruction
have furnished the theme of a boundless number
of magazine articles and of romances, some true

and others not, and when it is recalled to mind
how the dispatches in connection with the Drey-
fus affair, sent by the German Embassy at Paris
to Berlin by an imperial messenger, were surrep-
titiously opened and their contents photographed
during the trip from Paris to the German frontier,
It will be realized that the career of a bearer of
government dispatches is even in these prosaic days
not without an element of excitement.

The King's messengers rank aa members of the
English diplomatic service, and have always been
\u25a0welcome guests at the table of th© Ambassadors to
•whom they have carried not merely confidential dis-
patches, in sealed ba#«. but likewise all the latest
gossip ofMa;, fair and of the capitals at which they
have stopped off en route. They are supposed to

always travel in a species cf semi-military uniform,
with a badge of office, consisting- of a silver grey-
hound, surmounted by an imperial crown, pendent
from a ribbon around their neck. But, owing to the
attention which this uniform attracts and the
mark which it makes of the royal messengers for
designing people, it is seldom used, excepting in
war time, and then only •within the frontiers of
one or another at the belligerents.

There has be<*n on several occasions a talk of.
abolishing these Kins'" messengers, on the alleged
ground that their services have become virtually
Superfluous with the development of telegraphic

communications and cipLsr codes. But this argu-

ment .will not hold, for there is no secret cipher
code used by any power of which the other gov-

ernments do not possess the key; in fact, no secret
ode has yet been Invented which cannot be de-

ciphered by experts, by men who devote their entire
txistence to this particular branch of research.
This compels governments to avoid the -wires in the
case cf communications where secrecy is a matter
of vital importance, and, as Ihave pointed out
above, the mails are equally unreliable more
60— the art of opening and closing letters without
leaving any trace having been carried to an almost
phenomenal perfection.
