DEPOSITORS ARE SAFE.

Will Receive 80 and Probably 100
Per Cent of Deposits.

1t is expected that depositors in the Merchants’
Trust Company, of No. 346 Broadway, which closed
fts doors yesterday, will receive at least 80, and
probably 100 per ecent on their deposits. Inability
to obtain pavment of loans to more than $2,000,000
on § per cent first morigage bonds of the Hudson
valley Raillway Company and a large block of
ponds of the Rutland properties of Vermont is
mainly Tesponsible for the closing of the bank's
doors.

The announcement before the opening of business
en the Stock Exchange yesterday morning that the
State Banking Department had taken charze of
the Merchants’ Trust Company had a favorable
effect on the stock market. There was some sell-
ing at The opening, which caused fractional declines
in various issues, but the execution of heavy buy-
ing orders, representing In large part covering by
shorts, speedily turned the course of prices upward.
4As the heavy selllng on Monday was principally
due 1o the market menace of the failure known
10 W impending. so the recovery yesterday followed
the removal of that menace. The advance in prices
cortinued until noon, substantial gains being made
throughout ,the list; but in the afternoon trading
& gradual decline occurred, the close, however,
showing net advances for the majority of issues.

Present officers of the company as well as State
Banking Examiner Judson assert that thes~ loans
were made under the administration of Edwin
Langdon, the first president of the company. Ac-
cording to Mr. Judson, the bank has liabilitles of
gome 200,000, the assets including $300,000 cash on
hand, $®.00 New-York City bonds and $300,000 for
which the stockholders can be held liable. This
would be equivalent to 6 per cent of the deposits,
‘ng the Hudson Valley and Rutland securi-
ties, on which 1t is believed at least 3 per cent
&nd I per cent, respectively, can be realized.

In the mean trme a syndicate had been formed
by those interested in the Hudson Valley Railway
property. by which it was agreed to advance $970,000
or the purpose of putting the property in better
shape. Fhe amount was paid in by this syndicate,
of which the trust company paid e even-twentieths.
Out of this, however, there was paid to the trust
company $100.000 upon its indebtedness.

While the Hudson Valley and the Rutland com-
panies are probably In hetter shape and worth
more money than ever before, the trust company
has not been able up to the present time to realize
upon these securities (which are not quick assets)
a sufficient sum to pay depositors and save the
capital of the trust company from impairment.
For this reason, I have come to the conclusion
that it is inexpedient for the trust company 10
continue longer In business, and [ have therefore
reported the matter to the Attorney General for
his action. I think in the circumstances a receiver
can handle the matter better than the (rust com-
pany.

Rutland, Vt., May 23.General Manager David
Fox of the Rutland Street Railway Company and
the Chittenden Development (fompany, of this city,
which borrowed nearly $4#00.000 from the Merchants’
Trust Company, expressed the opinion to-day that
the fallure would have little effect on the under-
takings of the corporations.

SHIPBUILDING CASE UP.

Suit to Determine Rights in Flota-

tion of Its Securitics.

The action brought by the Commonwealth Trust
Comvany against John W. Young, Lewis Nixon,
Daniel Le Roy Dresser, the United States Ship-
building Company, James Smith, jr,, the receiver
appointed for the shipbuilding company, and a num-
ber of other defendants, to determine the rights and
interests of the various parties in the matter of the
flotation of the bonds and stocks of the TUnited
States Shipbuilding Company, came up for trial
yesterday before Justice Amend, in the Supreme
Court.

The trust company alleges that Young. in June,
1802, offered to convey to the shipbuilding com-
pany the stocks and properties of certain concerns
acquired by him and his associates, in considera-
tion of $19998.500 of preferred stock, $24,938,500 of
common stock and $16,000,000 of first mortgage 5
per cent bonds, and that these stocks and bonds
were to be delivered to the Mercantile Trust Com-
pany as trustee. ILewis Nixon received a power of
attorney from Young on the options held by him.
Young, it is alleged, represented that substantial
underwriting agreements had been procured in
France by Baron Pierre Calvet-Rogniat., The trust
company alleges it advanced on behalf of Young
for subscriptions more than $1.000.600 upon the col-
lateral of said underwriting, ana on security of
certain bonds of the Shipbuilding Trust which
were pledged to secure the loans. The plaintiff
alleges that it never recelved any bonds of the
shipbullding company for delivery to the holders
of ad interim certificates, or any bonds to be de-
livered to the French underwriters, and that no
bonds were Issued to the plaintiff for the benefit of
Young or his representatives, ’

