Will Not Join Baptist Movement Against
Accepting Gifts.

Boston. May 25.—The Rev. Dr.P. S. Henson, pas

tor of Tremont Temple, the most influential Baptist
church in New-England, comes to the rescue of
John D. Rockefeller against the Baptist anti-
Rockefeller crusade started by the Rev. Herbert 8.
Johnson, of the Warren Avenue Baptist Church.
The Rev> Dr. A. C Dlxon also refuses to march
under the Johnson banner.

Middletown, N. T.. May 25.—Commissioner
Thomas Darlington and Dr. Hermann M, Biggs,

representing New-Tork City's Board of Health, had
a strenuous time to-day trying to convince the

citizens of the town of Mamakatlnp. Sullivan
County, that It would be a good thing for them

If a sanatorium for the care of tuberculosis pa-

tients was established in their town. The meeting

was held before the town board, the consent of

that body being necessary before the sanatorium

can be built About three hundred citizens at-

tended the meeting, the majority of whom opposed

the project.
Dr Darlington was the chief speaker in favor or

the proposition. He asserted that the institution

\u25a0would be a charitable one, thct the patients would
not be allowed outside of the proposed park, that

all the labor required In tho construction of tho
buildlnps and all supplies used in maintaining it

would be procured In tho neighborhood. Ho also
said that be had a petition containing the names
of a maiorltv of the taxpayers in favor of tha
nroioct There were 184 names on the petition

Acting Inspector O'Brien last night received re-
Porta that Michael Kurtz, alias "Sheeny Mike." In
his day a notorious bank burglar, and Thomas
O'Brien, alias "Big Tom," once known as "Prince
of Cross Roaders," hud died. "Sheeny Mike,"
O'Brien said, ha.d figured in about a hundred and
fifty burglaries in which over $7,000,000 had been
stolen, jet he was poor when he died at Bellevue
Hospital on November 23, 1904, from consumption.
Ha gave his business as a pedler and his addreßS*•Xo. 438 East 9th-st.

Kuru waa credited with the discovery that soap,
taken internally, produced effects on the eater
which would reduce him to a skeleton and Induce
those in authority to pardon him. that he might
not die on the hands of the State.

former special commissioner for the Uganda. Pro-
t«*ctorat#, in his report on tlie country as being
admirably watered, fertile, cool, covered with noble
Corssts. a.n. uninhabited, and as health} for Ku-
r-.-j>*ii.r;-as Greitt Britain, in short, a region almost
unparalleled in tropical Africa,

New Form of Lottery Swindling Found in
New-York.

Boston, May 25.—Postal Inspector Lethenman, of
Boston, has unearthed a new form of lottery
swindling, emanating from New-York, and hopes
that publicity will furnish him with many com-
plaints from people who have been swindled.

The scheme is worked by alleged agents of tho
"Honduras Lottery Company," located in Broad-
way, according to the circulars sent out. There Is
no such branch office of the Honduras Lottery Com-
pany, and the whole thing is a barefaced swindle.

The plan is to send a letter to a p&rsuu recently
deceased stating that he has, with eighty others,
drawn the capital prize of WO.OGO, entitling holders
of eightieths to $300 cash each. The sum of $3 in
cash Is requested for commissions, and the heirs re-
ceiving these letters generally Fend on the money in
the hope of getting the sum alleged to be due them.

Stanford, who Is now at his snmmer home at
LRke George, said that ho had offered a reward of
Jl.o<v> for proof that his aunt. Mrs. Leland Stanford,
of San Francisco, died In Honolulu from the effect*
of poison and Information leading: to the conviction
of th« person who administered It.

He stated that ho had received official reports of
her lllneso and d^ath from the attending physicians
from Honolulu, and that he was not satisfied that
she died a natural death. He further said he be-
lieved that sh« died from the effects of poison, and
that no examination of certain capsules adminis-
tered to Mrs. Stanford in her illness had beenmade. Mr. Stanford was not named as a beneficiary
in her will, although he Inherited a large, sum
after the death of Leland Stanford.
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
