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EXCHANGE OF CHILDREN.

New Organization for the Promotion
of Friendly International Relations.

“Internaticnal Exchange of Children™ is the title
of an organization founded In Paris which has
among its leaders the Countess de Greffuhle, sister
of Prince Joseph de Chimay, the Duchess d'Uszes,
the Marquise de Jaucourt and & number of othér of
the grandes dames of the Faubourg St. Germain,
and that has for its object the promotion, not
merely of the aoguisition of forelgn languages,
put likewise the creation of a better understanding
gmong foreign nations. The method employed by
the association, which has been in existence for
ghout & year, 1s & systematic exchange of children
of school age between different countries, French
children being sent to spend their three months of
jong summer holidays In English and German
families, taking in return the latter's children for
the same period. The basis on which the ex-
change s made Is that parents bear the cost of the
of their own offspring, but that, from the
t of its arrtval untii the moment of its de-
the child is treated absolutely as a member

of the family with which it7is living.

No sttempt is made by the assoclation to Influ-
enoe the parents, {ts functions being restricted to
the introduction to one another of families desirous
of effecting such an exchange, and to making the
pecessary inquiries as to the good faith and eligi-
piitty of those seeking to make use of the assist-
ance of the assoclation.

Last year about two hundred of these exchanges
were effected, mainly with English, German and
Italian familles, and with most satisfactory re-
gults. Indeed, so great has been the suocess of the
sssociation that during the winter it has recelved
many hundreds of communications, not merely
from nearly all the Buropean countries, but like-
wise from the United States, Cuba, Mexico and
Brazil, so that under the auspices of some of the
greatest Jadles in France quite a number of chil-
dren of Americans in affluent circumstances will
cross the ocean next month to spend their summer
holidays in weli-to-do French families, where they
will become scquainted, not only with the French
language, but ltkewlse with the nicest kind of
French home life, while in return an equal num-
ber of ¥French lads will have their ideas broadened
gnd thejr faculties invigorated by a scjourn in the
Trited Stales as part and parcel of well to do
American families,

The scheme seems so excellent a one that it is
only right that it should be made known far and
wide: for everythbing that tends to promote the
mytval understanding between foreign nations and
to @estroy racial prejudices based on ignorance
contributes to the maintenance of the peace of the
world,

NEW VERSION OF KING LOUIS'S DPATH.

Some i!me ago T predioted In these letters that
the publication of the correspondence and memoirs
of the late Baroness Hammersteln would lead to
embarrassing and unpleasant revelations. The
it may be remembered, was one of the lead-
the Conservative party of Prussia in the
Relchstag and in the Diet, the owner and Bditor of
the vegersa “Kreuzzeitung,” the leading organ
of that factiop, and one of the most consplouous
figures in German political and socigl life, who
was convicted of forgery, embezzlement and fraud—
among his victims being the American Countess
Waldersee—was sentenced to a long term of im-
prisonment, but was released before he had com-
pleted the full period, owing, it is sald, to his hav-
ing kept his mouth shut.

Now fhat he Is dead, however, his famlily are
publishing his memoirs, end smong the most sen-

tional revelations contained therein is the cir-
cumstantial story, made public for the first time,
to the effect that King Louis of Bavaria, instead
of having committed suicide in 1886, had been
drowned while endeavoring to escape from the cap-
tivity to which he had been consigned a fortnight
previously. The baron in his memolrs Indicates
that there were several great Bavarian nobles oon-
cerned in the attempt to rescue the King from his
that s of horses had been organized
at Konigsdorf and at other places along the route;
that two mysterious boats, each with two or three
strangers In it, were geen from the pealace
grounds in the neighborhood of the spot where the

King's body was found just a short time be-
fore the tragedy was discovered, and that earlier
King Louis had inquired of Captain
Zanden, one of the officers in command of the
guards surrounding the castle, whether they would
sh upon him if he attempted to escape.
Hammerstein insists that the reasons why
these facts wers not made known at the time were
tives of consideration for the familles of those
t pobles, who, believing the King to be sane
unjustly impriscned, felt that 1t was thelr
loyal duty to rescue him from his captivity, The
Bavarian government, according to Hammerstaln,
eppreciated the sentiments that had led the nobles
in question to embark in the enterprise, and for
that reason declined to punish them. The baron
adds that undoubtedly Dr. Guddens endeavored to
prevent the King's escape, For when his body
was found it was lying in the water a few yards
only distant from that of the King, and with the
leit eye badly blackened, presumably from a blow
from the fist of the King, who was a tremendousily
powerful man,

In view of the discussion aroused by these reve-
lztions, the publisher of the memoirs, the head of
the important German publishing house of Ieuss
& Co., has issued a notification stating that, while
he is not allowed to mention the great personages
who will vouch for the authenticity of the state-
menis of the baron in the matter, he himself is
prepared to stand for them as absolutely true,

announced by cable, and which places in mourning
her son, Admiral Lord Charles Beresford, who has
just returned to England from & visit to this coun-
try, has doubtless been heralded in & similar fashlon
by the supernatural appearance of Lady Beresford,
wife of Bir Tristram Beresford, and the ancestress
therefore of Lord Charles Beresford. Lady Beres-
ford had a romantic affection for the Lord Tyrone
of her day, and filled with doubts and fears as to
the value of their religlous opinions, they made a
solemn promise to one another that whoever of the
two first dled Jhould, if permitted by the Almighty,

