If
he refuses to pay tribute to the trust he will not
be permitied to play in Salt Lake City. By your
patronage vou have maintained your local theatres
for many years. But you have no rights. You are
offered only such entertainments as the trust per-
mits. And It {8 the game with the sy orters of
the theatres in Cleveland, Detrolt, Buffalo, Wash-
ington, Kansas City, St. Paul, Providence, Toronto
and many other cities. . . .

It is to be hoped that before long the American
people will understand what this Theatre Trust
really i8. When they do understand the Jdeath
knell of the trust will be sounded. The American
people have the release of the theatre easily In
their power if they wish to exercise that power.
It us hope they will ponder these matters and re-
fuse to be dictated to. It i8 your right in this city
to determine what actors you desire to see.
