fo impressed was E. E. Smathers with the
performanca of John £. Madden's Adbell In a
kandicap at one mile and a guarter at Grave-
send yesterday that when the coit was taken
back into the paddock he promptly hunted fJD
she Kentuckian and asked him to put a price
on his horse. This Mr. Madden did with equal
prompiness, and the colt changed hands then
and there. Nelther the buyer nor the seller
would say what the purchase price had been,
but it was generally understood to be In the
neighborhood of $3.000. Adbell is stlll an eligi-
ble for the Suburban, and it was the general
presumption that 2ir. Smathers had bought him
in order to have his colors up in the running of
the handicap.

Witk 118 pounds up Adbell defeated Kehailan,
Red Knight, Major Daingerfield and three others
in a fashion that ocouid be called impressive
without much exaggeration. There was little
class in the field, to be sure, btut thera were
horses with a recognized turn of speed, and old
Red Enight carrled his company s0 fast for &
mile and 2n eighth that the entire distance was
run in 2:061-5, a fifth of a second faster than
Delh! won the Brookiyn Handicap.
