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WILLNOTTAKE THE BRIDGE
Secretary Taft Refuses the Appli-

cation of Missonri.
Washington. June 5..Secretary T__1 to-day re¬

fused the appllcatlon of the State of Mlssouri to
take possession of the Merchants' Bridge across
the Mississippl River at St. Louis. on the ground
that there has been no vlolatlon of the eonditlons
of the eharter. In hls opinion the Secretary says
that two auestions arise:

Flrst.Is Section 11 of the original bridge act
as amended by the act of 1.88 unconsti-utlona! ln
provldlng for the deprlvation of the St. Louis
Viirchants" Bridge Company of Its property with¬
out due process of law?
6econd.If not, then have the restrlctions been

vlolated and forfeioire taken piace, vesting the
title to the bridge in the government of the United
States''
Speaking of the section provldlng for actlon by

tbe Searetary, he says he does not- think the sec¬

tion ii to be contstrued as autharlzing the. Secre-
t_iy. after having found the provlsions of the act
were vialated, to take possession. without legal
proceedlng. against the will of the owner of the
bridge. and lt ls probable that such arbltrary pro-
cedure might be held to be a vlolatlon of the con-

stltutlonal reaulrement that no person shall be de-
prfved af his property without due process of law.
Then. taklng up the question as to whether. un-

_ar the facts, the forfeiture has taken piace. after
recltlng the lnhibitions of the act. violations of
which constltute the forfeiture, the Secretary says
tbat lt ls not alleged that any director or manager
of the St. Louis Merchants' Bridge Company ls a
director or manager of any other bridge across the
river. It ls not alleged that the Merchants' Bridge
Company has agreed or eonsented to the pooling
of the earnlngs of this bridge company with those
of any other bridge company on the MississijjV,
and be adds that there is "not a sclntilla of evi¬
dence to show such pooling to have taken piace
between the St. Louis Merchants" Bridge Company
nnd the Eads Bridge. Common control of the two
companles by a third company is all that is shown
rr intimated. Common control by two companiea
for the purpose of maintainlng rates or prices of
traffic is entlrely consistent with an absence of
pooling."
Secretary Taft then holds that "'aa there ls no

evidence whatever that either the business done or

the toils collected were divided between the two

bridges. according to any agreed percentage, the
c'aim that there is any forfeiture under the sec¬
ond lnhihition falls to the gmu-d." As to what is
meant by the term "consolldatlon of this bridge
company with any other bridge company across

the Mississippl," the Secretary. after defining "con-
solidation.'" says that if Congress had lntended
specifically that common control of the two bridges
through any devjee should work a forfeiture of
the property of the Merchants" Bridge Company. lt

would have been easy to say so. He holds that
the term 'consolidation.-* as used in the statute.
does not include the mere common control of the
two bridge companies by the lease of the bridge of
one and the ownership of a majority of stock ln

the middle company owning all the stock of the sec¬

ond bridge company. He holds further that by
the amendment to Section 11 of the bridge act the
word "'company"" was placed after the word

bridge."" so that the consolldatlon particul.rized
which was to constitute a ground of forfeitire waa

no longer a consolidation of the two bridges as

origlnally provlded. but a consolidatlon of the two

bridge companies. In concluslon, Secretary Taft

TO DIVERT FREIGHT.

New-Haven Road Will Transfer It
to Sound Ports.

New-Haven, Conn., June 5..Important changes
are soon to be made by which the New-Tork, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad Company plans the
transfer of freight business from the New-Tork
division to the ports of Long Island Sound and to
its subsidiary roads north of the rnain stem from
New-York to the important New-Eng__nd centres.
The ccngestio_ of freight hitherto on the New-
York dlvision has been largely due to the takfng
on by the New-York gateway of a large amount
of business which prevlously had been handled
by other routes, and especlally by way of the Sound
ports, and thenoa to deatinatio.i. This particularly
has been tho case as regards the all-rail coal traf¬
fic, which haa other routes to Its destination, where
the net result to the company ls much more proflt-able than by the long rail line As a remedv, the
company will now transfer all the coal businees
posrible from the all-rail route to itB eastern ports
on the Sound amd elsewhere.
As to its diverslon of freight to i_g inlard sub¬

sidiary lines, the company plans a large transfer
of freight business t<-- rts new aix track route, when
built, from Port Chester to Danbury. Conn., con-
necting wlth the Highland division. and also by
way of the Naugaruck divliion to Waterburj- and
thence to the Highland dlvision.

