Central’s Twentieth Century Limited
to Rival P. R. R. Flyer.

Following the record breaking run of a Penn-
gylvania train from New-York te Chicago In
geventeen hours flat, the New-York Central
lines announced yesterday that, beginning June
18, the Twentleth Century Limited, now mak-
ing the same run on & twenty hour schedule,
would make it in eighteen hours. There has been
a lively competition among the lines to break
the record, and the Pennsylvania’s trial run for
the purpose demonstrated that the speed can be
greatly increased.

The announcement of the change in schedule
was made yesterday at the clcse of a long con-
gerence of the managers of the New-York Cen-
tral lines. When the Twentieth Century Limited
was put on several years ago, making the jour-
ney between New-Tork and Chicago in twenty
Nours. It was regarded as the world's marvel of
steam transportation. Each year It has occurred
to the company that even tnis speed could be
{ncreased, engineers belng convinced that it
could be made on an €ighteen hour scheduyle.
The subject was brought before the conference
gesterday, with the result that travellers will be
enabled to reach the Grand Central Station at
7 o'clock, while it Is yvet lizght, in the summer
seRs0TL.

The New-York Central iines have made the
twenty hour trip for the last thres years, which
fas served to quicken the ambition of the Twen-
tieth Century managers. The New-York Cen-
tral lines also made the twenty hour trip to
Chicagon with their Exposition Flyer for ths
180 days of the Exposition, twelve years ago.
The Central lines maintain that the purposed
eightesn hour echedule is simply an extension of
the time of the Empire State Express through
from Buffalo to Chicago. This was the fastest
train in the world for its distance, 430 miles,
holding that record for fourteen vears, until it
was broken by the Twentleth Century Limited.
