‘A DEFENCE OF NORWAT.

HER POSITION DEFINED.

Special Envoy Soon to Ask the Pow-
ers for Recognition.

Christianta, june 12—Mr. Loeviand, former
president of the Section of the Norwegian Coun-
cil of State at Stockholm, who will be inducted
into his new offics of Forelgn Minister of Nor-
way on Jupe 15, in an interview to-day sald
that & special envoy would within a few weeks
be dispatched to the great powers to seek the
recognition of the dipl tie and lar rep-
resentatives of Norway. He added:

‘When our case s presented to the powers it
will be seen that it is not one of antagonism to
the principle of monarchies nor to a single
monarchy. Norway has been a kingdom for
many centurles, and is proud of that fuct. The
dissolution of the union was purely on consti-
tutional grounds, Our constitution existed prior
to the union with Sweden and when there came
a conflict between the two pecples Norway
chose to retailn her constitution.

Our Aifference with Swaden {5, In tha first
place, af an sconomic character. Our commer-
cial interests, our tariffs and our entirs econamlo
poligy Giffer from those of Sweden, While the
dlplomatie and consular services wers based on
the {deag governing the unlon of the two coun-
tries, they worked to the profit of Eweden rather
than to that of Norway.

Nerway's merchant marine now ranks fourth
among the nations, and Norway no longer can
afford to negotlate with ferelgn powers through
Stockholm. The union, however, was dissolved
only when the conflict became a guestion of our
sovereignty.

We hops the powers will make no mistake
regarding our action. Wa have never tried to
create danger for Bweden and will never seek
to make difficulties for our sistsr country, We
are acting for the benefit of the common inter-
ests of each other and for our common safety in
the face of foreign danger.

The action taken by the Btorthing is irre-
vocable, and the powers should reallze the faot
that Norway will fight befora this action is re-
consldered. The question of peace rsests with
Sweden, but the early recognition of our inde-
pendence will be of interest to the pPowers as
well as to ourselves.

_Immediately upon the dissolution of the unlon,

Norway informed Sweden of its willingness to
open diplomatic relations, but we are jealous of
our independence and of our future, and will
avold all alllances: and will not subject our-
gelves to the Influence of any great power.

Mr. Loeviand sald he thought that Norwsgian
interests would not suffer during the interim in
which the country would not he represented

abroad. Fortunately, he sald, Norway's biggest
trade was with Great Briwln, Germany, the
United States and France, whers for a short
period consuls were not indispensable.

WON'T LEAVE PLAZA.

Four Guests Still Remain—Furni-

ture Auction Beginas.

The manggement of the Plaza Hotel at Sth-ave,
&l &0th-st, {5 in & quandary becausse four of the
guests refuse to move out, despite the threats that
the building will soon be pulled down on top of
them., The hotel was closed last Saturday night,
and most of the guests departed. Four longtime
patrans of the place, howaver—2Ar, and Mrs, Georgs
E. Bent, Dr. J. G. Johnson and Frederick Gardner
Moore—were unwilling to vacate, and last night
were still living in the doomed hostlery.

The auction of the furnishings of the hotel began
yesterday, and this will last for at lenst ten days.
The suctioneer started on the top fioor, and half of
the fittings thersa were dlsposed of vesterday. One
of the remaining guests had a room on this floor,
but he promptly moved down two flights. The
four guests say that they will remain until the
furniture i taken away, although the manager
seemed to think that they would reconsider and
decamp tu-day or to-Imorrow.

No est has been recelved at the hotel since
Saturday mé‘gr., when the restaurant and dining
TOOm Wers sed. C. B. Tedcastle, of New-York,
who signed the firet name on the first er of the
Plaza Hotel, dropped in on Saturday an registerad,
boping to be the last guest Mr. Moors, however,
who i= cna of the guests still st the hotel, went
Mr. Tedcastle one tetter. He made the last entry
on the register, under the pathetic .aption, “The
Last of the Mohicans.” Last night the hotel
sentad a deserted appearance, in spite of its
gallant defenders.

The debt which New-York City owes o Mr,
Green's memory !s immeasurable. As member and
president of the Board of Education and as trusteo
of New-York University, the New-York Public 1i-
brary end the two great city musgeums, he con-
tributed grestly to the promotion of publio educa-
tion and the adveancement of the arte and sclences.
As an officer of philanthropic institutions ho gave
fresly of his time and talents to the amelioration
of the condition of the unfortunate. AS commis-

resident and controller of Central Park
during fts formative vears, he wWas the master
builder of that great institotion which Is & dally
plessing to the adnlts and children of the city, As
controller of the city's finances at a d when
there was vital need of ths firmest oificlal integ-
rity he rescued the municipal credit from disaster
and saved millions_of dollars tu tha oity traasury.
‘As member of the Brooklyn Bridge and other com-
missions, he promoted many great publioc improve-
ments upon which the prosperity and daily com-
fort of miilions of people dspend. projector and
chief instrument in securing municipal consolida-
tion, with its resultant banefits to all the boroughs,
he was by common consent called the “Father of
Greater New-York.'
