uek refoge ln Swiuerland by the war of 1S59, be¬
twaea France and Sardlnia on the one side and
^-gtria on the other. which culminated ln the

puelsy ot Parma and the Grand Duchy of Tuscany
being Incorporated into what is now known as tha
XJngdom of Italy.
Tbe Duke of Parma has since then been per¬

mitted tc return to Italy, but makes hls home ln
A~~_*_~i_- where he is accorded all the pferogatlves
snd i-nmunliles of a Drince of the blood and treat-
ed with the utmost dlatlnction and consideration.
He la coloasaliy rich. and inherlted the major por¬
tlon of the fortune of hls uncle and aunt the late
Count an3 Countess de Chambord, as well as the

superb chateau of Chambord. in France. which.
formerly a royal residence, had been repurchased
by the Royallsts of France and presented by them
as a token cf their loyalty and affection to the
Count de Chambord, in whose favor Klng Charles
X had .-.bdicated the throne of France in 1S30, and
who reigned for the brlef spell of forty-eight hours

aa King Henry V of Franoe.

A NEW FRENCH DUKE.
Through tbe death of his grandfather young

Stephen d'Audiffret Just twenty-three years of

age. becomes Duke d'Audlffret-Pasquler. and as he
is HT-*""' ***** and very rich, llkewise good looking,
his r.ame deserves to be notod aa that of an

ri_____e matrimonial partt He lost hls father
last year ln an autcmobile accident. The dukedom
la of relatlvely modern origin, although the family
cf Au-lffret is an ancicnt one. It is of Italian
creation and settled in the Basses-Alpes in the
thirteenth century. The father of the late duke
bor* the title of Comte d'Audiffret. held the lucra-
tlve poet of Receiver General of Taxas and mar¬

ried the daughter of Stephen Augustin Pasquler.
director general of the state tobacco monopoly
aad younger brother of that Stephen Dennis Pas¬

quler who was Prefect of Poliee during the reign of
the flrst Napoleon. Mlnister of State under Klng
Lcuis XVIII and King Charles X. and Chancellor
of the Kingdom of France while Loula Philippe
waa on the throne. Napoleon had given him a

baronj-, King Lottfs XVIII made him a peer of
Frar.ce and Louis Philippe transformed him into
Duke Fasquiei. He died in 1863. and in accordance
with the terms of the patent of his dukedom the
latter passed to his grandnephew and adopted son.
Count Gaston d'Audiffret who assumed the title

of Duke d'Audiffret-Pasquler. I should add that

although the Fasquiers received a barony from the

flrst Napoleon they had been ennobled by the

kings of Franc* as far back as at the end of the
aeventeenth century. when one of thelr number,
Stephen Pasquier, was Audltor General of tha
Realm.
The late duke was a very learned man, a mem¬

ber of the Academy and. during the first three

yeara of the present republic. played a quite im¬

portant political role, presiding in turn over the

Chamber of Deputies and the Senate. Although
hs owed his dukedom to the house ot Orleans. he

xever managed to get along well with the Orleans

pretenders. and his relatioas with the present
Duke of Orleans were even more stralned than

thev were with the late Comte de Paris. The lat¬

ter was often ta ths habit of sneering at the old
duke and of ridicullng him for what he was

pieaeed to descrihe as his narrowness of mind and

for is avaiice.that is to say, hls refusal to con-

trlbute largely to tbe Orleanlst cause. On the

other hand. the cld duke was equally open in ex-

pressing his dissatlsfactlon with the late Comte

de Paris and wlth the lat ter's son. the present
preter.der. deciaring that he preferred on the

whole a republican form of government to mon¬

archy in the per-on of such men. He was more

dreaded thrn popular in the great world at Paris
on account of the bitterness of hls tongue and of
his pen

FORMER DRLMMER AS PRIME MINISTER.
Prlme Minister Rouvier. who has assumed for

the nonce direction of the forelgn relations of
France in the piace of Delc__-__. is above every¬

thlng else a flnancier and considers that the most

important of all tho tasks that confront the French

government ia the reorganlzatlon of the national
finances. which stand in urgent need thereof owing
to the fact that the limit of taxation has been
reached and that the annual expenses far exceed
the annual revenue. building up a national debt
of the most alarming proportions. As long aa

