FROM AFRICA.
The following letter has been received from Miss

Sharp, a missionary In Africa, in whose work
many T. S. S. members are Interested-
President of the T. S. S.: The Sunshine Christ¬

mas greeting reached me in Januarv, and I thank
you "plenty." as the natives here say. If any of
the Sunshine folk would like to benefit the people
among whom I work, some acceptable gifts would
be schoolbooks, second hand, If whole. Fl«-st and
Second readers are needed the most, although I
use up to the Fifth, but not "Swir.ton's." We have
used them until the children are familiar with all
the stories. I keep the yo-ungsf-rs reading a great
dea-, so that they may ac-iuire English, which most
of them learn readily. Each tribe sneaks a dif-
lerent dialect. They call what they worship "Ju-
ju": It may be a tree, an alligator, or something
sewed up in leather. The trlbo I work among oc¬
cupies a whole town, within sight of Monrovia,
the capital of the "Lone Star Republic." They
were said to be Inaccessible to missionary work,
but I did not find them very difficult to roach.
They are the seamen of the coast, and pull the

boats that go out to the steamers to bring pas¬
sengers and freight It was an unusually rough
«sea. the morning I landed, and a great wave swept
over the boat. I exhibited no fear, and I learned
later that my seeming courage was much in my
favor, thus showing how small a thing sometimes
¦nfluences the life of a person.
This part of Africa has been called the "white

man's graveyard." Missionaries have hpd the
African fever and died before ever commencing
work. On May 9 I will complete twenty-six years
in Africa, and since my coming I have been to the
United State? only three times, of fo«ur months
each. I have outlived by years all my predeces¬
sors, and tip to last June I never spent a day In
bed. It Is a life of hard, wearing, yet hopeful,
work. I have seen a gieat transformation in the
town. "When I came, one man wore clothes all the
time, another occasionally, and the women only a

loin cloth, extending nearly to their knees. Now
the women wear "Mother Hubbards" and the men

are generally clothed. The children wear little
slips when their parents can get a bit of calico
to havo them made. The women have never

learned to «sew. I could have a large sewing class

if I had time to teach them. My srlrle learn to

cut and make clothes, but are occjpied with sew¬

ing at the home, where there are twenty-six to

At first It was very dlfflc*elt to get girls, as they
were «sold In infancy to men for wives. A man

would pay the amount in Instalments until a

elrl was ten or twelve years old, then he would
take her to his hut and put her in charge of

hi? "head wife." A man would refuse to let the
girl go to a mission or school. "She learn sass,"
he «said because she made it plain that the man

to whom she was sold, often a very old man, was

distasteful to her.
About books or remnants of cjailco, any one

de-dring to help in this direction can ascertain how
and when to send them by addressing Miss ?. M.

Hodge. No. 1.34Ó Bedford-ave.. Brooklyn. I am the
only white woman in Monrovia, and no other white
missionary is nearer than forty miles.
We have no vehicles of any kind; no horses,

mules or even donkeys can live here. The cows

are verv small and a rare milker gives a pint a

day There are no railroads or trolleys, and
of course I've never seen an automobile. I long
«.ometlmes for a drive and a drink of good rich
milk The fruit of the cocoanut trees hangs In

great clusters like .grapes, bananas are generally
plentiful ¿lthough all mine were blown down In

the last' tornado, and there are monkeys of all
size«. There are rare and beautiful woods.ma¬
hogany, rosewood, etc., but not a sawmill ln

the land. I thought perhaps these items might
Interest some of the T. S. S. readers and it is so

little one can do here to show appreciation of tho
favors received.

EASILY MADE SHORTCAKE.

Any one c«_n toss up a shortcake perfect in every

respect by proceeding thus: Measure a large h-jlf-
pint of flour, sift »ariti» two small teaspoonfuls
of baking powder and half a teaspoonful of salt.

