OBITUARY .

WILLIAM C. HARRIS.

Willilam €. Harris, seventy-five years old, a pub-
lisher and writer on fishing topics, died at Bellevue
Hospital yesterday of nephritis. Mr. Harris lived
at No. 107 Allen-st., and had an office in Van Nest
Place. He leaves one son, H P, Harris, a pub-
lisher at No. 160 Bleecker-st.

Mr. Harris was born at Baltimore, on May 30,
1830. He was a son of James and Susan T. H.
Harris, He served in the Clvil War from April
30, 1861, until its close, being taken prisoner at
Ball's Bluff, on October 30, 1861. He waz confined
in Richmond, Va., for seven months, and was re-
leased on parole. He commanded Company H, of
General Baker's California brigade. He wus a
member of the Linnman Soclety of New-York
From 1876 to 1880 he was the editor and publisher
of “Afield and Afloat,” and later of “The Amer-
ican Angler" and “Nature's Realm.” At the time
of his death he was the editor of the angling de-
partment of “"Outing.”

Among the books which Mr. Harris wrote are
“Prison Life In the Old Tohaoco Warehouse, Rich-
mond, Va., 1861"'; “The Fishes of North America,'
*The Trout of America,’” “‘Game Fishes of the
West,"” “Game Fish of the Atlantje Coast" and
“The Sportsmen's Guide.” Besldes these, ha wrote
many articles on fishing and angling for contem-
porary newspapers and magazines.