The French underwriters failed to meet their
agreements. The plaintiff asserts that the amount
actually advanced on loans exceeded §1,000,000. The
company alleges that the underwriting wuas not
good, demands judgment and declares that it is
entitled to the bonds and securities of the ship-
building company. '

Baron Rogniat filed an answer in which he askei
for a judgment declaring him to be entitled to
$107.000 for services rendered by him. ;

Trust Company.

The board of trustees of the Central Trust Com-
pany vesterday accepted 1}}» rnsig_nnt!on of Fred-
eric P. Olcott as president, which was offered a
week ago, and elected him chatrman of the board.
James N. Wallace, for several years fourth vice-
president of the company, wasa elected to succeed
Mr. Olcott as president. Mr. Wallace is about thir-
ty-eight years of age, active, shrewd and equipped
with a thorough knowledge of trust company af-
fairs. He has been Mr. Olcott's special ald since
he was a boy.

The success with which Mr. Wallace administered
the affairs intrusted to him in the absence of Mr.
Olcott in the pursuit of health attracted the atten-
tion of Wall Street and led to several offers to him
to take charge of other flnancial institutions long
before it was supposed that Mr. Olcott would de-
termine to retire.

GOVERNMENT DISCONTINUES SUIT.

Action Against Importers Abandoned by
Solicitor of the Treasury.

The actlon instituted by the governmen: against

the firm of H. Mecndelson & Co., importers of Jap-
anese silks. in April, 1903, in the United States
District Court, was vesterday discontinued with-
out coste. The stipvlation consenting to the dis-
continuance states that it 1s based on the au-
thorization of the Solicitor of the Treasury, fol-
lowing a recommendation of the Attorney Gen-
eral. This actlen is rezarded as a vindication of

the importers.

JERSEY CITY OFFICE RENTS JUMP.

Many Brokers Find It Cheaper to Pay Trans-
fer Tax Than to Cross River.

The expected influx of brokers from this city whe
seek to evade the payment of the stock transfer tax
has had the effect of increasing the rent of offices
near the Pennsylvania Railroad ferries in Jersey
City. The enormous exodus that was predicted has
not developed.

The stiff advance in_the rents may have deterred
some from engaging Jersey City rooms, as a little
mental calculation probably convinced them that it
would be as cheap to pay the transfer tax. One of
the new names put up in the Fuller Bullding, Jersey
City, yesterday is that of Dosser & Co. This firm
has a suite of rooms on the fifth floor. M. J, Sage
& Co., of which concern Al Adams is said to be a
financial backer. has its offices on the second floor
of the samae building. Chief of Police Murphy is
bugy investigating and keeping in touch with the
new brokerage concerns, and daily reiterates that
no bucket shops will be tolerated. He expects to he
kept active for a time with some of the new con-
cerns until they realize that gambling is prohibited
in New-Jersey and that the Jersey City police en-
force the law.

Four Institutions Soon To Be

Housed Under One Roof.

On the bullding formerly occupied by the Frank-
lin Natlonal Bank, at Dey and Greenwich sts., has
for the last fortnight or so been a placard an-
nouncing that the premises would, upon the com-
pletion of alterations, ha occupied by the Equitable
Title Guarantee Company, the Van Courtland Bank
and the Gotham Safe Deposit Company.

The building is owned by
Brent Good, who was a large stockholder in the
Franklin National Bank. and took an active part
in the movement which resulted in the winding up
of its husiness a few years ago.

Whether or not the authorization of the State
Superintendent of Banks has yet been obtained
for the proposed Van Courtland Bank and Gotham
Safe Deposit Company could not be learned yester-
dav. Two obstacles will meet the promoters in
organizing the projected savings bank, the lesser
ona being that there is already a Guardian Savings
Bank in tha city, which recently began business in
Brooklyn; and the other that it ig known to be
the settled policy of the Superintendent of Banks
not to permit a bank of discount and a savings
bank to carry on business under the same roof.