. appear to the survivor fer the purpose of proving

the existence of the Diviuity. Fifteen years later
she came down one morning for breakfast, looking
very much agitated and with a black ribbon tied
around her wrist. Her husband asked her if she
had hurt herself, whereupon she earnestly en-
treated him not to inquire as to the cause of her
wearing it, sayving, “You will never see me again
without it.” BShe then eagerly and anxiously asked
whether any letters had arrived, and on being
questioned by her husband remarked that she ex-
pected to hear of Lord Tyrone's death, which she
Gdeclared had taken place on the previous Tuesday.
Her husband laughed, but in the afternoon a letter
was drought in stating that Lord Tyrone had died
on Tuesday morning at Dublin. To the astonish-
ment of Sir Tristram Beresford, his wife, Instead
of manifesting grief, showed feelings of rellef, and
exclaimed: “I can now give you a most satisfactory
plece of Intelligence. I am golng to become a
mother; it will be a boy, and an heir {0 your es-
tates.” A son was born within the year, who, in
course of time, inherited, not only the Beresford
title and estates, but, marrying Lord Tyrone's only
child and helress of all the Le Poer property, was
created Earl of Tyrone himself, his father-in-law’'s
title being revived in his favor.

Many years afterward, when on her deathbed,
Lady Beresford revealed to her eldest son and to
Archbishop Willlam King, of Dublin, her spiritual
adviser and most intimate friend, the reason of her
wearing the black ribbon on her wrist. She de-
clared that on the night preceding the arrival of
the announcement of the death of the ast of
Le Poer Earls of Tyrone, he had appearcd to her
sitting by the side of her bed. On her screaming
with fright, he exclaimed: *“‘Have you forgotten
our promise to each other? I died on Tuesday
morning at 4 I have been permiited thus to ap-
pear to assure you that the revealed religion is the
true and only one by which we can be saved. I am
also suffered to Inform you that you will seven
months hence become the mother of a son, who will
marry my infant heiress, and that you will die in
your sixty-eighth year.” Lady Beresford continued:
“I begged him for some convinelng sign or proof, so
that when the morning came I might e able to
rely that his appearance had been reail, and not
merely the phantom of my imagination. He there-
upon laid his hand, which was as cold as marble,
on my wrist, and where the fingers touched it the
sinews shrank up and the nerves withered. ‘Now,’
said be, ‘let no mortal eys while you live ever see
that wrist.’ ’

After Lady Beresford’s death, which occurred
precisely as had been predicted in her sixty-eighth
year, her eldest son and the Archbishop of Dublin
untied the black ribbon and found the wrist exactly
as she had described it, with the nerves withered
and sinews shrunk, the discovery being placed on
written record by both men, namely, the prelate
and the first of the Beresford Earls of Tyrone.

lady Beresford lies burfed in the Cathedral of
8t. Patrick, at Dublin, and appears to the Beresford
fem!ly whenever a death is abdout to take place
among the members of the house, That is the trus
story and origin of the famous ghost of the Beres-

BOY TO GET MILLIONS.

Mr. Ziegler Left Bulk of Estate-to
. Adopted Son.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBINE.]

Stamford, Conn., May 205.—The funeral of
Willlam Ziegler, which is to be held at noon
Saturday from his Great Island home in Noro-
ton, Is to be simple. There will be no eulogy
and the service will be free from ceremony. At
Mr. Ziegler’s home to-night it was not known
whether or not any of his own relatives would
attend. Most of his relatives live tn Iowa, and
none have arrived yet. Justice Gaymor, of
Brooklyn, counsel of the deceased man, was at
the house all day yesterday.

To-day for the first time since he was in-
jured six weeks ago, Willlam Ziegler, jr., the
fourteen-year-old adopted son, was out of doors.
He said he felt well. The boy will not be able
to attend the entombment service, however. It
was learned to-day that this adopted son is the
son of George Washington Brandt, of Daven-
port, Iowa, a half brother of Mr., Ziegler. He
was formally adopted by Mr. and Mrs. Ziegler
in 1806, He had a sister, Florence.

Mr. Ziegler brought the boy up in .the belief
that he was hls own son. His father and sister
visit him occaslonally, but he does not know
their relationship to him, it is said.

In December last, when he realized that his
condition was hopeless, Mr. Ziegler caused a
cadicll to be added to his will. It is under-
stood that it gives to the adopted son the bulk
of his fortune, which is said to be close to
§50,000,000, Ample provision is made for the
widow, it Is understood, but his own relatives
are not remembered so munificently. The
codicll was drawn by Justice Gaynor, of New-
York, who drew Mr. Ziegler's will

It was stated to-night that Mr. Ziegler sev-
eral years ago set aside & large sum of money,
the income of which is to be used to prosecute
the search for the North Pole. There is a
clause in his will which covers this matter.
Mr. Ziegler's will will probably be filad in New-
York next week. He was not, it 18 understood,

a legal resident of Connecticut. Attorney Gen-
eral King, of Connecticut, is making an inves-
tigation, however, to ascertain just what was
Mr, Ziegler's status.