NEW WHARF FOR HAVANA.

G-ovemirent Gr.rts 'Concession That W,-]l
Permit Its Building.

Havana, June 5..The government has granted
the wharf concession negotiated for the Compania
dei Puerto, and the custom of lightering will he

largely dispensed with. Under the terms outlined
the concession will bp open to other bldders. with
an option reserved should the Compania dei Puerto
decide to accept the contract on the terms flrst
oftered.
The undertaklng was planned by Sylvester

Scovel. It involves a co6t of $3,500,000, and in¬
cludes the building under a ninety year privilege of
a steel wharf in front of the custom house. This
wharf is to be 400 by 600 feet, with electrioal hoist-
lng and travelllag machlnery The Compania dei
Puerto ls to erect a custom house, and wll! also
devote a portion of the wharf to public uses.

STAY TN PERE MARQUETTE CASES.

Toronto Justiee Grants Writ of Habeas
Corpus for Men Ordered Deported.

Toronto. June 5..Justiee Anglin to-day ordered
the issuance of a writ cf habeas -orpus to the two

American railroad offlcials now under arrest at St,
Thomas. charged with infringing the Alien Labor
act and ordered to te deported.

TO TEST STOCK TAX LAW.

Broker Tn Be Arrested Thursday
and Case Appcaled.

At a conference yesterday between District At¬
torney Jerome and John O. Milburn. of Carter.

Ledyard & Milburn, counsel for the New-York
8tock Exchange. it was agreed that on Thursday
some stock broker should be arrested for violation
of the new law requiring the use of tax stamps
on certlficates of stock transactions. The defend¬
ant wlll be held by a poliee court magistrate, and
the case at once taken to the hlgher court, on

writ of habeas corpus and certiorarl. The de¬
fendant wiii be paroled and Mr. Jerome wlll ask
Attorney General Mayer to conduct the prosecutlon.

..The criminal feature of this case.'* explalned
the District Attorney yesterday, "is put in merely
to protect the. fiscal system of the State. The law
eays that for convlctlon the penalty shall be not
less than $300 or more than $500 flne. or imprlson-
ment of not less than six months, or both."
The stock brokers have decided on this early test

of the law because there is no provision in the law
for rebate if the tax should be proved unconstitu-
tlonal. Practically all the members of the Stock
and Consolidated exchanges have slg_ed and for¬
warded tn Albany pjipers dated the day the law
went into effect. protesting against the payment
of the tax on that day and all succeedlng days. If
the law shall be declared unconstltutional, they ex-
pect to get back for themselves or their eusiomers
the- suras pald under protest for tax stamps. The
new law is having a perceptible effect on the busi¬
ness of both exchanges. falling with particular
severity on the "room tradev*." who have hereto-
fore been ready to "make a market" for stocks un¬
der any eonditlons, but who. as they themselves
must pay the tax. since they do not operate for
customers. have ceased to buy ani sell stocks with
thelr old-tlme freedom.

A REVENUE OF $3,000,000.

Register Ronner's Estimate of Mort¬

gage Tax Receipts from City.
L'sing the flrst flve and three-quarter months of the

present year as a basis of computatlon, the new

Mortgage Tax law will produce a tax revenue of
about $2,500,000 in New-York County alone, and at
least $3,000,000 for the clty. This is greatly in ex-

cess of the estimate of the State leglslators, and
makes it probable that the sum raised throughout
the State will be close to $4,000,000 a year.
Beglster Ronner of this county, after a pre-

llmlnary examlnatlon of the records. found yes¬
terday that the mortgages recorded up to May 20
of this year reach the aggregate of $244,374,129.
Using these figures as a basis, the aggregate for
twelve months for this county would be $517,493,152.
one-half of 1 per cent of which would be about
$2,587,490. The volume of mortgage trmsactlons in
the other boroughs would increase this to upward
of $3,COO,000 annually, and to this must be added
about one-third Xor the remainder of the State, or a

sum approximately of $4,000,000: A further exam-

ination may show that the Register has not made
deductions for exemptlons under the law.
"The business of this offlce bas been very Uvely

this year."' said Register Ronner. "'and the figures
for the flrst flve and three-quarters months may be
over the normal, but I give the figures as they ap¬