Rouvier. who commenced life as a drummer, re¬

mains at tbe head of affairs everything relating
Ml merely to the domestic, but llkewise to the
*nrmt\f- policy of France. will be aubordlnated to

this consideration. and. since from an economio
polnt cf view a war with Germany wonld be al¬
together disastrous to French trade. Industry and
flnance, Rouvier will go far out of his way to
avoid it. much further. indeed. than M. Delcass4
wa* prepared to go. That is why the fall of Del-
casaA ls halled with ao much satisfaction at Ber¬
iin. where it ls realiied that for the sake of peace
Rouvier wlll be much more amenable to Germany's
views and demands than Delcassfi. The change la
further satlsfactory to Germany ln that it loosens
th* bonds of the underetandlng between England
and France, which was a creation of Delcasae.
Next to Rouvier the most lnfluential man ln tho
present FTench Cabinet ls Etienna. who for tbe
last quarter cf a century has been the leader of
that particular element ln French .political life
which is commltted to opposing and combating
British interests ln Africa and Aeia

AN ANGLO-AMERICAN PEER.
LqTd Calthnesa who has just arrived here from

Llverpool, ia one of those British peers who are
far more at home in the Unlted Btatea than ln thelr
native lacd. and has for at least thirty years cf
bis Ufe apent tba major portlon of hia time at Ber-
riedale, his blg ranch ln North Dakota, which la
Indeed. his legal domiclle. and given as such ln the
-tar.dard works of reference. hia housa in Inverness
Terraoa, ln London, being merely a amall pled h
tarre ln the metropolia. In olden tlmea tbe estatas
of tha Earldom of Calthnesa erabraced the entire
northern part of Scotland. from sea to soa, and
i___uded tbe Orknoy Islands, which were then aub-
_____ to tho auzsrainty of tho Norwegian crown. But
to-day thera ls no longer a eJngle rood of land in
the Nortbem Kingdom connected wlth tbe Earldom
of Calthnesa the fifteenth earl. *"ho died ln 1888,
unmarried. having contributed ln no small measure

to allenato the remaining eatates. wbich were very

'x>reideraNe. from tho title. For some reason or

other ha was imbued wlth sentimenta of blttor

-u-trsd toward the preaent earl and hls father, both
of them very ramote kinemen. and on dying be-

q-eathad the whole of hls property to a college
ebum of tha name of F. G- Heathcote. Suit waa

brought to upsst tho will. and tbo legal proceed-
..lQgs sadsd ln lts being invalidated.

Unfortunatoly. tbe lnvalidation dld not beneflt
tha present oarl or hls father. It had tha effect of

randerlng tho flftoentfa earl practlcally intsatato,
ths eatates in consequenc* thereof going to hls

the ancestry of the Slnclair family be'ng of so

compllcated and intricate a character that tha
peerage haa rareiy passed from one holder to an¬

other without legal proceedings.

THB ANCIENT HOUSE OF SINCLAIR.
The Slnclairs are of most anclent origin, trac-

ing back their descent to A D. ST5, flguring
prominently ln the annals of Scotland, especlally
ln the darkest pages of ita history. The fourth
peer was, perhaps, the woret of his race. With the
6-5lstance of his oousin, Isabel Slnclair, he con-

trlved to poison the Earl and Countess of Suther-
land at a supper which he gave in thelr honor, and
then ooolly denounced his accompllce, testified
aga!r.6t her and witnessed her executlon. He next
k!dr.apped trhe young Lord Sutherland, who was

oniy flfteen. and forced him by torture and threats
to marry his daughter, Lady Barbara Slnclair. a

woman of mature age and of more than uncertaln
reputatlon. The fourth earl's eldast aon, Lord
Berriedale, Master of Calthnesa, ls on record as

having strangled his younglr brother, Wllliam. In
fact. tfce hlatory of the House of Slnclair ln the
Middle Agea is one long liat of tragediea. of plots
and counterplots.
Among the other branchea of tha House of Sln¬

clair of which Lord Calthness ls the chief are
Lord Slnclair, who haa transformed the patronymic
of hia name into "St. Clalr." Sir John Slnclair of
Dunbeath, and Sir John Tollemache Slnclair. of
Ulster. Lord Slnclair and the two baroneta in
question, unllke Lord Calthness. own extenslve
estates in Scotland, eapecially Sir John Tollemache
Slnclair. the well known poet and author. whose
ianded possessions In Scotland extend over a hun¬
dred eauare miles. His grandson, the helr to hls
title and estates, has American blood ln his veins,
the mother having been a daughter of Mahlon
Sands, of New-Tork. Sir John. who has been on

terms of friendship with all sorts of publio men,
such as Bismarck, Napoleon III, King Louis Phl-
llppe, the Comte de Chambord and Prlnce Gortcha-
koff. was in hia boyhood page of honor to Queen
Adelaide, and among his aons-in-law was the laftB
General Owen Williams. M. P.. of Temple House,
Bucks, the well known sportsman and one of the
creators of the Sandown Park races.