Rub into this quickly between the hands a tea-

spoonful Of sugar, a tablespoonful of butter «ind

lard. M9 and half. Beat ap egg very light without

separating, add half a cup of cold milk, then

make a hole ln the centre of the flour and. with

a fork ln the right hand pour the eggs and milk in

carefully with the left, feeling the way lest the

"dough become too soft to roll. As flour differs

ln dryness it 1* impossible to give exact measure

for wetting, but usually this one will produce a

dough soft and light and Just stifT enough to

allow of rolling out onoe into the size to fit a

greased pie plate. It should look like cooky dough,
and should it be too light and delicate to roll out

the fl«"st tlme íold the iour corn<!re together
"quick as a wink" and roll out again. The dough
should be about the sime thickness as for biscuit,
and will rite ln the «same way. Bake about ten

ndnutes in a quick oven; allow the bottom crust

to brown before putting in the f-_lse bottom of the
oven Bake to srnico brown on top.
Do not try to have the crust look too neat,

as quick .handling is half the battle. If It is
desired to u«-e the cake warm, split with * hot
* ',- :* :..ay be rejieated just before filling.
To prepare the strawberries, pick out a gener¬

mash the rest with a silver fork, using sugar to
taste. For a family of six. two boxes of berries is
about right, although less will answer.
This recipe makes a large cake and should be

baked on a good sized plate. The sugar gives
lightness to the dough, and as It is not noticeable,
should not be omitted. Always use granulated in
flour. For a smaller cake, use a small teacupful
of flour and scant the shortening. Peaches used
in place of strawberries are an agreeable change..

NO "HOOPS" HERE.

New-York Women Refuse to Wear

Anything That Increases Their Size.
When it was reported the other day that two

thousand Chicago women had adopted the hoop-
skirt and that the fad was travelling rapidly
toward New-York, sensible women gToaned ln

spirit. The "hoop," however, that the Windy
City women are wearing is not the old style
steel affair, but a device of featherbone sewing
to keep the skirt away from the feet and to pre¬
vent It from sweeping up sidewalks. Yet even

this mode, dressmakers declare, will not be

popular in this city, as New-York women re¬

fuse to adopt any fashion that will make them

look larger than can be helped.
The head dressmaker in a large establishment

which has an exclusive clientele said yesterday:
"Last season, when I was ln Paris, the hoop-

skirt was suggested to me. and I brought back
one model.a muslin affair, plain over the hips,
and expanded below· the knees by three rows of

reeds about nine inches apart. We have it here
ln the shop to-day, where it has reposed ever

since last fall, excepting when It has been

brought out to show to our customers. In every
case it bas been quickly returned. They would

have none of it.
"If the hoopskirt does not 'take* in summer,"

she continued, "you may be certain that it will
not be seen in winter, for the reason that it is

too cool for that season^ To keep comfortable in
winter a woman's clothing must fit snugly and
not stand out, as it would do If a hoopskirt were
worn."
Lecturers at the dressmakers' conventions

held here last spring reiterated again and again
that cords as thick as the thumb were to be
put in the bottom of skirts. Notwithstanding
this, many New_-York dressmakers are advising
their customers against tills cord. An effect
quite as pretty as when the cord is used.and
even prettier, some believe.ls obtained by mak¬
ing the silk drop skirt exceedingly full. In fact,
some dressmakers say that the heavy cord
should be left for the woman who cannot afford
to put yards and yards of silk without stint into
her skirt.

MORE "JARVIS" LETTERS.
They Tell What a Distinguished
Lawyer Thomas P. Wickes Is.

More "Lewis Jarvis" letters have appeared, and
there is reason to suppose that others are in the
hands of various people in various parts of this
and neighboring States. Robert McCord, a la»wyer
of Peeksklll, yesterday turned over to Evan Shelby,
a lawyer, of No. 46 Cedar-st., two letters which ho
received from "Jarvis" last September. Mr. Mc¬
Cord represented the town of Cortland last fall
before the Supreme Court, in an application of tho

city for a writ of certlorori against S. Fletcher

Allen, John Halstead and Henry Covert, assessors

for the town of Cortland.
The case grew out of the right of the various

towns along the Croton watershed to tax the city,
which owns the entire stretch. The difference In¬

volved in this case was about $500,000, and the de¬
cision of the case would be a precedent for other
boards of assessors. Mr. McCord won, and the
case was appealed by the city. The prospect of a