pear on the books, and The Tribune's readers can

judge of them as they see flt. I know the State
offlcials have not figured on any such large sum,
but from this end of the line it looks as if this
county alone would ralse $2,500,000 a year, one-half
of which wlll go to the State."
Register Ronner is flguring on filllng about flf-

teen places for handllng the mortgage tax busi¬
ness under the new law without consulting the
State Clvll Service Commlssion In this he is

likely to bo dlsappolnted, as the« State Commlssion
has eligible ilsts for nearly all the places that
will be created by the Register. The new law goes
into effect on July 2. and probably Mr. Ronner wlll
not have time to get all the men he wants from
the 3tate Commission's eliglble lists. He assumes
that he will not.
All the places wlll be good ones, with salaries

ranging from $1,000 to $3,000 a year. The places ara

likely to be two bookkeepers, a cashier and assist¬
ant, a deputy register. three exarniners, three
clerks, four messengers and a stenographer and
typewriter. What is troubling Mr. Ronner most is
the matter of getting space for the new work. The
Morton Building is well filled up and on account of
the fallure of the Board of Estimate to push to
compleUon the new Hall of Records the offlce can¬
not be moved to the new building till some time
next vear. Mr. Ronner will confer with Register
Doolev of Kings to-day. The latter can get all the
room "he wants in the enlarged Brooklyn Hall of
Records. Mr. Ronner, under the law. must withln
ten davs turn ln to the State and local offlcials an

estimate on what it will cost to run hls new bureau
a year. The cost of malntainlng lt can be deducted
from the cash receipts.

FRANCHISE TAX CHECK.

Brooklyn and Coney Island Railroad
Sends One for $118,665.

Controller Grout received yesterday a check for

$118,665 from the Brooklyn and Coney Island Rail¬

road, the amount the company holds it owes the

city under the franehise tax law. Mr. Grout ac-

cepted the money and receipted for it "on account."
That was the only actual payment made. al-

though communlcations were received from the

Metropolitan Railroad Company and from the

Brooklyn Rapid Transit system about a settlemenl
of the tax. All the companies demand allowances
and rebates and the Corporation Counsel ls now

consldering how the companies and the city can

arrange some basis of settlement.
lf the city accedes to all the claims of the

Brooklyn Rapid Transit, according to the flguring
of Mr Gmut s expt-rts, the city will be the debtor
instead of the creditor of the company. Among
the allowances asked by the Brooklyn Rapid Tran¬
sit is $20,000 paid to the city for rent of the ter-
minale and power house of the bridge trains; $t,6,__>
tolis p .Id for the surface cars crossing the bridge,
and $S9.250 lor toll of the elevated system. This
yearly total of $175.9.3. wlth the $36,133 car fees
paid annually. would more than wipe out. they
figure, the indebtedness under the franehise tax

Paul D Cravath. for the Metropolitan sy-stero. In¬
formed the Controller that a check awaited the city
as soon a the Controller would let the company
have a record of Its indebtedness. The claim of the
Consolidated Telephone and Electrical Subway
Company for an allowance or rebate of 515.0UO a

vear for the space the city could have used but
did not in the subway ducts the Corporation i_oun-

sel holds unjustiflable.
Mr Groui said he feared there would ba con-

giderable litigation before the franehise tax disputes
were flnally settled.

Jr.. presl¬
dent of the Wabash. announced to-day that ne¬

gotiations were pendlng for the sale of tlje Little

Kanawha syndicate holdings to the Wabash.

Mr. Rar.sey is manager and a heavy etockholder

of the syndicate. Mr. Ramsey emphatieally de¬

nled that there was any friction between him¬

self and Mr. Gould.
I have no doubt that the V. abash Is going to

buy the syndicate out." said Mr. Ramsey. "Mr.

Gould. it should be remc-mbered. is one of the

largest stockholders ln the Little Kanawha

syndicate. This syndicate was formed to build

en Eastern extenaion for the .Vabash Railroad.

It rstlll is intended that it be used for that pur¬

poae. and so far from there bei-.g a break in

the negotiations between the two parties, I can

say that arrangements for the transfer of this

property are being made at the present time."

Another report which Mr. Ramsey denled was

that he had absolute control of the syndicate.
Mr Ramsey said it was so formed that no man,
whether he held a majority of the stock or not,
could do ae he wisb<sd concerning the sale of
the property.