Borough President Littleton yesterday astonished
the constant readers of "The Clty Record" by
blossomlng out with lllustrations in the number
containing hls annual report.

ARCHM'KE JOSEPH DEAD.
Son of Palatine of Hungary.A

JLinguist and Business Man.
Vlenna. June 13..Archduke Joseph of __¦___-_.

died this momlng.

Archduke Joseph was tha son cf th^ Palatine of
Hungan-, Joseph, who succeeded to that ofSce
when hla father became Emperor Leopold II of
Austrla, In 1?90. The third wife of Palatine Jo_eph
was Princess Marie of Wurtemburg, the mother of
the Archduke Joseph. He was born in 1S33, at
Prcsburg, and spent all hls early years ln Hun-
gary, where he associated wlth peasant boys. That
they treated him as an equal is shown by the In-
cident that when a peasant complained that hls
son had been beaten by the Palatine's son. the
Palatine replied: "Your boy can cuff mine a» much
aa he ls able. I will not complaln of it to you."
It was in 1815 that Archduke Joseph entered a

Hussar regiment and saw actlve service. The regi¬
ment was ln Austrla untll 1866, when it waa ordered
home, but ln 1860 it went to Italy and waa again
there in 1864. The Archduke took part in the Battle
of K8nlggrftt2 ln 1866. When he returned to
Hungary he became commander in chlef of the
Hungarlan reserves and also became Interested in
the organization of firemen in his native land. He
waa married in 1864 to Princess Clothllde of Saxe-
Coburg and 'Gotha, a sister of Prince Ferdinand of
Bulgaria, and a daughter of the old Princess Clem-
enttne, a grandchlld of Klng Louis Philippe of
France.
Archduke Joseph inherited to a maxked degree

the talents of his father. especlally hls facility for

acquiring languages. Not content wlth mastering
German, French, Engllsh, Italian, Hungarlan.
Spanish and Russlan, he llkewise acquired a pro-
found knowledge of that mj-sterlous idiom used by
the Gypaies and Zingari which goes by the name
of the Romany tongue. He enjoyed the distlnction
of having been the first to wrlte a grammar and
publlsh a vocabulary of the language; besidea
which he gathered together an extraordinary col¬
lectlon of manuscripts, documents and books dating
from the earllest times and deallng wlth tha cus¬

toms. the characteristics. the history and the origln
of these nomads in Europe. The Archduke waa es-

pecially attracted to the gypsles by hls paasion for
their welrd music.
The Archduke spent a large sum of money aome

years ago in endeavoring to turn the Zingari from
thelr nomadic life and to induee them to settle
down. in order to devote their time and energies
to the praetiee of the art ot working metal. which
they possess to so marked a degree, rather than
to thievlng, as ls, unfortunately, thelr habit. He
bullt a number of villages for them ln the dis¬
trict surrounding Presburg. and organlzed gypsy
settlements. But lt soon became apparent to him
that the enterprise upon which he had set so much
store was doomed to failurek The Tsiganes, true
to those instincts trhlch they have Inherited from
countless generations, abandoned the comfortable
housea the fields and the blossomlng gardens with
which they had been provided by their imperial
benefactor. They refused any longer to till tiie
aoll. and turned their entire attentlon to robblng
the inhabltanta of the surrounding neighborhood
until they came once more to be regarded aa the
bane of the entire countryside.
Several years ago the Archduke gave hia library

on the Romany races and languages to the National
Library at Budapest.
As the head man of business of the Hapsburg