fee of $25,000, which would be about that given Mr.
McCord If he won another and ultimate victory be¬
fore the Court of Appeaas, inspired "Jarvis" to
send a letter to McCord in September, 1904, bring¬
ing Thomas F. "Wickes, "the prominent lawyer of
Manhattan," to his attention. Two weeks later Mr.
McCord got a similar "Jarvis" letter. Both were
written on the paper commonly used by "Lewis
Jarvis," bore the regulation "Jarvis" heading, «ind
mention of lock box No. 1,604, New-York.
The first letter was as follows:
I congratulate you on your splendid success in

th· certlorarl proceedings on behalf of the town of
Cortland. In a case of such importance it will
undoubtedly be necessary for you to call in counsel
upon the apreal.

I want to strongly recommend to you my friend,
Mr. Themas P. Wickes. a very distinguished law¬
yer from New-York City.
Mr. Wickes was formerly Assistant Corporation

Counsel of the City of New-York, and is a man of
exceptional learning and ability, and has had a
large experience ln proceedings of this character.
I know it will be greatly to your advantage to have
him associated with you in this case. Sincerely
yours, LEWIS JARVIS.
The second -was:

I notice that you have ignored my former letter
to you. I am sorry that you have done this, for I
believe it would be greatly to your advantage to
have a man of Mr. Wlckes's distinguished ability
associated with you.
He would be of great service to you not only be¬

cause of his large experience in such proceedings,
b;;t because of tne great personal Influence he has
with the judges of the Appellate Division of the
Second Department.

I again strongly urge upon you to retain Mr.
Wickes. and am sure you will never regret it.
Sincerely yours, LEWIS JARVIS.

Mr. Shelby said he did not think that the at¬
tempt on the part of Wickes to obtain business by
writing letters of this nature made l_im likely to

prosecution any more than circular letters ordi¬

narily sent out by business firms couW be brought
forward against them as attempts at levying black¬
mail.
It Is understood that District Attorney Jerome

has obtained some information regarding the break¬
ing up of the partnership of the firm of Hatch &
Wickes. which occurred four years ago. It is be¬
lieved by lawyers that all was not as it should be
between the two. and that Mr. Hatch was much
dissatisfied. Mr. Jerome would not make any state¬
ment as to the nature of the evidence. Edward S.
Hatch, however, Issued the following statement:

All I can say to the press ln «ronnection with the
articles published in the morning papers as to Mr.
Wickes and the matter of Lewis Jarvis is that It
is all a surprise to me. I had no knowledge or In¬
formation in relation to the matter until this w«-»ek,
and Jarvis never addressed me a letter of any kind
or description.
Any matters of difference between Mr. Wickes

and his late partner are matters entirely foreitm
to the Jarvis matter, and ln which the public has
no interest, and it would not be becoming of me at
this time to discuss the subject for publication.
The firm of HatcJi ¿í Wickes was in existence
about ten years, and dissolved between three and
four ye*_rs ago.
W. E. D. Stokes went to the District Attorney's

office yesterday and gave a real estate bond of
$1,000 for the appe,arauce of Wickes. Mr. Stokes
gave «is security the stable of No. 150 West 54th-st
valued at $10,000. Wickes, who waa present, said
that at the proper time he would make a fight.

(. ommodore Vv eston, complainant against Wickes,
flle_ with Assistant-District Attorney Rand ad-
Oiuonal evidence apalnst Wickes. Tills is said to
be in the form of testimony given by the de¬
fendant. Wickes, in civil procedure when he Is a!-
ledçed to have admitted that he had retained cer-
taln moneys given him as executor of the estate.

TIE-UP ACTION ON SUBWAY ROUTES.

Aldermen Get Injunction Restraining Board
of Estimate from Voting Franchises.

Aldermen Sullivan, McCall and Doull. who are

against the building of more subways under the
present law, yesterday enjoined the Board of Esti¬
mate and Apportionment from acting on the routes
approved by the Rapid Transit Commission. The
injunction order was granted by Justice Blanchard.
The franchises held up are for the \"an Cortlandt

Park extension, 3d-ave. route. Lexington-ave. route,
7th and 8th ave. route. 34th-st. subway, lst-ave.