amily, Archduke Joeeph had in hls handa the man¬
agement of lands, foresta, mlnes, railroada, manu-
factories and huge business Interests of every char¬
acter. His own personal posseesions were llkewlaa
large, including among other things the beautiful
Margarethan Island, lying ln the river midway
between Pesth and Buda, and which has frequently
been described as the "Pearl of the Danube." This
island owes its name to a royal nun, the daughter
of the Magyar King Bela IV, who relgned ln the
thirteenth century. The convent where she lived
and where she was buried was destroyed by tae
Turks. and its rulns were swept away by the great
lnundatlon of 1775. Archduke Joseph traasformed
the spot into a great park, the mass of almost
tropical vegetation being dotted bere and there by
oharming viilas, hotels, a caslno, and varioua res-
taurants, as well as bathlng establlshmenta; for
there are on the island several mlneral springs
possessed of remarkable curatlve powers. It was
here, too, that he housed ihe Kneipp Institute,
which he founded some years ago for the benefit
of the poor. The park ls set apart to ba the recrea¬
tion piace of the people o_. the Hungarlan capital.
To the memory of a son, Who met hls death

in a shooting accident, the Archduke and his wife,
Princess Clothilde of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha, alao
dedicatea an institution for the care of crippled
children.
Archduke Joseph was the oniy archduke who, on

public occaslons, was greeted in Hungary by the
playing of the famous Hungarlan "Rakoczy March*'
Instead of the Austrian "\ olkshymne," which. ac¬
cording to court regulatlons. shou.d have been
plaved in his honor. This exceptlon ln hia favor.
which was a proof of the love the Hungarlan peo¬
ple bore him. was acceptable and gratifylng to the
Archduke. and he was always proud of the honor.
Archduke Joseph left one son, who married the

granddaughter of Emperor Francis Joseph, and
three daughters. One daughter. Archducheas Marie-
Dorothfie, is the wife of Phlllp, Duke of Orleans,
the pretender to the French throne; a second
daughter is the wife of Albert, Prince of Thurn
nnd Taxls, and the younger daughter is still un-
marrled. He lQst his second son last year.

BARON NATHANIEL DE ROTHSCHILD.
Vlenna. June 13..Baron Nathaniel de Rothschild,

brother of the head of the Austrian branch of the
firm, died this morning. He had been Eeriously ill
for a long time.

The Vlenna branch of the famous Rothschild
family was founded by Solomon, the second son of
Mayer Amschel Rothschild, the Hebrew merchant
of Frankfort-on-the-Main who laid the foundatlon
of the fortunes of the house. Solomon's two Eons
were ennobied by the Emperor of Austrla ln 1S&5,
having the samo prerogativea bestowed on them as

lf they had descended from the Crusaders Instead
of coming from the ghetto of Frankfort. They be¬
came not only barons of the emplre, but members
of the lnner clrcle of the Emperor's advisers. Baron
Nathaniel was not as promlnent flnancially as his
brother. the head of the Vienna branch, but was

popular socially and widely known as a philan-
throplst and a patron of art. He never married.
For a number of years he had been in poor health,
and he was aceusiomed to spend his winters in a
tent near Assouan, on the edge of the Nublan
desert. where an Arab tribe formed hls guard.

MISS CHARLOTTE P. MONTGOMERY.
Miss Charlotte P. Montgomery, for nlneteen years

a Presbyterian missionary at Hamaden, Persla. died
Esturday ln the Presbyterian Hospltal. Miss Mont¬
gomery entered the hospital on June 2, just after
her return from Persia. With her sister, Miss
Annle Montgomery. the dead woman conducted the
Faith Hubbard School in Hamaden. Miss Annie
Montgomery is in Hamaden. She was fifty vears
old. Her body has been sent to Prlncetown, Prince
Edward's Island. her blrthplace, for burial.

FREDERICK SCHOLES.
Frederlck Scholes, one of the best known resi¬

dents of the Eastern District section of Brooklyn,
in the development of which he assisted for over
half a century, died Monday at hls country home,
ln Essex. Conn. He was elghty-two years old. He
was born ln Isllngton. London, and when six years
old hls parents brought him to America. Hls
famlly bought a tract of land which extended to
the Waliabout Creek and which afterward became
valuable. He was elected alderman in 1863 and
began a crusade, which made him famous, against
the swill milk cows, carrying the fight to a suc-
c.saful lssue. Mr. Scholes was nominated for
Mayor on the Republican tlcket, but was defeated.

WILLIAM M'DERMOTT.
William McDermott. assistant yardmaster of the

Lehigh Valley Railroad Company at jersey Clty.
died on Monday night at hls home, No. 66 Wayne-
st. Jersey City. It tranaplred yesterday that illu-
minating gas caused hia death. but lt ls believed
that it was an accident. Mr. McDermott went to
eleeD on tho sofa. When his wife awoke on Sun¬
day morning she detected the odor of the gas, and,
going to the basement, found the tubing had been
disconnected from the gas stove. Mr. McDermott
was unconscious. He waa thirty-elght yeara old.
He leaves a wife and one son.

NO HOPE OF RESCUE.
Bound hand and foot and gagged, the maiden was

put into the gunnysack. and. unable to move or
scream. felt herself being carried down a filght of
stalra. put icto a buggy and then driven down the
street. Ineffestually ahe tried to release herself
from the gag.

"ln a 6tore that never advertisea, was the cruel

reaponse.
"Alas! alaal" ahe moaned. No power on earth

can save me no one wlll look for me here." and
tbe poor girl falnted..(Battle Creak (N. T.) Herald.

Joseph H. Choate Is Club's Guest

of Honor at Dinner.
Joseph H. Choate, ex-Ambassador at the Court

of St. James's, was the guest of honor at a

dinner given by the Union League Clnb last

nlght. There were present about three hundred
members and guests. Besides handsome floral
decorations the Stars and Strlpes with the Union
Jack were used effectlvely to syxnbollze Mr.
Choate's recent duties.
Cornelius N. Bllss, president of the ciub, was

the toastmaster. At the table with him sat Mr.
Choate, Sir Percy Sanderson, the British Consul
General; Senator Depew, Elihu Root, Presldent
Louis Stern, of the Republican Ciub, and Allen
W. Evarts.

Others present were Justiee Blanchard,
Cephus Bralnerd, Henry M. Brookfleld, Phlllp
Carpenter, Justiee Clarke. Henry Clews, Judge
Cowing, Paul D. Cravath. "William Nelson
CromweU, George H. Danlels. Maxwell Evarts,
Hamllton Flsh.

In introduclng the guest of the evenlng, Mr.
Bliss said:
The Unlon League Ciub comes in force to-

night to welcome you. Members are here from
all parts of the land. We congratulate tha
American people that by your presence and ser¬
vice in Great Britain you have added to the
long line of eminent Ministers and Ambassadors
one who has preserved in the highest sense the
American diplomatlo traditions as exemplifled
in the Adamses, Jay, Everett, Motley, Lowell,
Phelps and Hay. We again bid you welcome to
take your piace as the first eltlzen of the greater
New-York.

MR. CHOATE'S SPEECH.

After the cheers, Mr. Choate expressed his

great delight to be back ln the Union League
Ciub. He sald he was perfectly well aware that
had he never been a presldent of the Union

League Ciub he never should have been ap¬
polnted Ambassador to Great Britain. He was

sure that, great as was the grief of the British
people at hls departure, they would put up wlth
lt as long as they were to have another ex-presl-
dent of the ciub ln hls piace.
Mr. Choate said he was glad to be no longer

an Ambassador. The thlng he had most enjoyed
for the last slx weeks was the liberty to say

anythlng about anybody he pleased. In Eng¬
land he had to bs careful not to discuss English
polltlcs and American politics. and one of the

thingB he felt proud of was that he had been

able to get through his slx years and over with¬
out treadlng on the toes of either Engllsh or

Americans.
The speaker took up the action of President

Roosevelt ln bringing about an armistice be¬
tween Russia and Japan, calling lt "the last
splendid achlevement of our youthful President
at Washington," adding:
Historv has no parallel of such a work accom-

plished "in as quiet and graceful and delightful a
manner. We never gave him the credit of being
hls own diplomatist. And see what he has done!
While all the other nations were holding their
breaths and blting thelr lips and wonderlng in
their spirit of despalr why nothing could be done,
he steps forward with one graceful bound and
tenders tbe olive branch to both of these ternb e

combatants. and puts an immediate atop to This
frightful scene of carnage and slaughter that for
the last year has been a dlsgraca to our common

humanlty.
Mr. Choate sald that one had to go abroad to

understand how much interested others were ln

President Roosevelt. He sald they had more

Interest in him, more admiration for him, than

for any other American, living or dead. "I do

not think it ls too much to say," he said, "that

this one man, by the forcs of his strong per-

sonality. of his lnherent virtue. has actually ele¬

vated his country ln the eyes of the world."

SIR PERCY SANDERSON SPEAKS.

Sir Percy Sanderson, who was received cor-

dlally, sald:

I thank you for your invitation this evenlng,
for the opportunity you have given ma of Joinlng
in the welcome to one who has done so much to
prcmote harmony and good will between the two

countries, and to whom, ia consequence, Great
Britain owea a debt of gratitude equally with the
United States. He has rightly Eald that there is
much that each may learn from tho other. that
the more frequent the intercourse. the better the
feeling and the understanding, the greater will be
the benefit to each country and to the world in

feneral I do not propose to go over ground which
as been covered in far more eloquent terms than

I can pretend to, but I may perhaps be allowed
to eay a few words on the polnt of bettor under¬
standing.
To one who for many years carried on his con¬

sular duties ln a lor&ign language. the luxury of
being ablo to us© hls native tongue in matters of
business is untold. It is not that in Rumania I
was r.ot treated wlth every kindness. nor that I
was ignorant of tbeir language, for that I learned.
but that do what you will you cannot enter into
the same intlmacy of ihought and fe-ling when
the medium of conversatlon in a language foreign
to one of the parties.possibly foreign to both.
But here anv difficulty of that nature is removed.
In New-York I found, moreov-r. ln Trinity

Church the old cathe<_ral service on which I had
been brought up; the Chamber of Commerce,
originally British; Columbia University, once
King's College; a system of Jurisprudence where
tho decisions of eminent jurlsts meet with equal
respect on either side of the water. The elemonts
of a good understanding are all -here; good wlll
alone ls required to bring it about, and of that my
presence here to-night is only one of many in¬
stances for which I have to express my gratitudi*.
What is true individually is true )» a great ex¬

tent collectlvely, and it does appear to me that
not or.ly in the dtscussk-n of such differences aa
may froir. time to time arise. but also ln the study
of those international problems. auch as the rela-
tions between capital and labor for instance, we
are in a better podtlcn to arrive at a settlement
when the language used is one that can be un-
deretanded as well by the workingman as by those
who have had tha time and means to study foreign
languages. The oppcrtunities are theie, and I
trust tnat we shall at no time fall to make usa
of them. What Mr. Choate has done ln that dl¬
rection we all know.

SENATOR DEPEW ON DIPLOMACY.
Senator Depew said that all the members of

the ciub were mlghty glad to have Mr. Choato
back. He spoke of the pecullarly intlmate rela-
tlon which exlsts between the American Ambas¬
sador and the British people, saying, ln part:
Our English friends take very seriously the sen-

tlment of common language, literature. blood and
ancestry. One of our ministers was censured by a
vote of the House of Representatlves for being
too profuse and enthuslastlft in this line. It ia
absolutely necessary for the American Ambassador
on almost every occaslon to express his ardent ad-
herence to this Idea. Mr. Choate never better dis-
tlayed the qualities of the brilliant advocate which
nave given him International fame than in putting
better than any one had before the tlea of blood
which bind the two pe_ples and countries and then
saving the situation among the Americans at home
and abroad by clalming that the stock had im¬
proved by being transplanted to a new country.

Success ln diplomacy for centuries has bean
ascribed to ekllful lying. But we have for our
country the most succeasful dipiomacy in the world
because it la the diplomacy of truth. Roosevelt,
Hay and Choate are its brilliant representatlves.
It ls no subterfuge. Happily. lt is understood.

EUhu Root. ex-Senator Washburn and ex-Judge
Howland were other speakers at the dlnner. Among
the letters of regret read was one fr>-im Presldent
Roosevelt, saying:

It ls with real regret that I flnd myself unable to
accept your invltation to meet Mr. Choate at the
dinner on the 13th of June. At that date lt ls out
of the question for me to leave Washlngton, other¬
wlse I would have taken peculiar pleasure in being
present at the dlnner and testlfylng to the admira¬
tion and regard which all Americans interested in
seeing thelr country well and worthily represented
must feel for Mr. Choate. During hls s.x years'
residence at the Court of St. James's he has not
merely aafeguarded the honor and interests of thia
country, but has done lt in such a manner as to
leave the relatlons of the two countries better than
ever before.
