He shows
in this statement that he at once answered t.hts
cable of Mr. Loomis by a cable to Mr. Hay, who
would thus have had his attention gpecifically
called to the Loomis “protocol,”” even if he had
not known of it before, and even if he bad been
so negieciful of his duty as not to inqulre what
eables had been sent in the matter with which
he was gealing. As a matter of fact, the Loomis
cable in question was sent by direction of Mr.
Hay, with the assistance of Mr. Penfield, and
was signed by Mr. Loomis, simply because
on the day that it was sent it happened that
Mr. Hay was confined to his house and could
Department.

on ft& face an absurdily to suppose that Mr.

INTERVIEWS CONFIDENTIAL.

“In fast, they assured me that the interviews
would be regarded by them as entirely confi-
dentlal. . . . If my name is associated with
the scandal it is only because there was a breach
of faith somewhere,” And again in his lett'er af
June 14 he says: "I talked with the ‘Herald’ men
because they sald they would not betray my con-
fidence. They did betray me, and one of them
even tried to produce from memory the Mer-
cado claim, which 1 showed to him confiden-
tially.” 2 ?

Iu’ short, it appears from Mr. Bowen's own
statement, as well as from the statement of
Messrs. Dater and Biddle and the leiter from
Mr. Wright, that Mr. Bowen, while Minister at
Caracas, instigated and requested and actually
secured the publication of attacks on the As-
sistant Secretary of State, and furnished to the
press coples of documents bellaved to rﬂﬂec!:
upon the Assistant Secretary of State, “h’k,
documents were already before the Secreiary of
State for Investigation. Mr. Bowen's excuse for
this conduct so far as it can be made out seems
to be that he expected the newspaper men to
keep his connection with the charges secret. In
other words, he apparently regards his case as
fmproved that he secured this attack upon his
officlal chief in a furtive and underhand man-
ner, and that he did not intend that his connec-
tion with the attack should be divulged.

Of course, such conduct is inexcusable, and
shows Mr. Howen's entire unfitness to remain in
the diplomatic service, without regard to
whether the charges he has made against Mr.
Loomis are true or false, Even if Mr. Loomis
had been gufity, Mr. Bowen's conduct would be
unpardonable. Inasmuch as Sacretary Taft's
careful investigation of the charges shows them
to be false, his attitude appears in an even wWorse
light. But it must be kept in mind that his un-
fitness for the service is clearly established by
his own conduct, without any reference to the
cuestion of Mr. Loomis’s actions. The Depart-
ment of State has explicitly forbidden just such
conduet, in a general circular issued over three
vears ago, reading as follows:

CHARGES AGAINST DIPLOMATIC AND CON-
SULAR OFFICERS.

Department of State, Washington, April 26, 1902,

To the diplomatic and consular officers of the
United States.

Gentlemen: I append for your information and

idance copy. of an executive order, dated April

5, 1902 pmgdh[ting diplomatic and consular of-
ficers from preferring charges or eriticising any
other officer in either s-eh'lcel[ except confidentially
to the Department of State. am, gentlemen, your
obedlent servant, JOHN HAY.

EXECUTIVE ORDER.

Whereas, the publication of alleged charges and
critinlsms ngulnpst officers of the diplomatlec and
consular service, without an opportunity given for
due consideration of both sides of the question at
jssue, has Ied to Injustice to the persons attacked
and to embarrassment to the Department of State
in its disposition of the }pub}lc business:

It is hereby ordered that hersafter no officer of
the diplomatic or consular service of the Upnlted
Statea shall attack, or prefer charges against, or
publicly eriticise any other officer in either service,
except in a communication to the Department of

Btate.
Whenever any such officer deems that his duly

compels him to prefer charges agalnst any other
officer in either service, he shall communicate such
charges confldentially to the Department of State,
which will, upon due consideration of all the cir-
cumstances, make such disposition of the case as
in iis diserstion seems wise in the intercst of the
public business, THEODORE ROOSEVELT.

It appears from the testimony that Caracas is
seething with scandal, and that all kinds of ac-
cusations are rife, mot merely against NMr.
Loomis and Mr. Bowen, but against practically
every other diplomatic representatlve now re-
siding or who has recently resided there. Thera
i= no excuyse whatever for repeating the in-
jurfous and mallcious gossip circulated about
these varfous men. Mr. Bowen himself, how-
ever, has not only furnished and brought for-
ward a great deal of such gogslp about Mr.
Loomig, but has evidently been one of the maln
sources from which it eriginated.

TRIED TO TAMPER WITH CABLE OP-
ERATOR.

He tried to tamper with the cable operator
through our counsel at La Guayra, Mr. Gold-
schmidl, in order to secure what he hoped would
be incriminating telegrams against Mr. Loomis.
Mr. Goldschmlidt's reply was: “It would be dis-
honorable to do what you ask of me.”

A Goldschmidt, In his letter of May 3, 1605,
=l “Mr. Bowen never lost an opportunity to
beliftle Mr. Loomis’s character, abillty, etc.,
when he spoke to me of him, and seemed to bear
an, extraordinary animus agalnst his predeces-
sor.” Mr. Bowen asked one of the men he him-
self preduced as a wliness, Sefior Pastor, to
enter into the employ of a certaln company for
the purpose of oblainlng (in plain words, of
stealing), documents which he hoped might in-
crimipnate Mr. Loomis. He has evidently for
many months, indeed, for the last two years,
devoted himself to bunting up every piece of
scandal or gossip of which he heard, affecting
Mr. Loomis, until it has sesmingly becoma a
monomania with him, and has caused him to
show compiete disloyalty to the service to which
he belongs, and therefore to the country which
he has represented. It was his duty to make
known to his or officers any facts reflect-
ing on the honesty of Mr. Loomis or any other
officials, but it was a breach of his duty to make
locse and reckless charges, and especially to give
these charges public currency after their sub-
mission for Investigation by the Department.

Mr. Bowen's conduct {8 especially reprehensi-
ble because of the damage It has undoubtedly
done to the Interests of this country. We hold
a mpeculiar position toward our sister republics
I¥ing south of us. In all our dealings with these
republics we should endeaver not merely to act
courteously, justly and generously, but to meke
it evident that we are thus acting. Any cor-
rupt dealing, any misconduct, by cne of our
representatives to these countries, calls for the
sternest punishment, and, save only corrupt
dgaling, the worst and most flagrant misconduct
of which one of these representative= can be
gullty is to glve currency to or secure the publi-
cation of scandalous attacks upon® the services
of which he Is a member, or upon one of his
superiors, a responsible head of that service,
for such attacks are certaln to be circulated to
the discredit of our government and our people,
not only in the newspapers of our own country,
but in the newspapers of the varlous Latin-
American republies. No matter how baseless
they are, no matter how complete the refutation
of the charges, they do a damage that cannot be
wholly repalred.

Mr. Bowen has been a long time In the con-
sular and diplomatic service; during much of
that time he has done good work, and until re-
cently 1 had hoped to promote him; if I could
condone his migconduct in this case T would
gladly do so, but his usefulness in the diplo-
matie service is at an end. 1 do not desire to
punish him; save for the great risk to the ser-
vire which would be invelved In his retention, I
would be willing to let his conduct go unpun-
ished, sava by a severe admonlition; but I feel
that it {s impossible to retain him without ex-
posing the interests of the government to a risk
so great that it cannot justifiably be incurred.
Accordingly T would direct that his resignation
be required, were it not for the statement made
on his behalf, in your presence and mine to-day,
that he would consider a resignation an admis-
sion of misconduct; accordingly I direct that he
be dismissed from the service.

THEODORE ROOSEVELT.

SECRETARY TAFT'S REPORT.

Secretary Taft, in a report to the President of
nearly nine tiousand words, describes the
charges preferred agalnst Mr. Loomis by Mr.
EBowen, cltes the evidence which disproves them,
relates the methods pursued by Mr. Bowen to
secure their publication in the newspapers and
cioses with the following statement, his entire
report belng approved by the President, as in-
dicated above:

These transactions of Mr. Loomis show what
seems to me Is apparent from the evidence ad-
duced under the second and third charges,
namely, that he was not discreet in withholding
personal particlpation In enterprises in further-
tng which he might find his position as Minister
useful. Caracas is full of concesslon holders
and concession hunters. The gossip of the town
is full of charges of corruption agalnst every
diplomatic representative. The slightest par-
ticipation by any dijlomatle representative in
business matters with which the government
would have anything to do was quite certain to
be made the basis of a4 charge of undue per-
sonal interest and corruption.

Under these circumstances it seems to me that
t+ was the business of the Minister of the Unitea
Etates to keep hils skirts especially clear of per-
sonal participation in any business which might
bring him into contact with the government.
Mr. Loomle says that he was Intensely inter-
ested ns American Minister in encouraging in-
vestment of American capital In Venezuela
with a view to sassisting both countries and
bringing them togetheér; that this was known to
many in Caracas and attracted to him all kinds
of propositions; that for his efforts to further

Amerlean business Interests he recsjved the
{hanks of an assoclation of American mer=
While this was all doubtless true, it
did not justify Mr. Loomis in becoming per-
sonally interested in any of the schemes, eltﬁ:
with a mere nominal Interest, because t
would mislead others, or with a substantial in-
terpst, because it would surely in the end make
his public duty and private interests confllct.

~No one can read this evidence without being
convinced that Mr. Loomis has been most cruelly
glandered in the charges against his integrity
and sincerity as a public officlal and as & man,
but in the very great satisfaction that we find
in his complete exculpation from all charges of
dishonesty, we cannot be blind to the fact that
his failure to hold himself utterly aloof trc::n
any personal participation in plans for invesi-
ments and exploitation of the country to which
he was accredited, and from allowing himself to
take personal interests in transactions in which
he or his legation might also have to act as in
a trust capacity, have possibly lent coior to the
aspersions upon his character which his en-
emles have been only too willing to make and
support.

1 cannot close this without commending the
dignity and self-restraint with which Mr.
Loomis has met the charges which have been
made against him, charges made, I am sorry to
say, with recklessness and eplthet likely to have
provoked from one of less self-control, counter-
insuit and attack. I cannot say, because I do
not think, that the record of Mr, Loomis as
Minister in Venezuela as shown in this record,
{s such as to disqualify him from service as
Minister in the diplomatie service of the United
Etates, but 1 sincerely hope that his bitter ex-
perience in this case makes It unnecessary fur-
ther to point the moral that one who gccuples
the positlon of Minister of the United States
cannot afford, in any country to which he 1s
aceredited, in which business enterprises must
more or less be affected by government favor
and concession, to make personal investments of
any sort or to leave the slightest doubt as to
the absence of all personal interest in any mat-
ters which he may bring before the government
to which he Is accredited.

MR. BOWEN PUGNACIOUS.

Mr. Bowen, accompanied by his brother Clar-
ence, whose home is in New-York, called at the
White House shortly before the Cablnet met,
and had an interview with the President. The
arrival of members of the Cabinet ended their
audience, and Herbert Bowen left the White
House to make preparations for hls departure
on an afterncen train for East Orange, N. J.

“Mr. Taft has informed me that my presence
will be no longer required in Washington for
the present,” said Mr. Bowen. "“So I am golng
home for a time. Yes, the Secretary hos told
me what his report will contaln, or substantially
what his recommendations will be,” continued
Mr. Bowen, in answer to a question propounded
by one of the newspaper men in the anterpom,
“but 1 am not at liberty to say anything on the
subject. I will say, however, that the Secre-
tary's report will not deal with my case. Hls
report will discuss the culpability or innocence
of Mr. Loomis. You know, of course, that 1 was
summoned from Caracas bv cable and that I
came practically empty handeda. It was impos-
sible for me to bring the evidence that might
have been obtained there by investigators on
the spot. Therefore, as far as any real investi-
gation has taken place, the proceedings might
just as well have taken place in Slberia. It
would have been just as fair to have gone to
the North Pola and sat on cakes of lce while
tryvinz this case as it has been to pull it off in
Washington.”

“Dio you expect to make any statement after
the proceedings are concluded?" was asked of
Mr. Bowen.

“If anything is given out which in any way
reflects on my character or honor I will cer-
tainly have something to =ay,” replied Mr.
Bowen. *“I do not believe In sitting still when
I am attacked. Although Mr. Loomis has
knewn of these charges against him for the
last two wyears he has never made a demand
for an investigation. He is not that kind of
a man. If I hear that any one is saying things
about me, or i3 trying to injure me, I believe
in golng out after that man." -

MAXIMO GOMEZ BURIED.

Many Secenes of Disorder—Police

Forced to Charge Crowds.

Havana, June 20.—The body of General Maxi-
mo Gomez was burled this evening, after a
funeral so replete with demonstrations in honor
of the dead leader to  lead In several In-
stances to scenss of disorder., The first trouble
occurred while the great procession was passing
Central Park, when some reckiegs young Cubans
rushed toward the caisson on which tha gen-
eral's body was borne, demanding permission to
carry the corpse., They were thrust back, and
then a bigger crowd rushed forward and swayed
back and forth across the broad street, disor-
ganizing the procession and mixing with that
part of it immediately following the body, which
included President Palma, members of the diplo-
matic corps, the Cabinet, Senators and Repre-
sentatives. As most of the policemen wera In
the procession, there were few to enforce order,
but the disturbance guickly ceased.

At the cemetery there was much more dls-
order. The bulk of the great crowd was re-
strained from passing through the cemetery gate
until the arrival of the procession, and this re-
sulted in a great amount of crowding and rush-
ing. Several sharp charges were made by
mounted police, With no worse results, however,
than some brulsed heads and bodies. There was
difficulty, also, In restoring order among the big
crowds which had previously gained entrance to
the cemetery and struggled to enter the chapel
where the funeral services were to be held.

The arrival of big forces of rural guards, to-
gether with the efforts of the policemen, soon
resulted in the restoration of order, and the
burial tock place just before sunset in the pres-
en&te of a4 great but quiet and reverent multi-
tude.

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NO ARMISTICE IN SIGHT.

Oyama to Continue His Operations

in Manchuria.

Toklo, June 20.—Mlilitary activities will con-
tinue and important developments in varlous
directions are expected speedlly.

§t. Petersburg, June 20.—The only hope for
an armistice pending the meeting of the peace
plenipotentiasjes seems to rest with President
Roosevelt, and even that ls considered to be
slender. In spite of dispatches from Washing-
ton indlcating the possibility that Count Cas-
sinl and Minister Takahira may sign a tem-
porary armistice before the end of the week,
the Forelgn Office says positively that there
have been no official exchanges on the subject.
According to the view expressed by the Foreign
Office’s recognized mouthpiece, there is not
much expectation that a suspension of hostilities
can be arranged.

The impression here continues strong that
Japan only with great reluctance could_ be in-
duced to forego the advantages of her strategic
position, which, in spite of the tone of the officlal
advices from the front, Is regarded as being
altogether favorable to Fileld Marshal Oyama.
It is suggested here that Japan deliberately
planned to postpone the meeting long enough to
give Oyamn a chance to administer a fresh de-
feat in order to rob the war party in Russia of
its last card.

According to reports current In this city some
preliminaries looking to an armistice have al-
rendy taken place between General Linevitch
and Field Marshal Oyama, but the War Office
offers no confirmation of this. On the con-
trary, the news from the front, although meagre,
all seems to indicate that the Japanese advance
kas begun.

Brigadier General Barry and his colleagues,
In view of the prospect of a general engagement,
are hastening their round of official visits In
order to get to the front in time to ses something
of the fighting. They have already called on
several of the Ministers, To-morrow the Amer-
ican officers will be recelved by the Emperor at
Peterhof.

ENVAYS MAY MEET ANG. 1.

Russia Agrees to Early Opening of
Peace Negotiations.

St. Petersburg, June 20.—Russia, The Asso-
ciated Press is officially Informed, finds no ob-
jeotion to August 1, as suggested by Japan, for
the date of the meeting of the plenipotentiaries,
and Instructions will be sent to Ambassador
Cassinl to accept it.

Tokio, June 20.—Discussion of the meeting of
the peaca plenipotentiaries continues through
Washington, with indications of an early com-
pletion of the detalis. There has heen a series
of conferences between the Elder Statesmen and
the Cabinet to consider the conditions and the
selection of plenipotentiaries.

It is thoughi to be possible to complete the
detalls, appoint the plenipotentlaries and organ-
ize a stafl of assistants in time for them to sail
on the steamer Empress of India on June 30
from Yokohama for Vancouver, a voyage of
ahout two weeks. It is axpected that there will
be twelve persons In the party.

ACTIVITY OF WAR PARTY.

Reported Message from Linevitch—
Talk of Mobilization.

St. Petershurg, June Z2l—Diplomatic meas-
ures for the peace conference continue in the
face of the steady pressure brought to bear by
the militart factions. General Linevitch has
again telegraphed to the Empernr, saying that
victory is almost at hand, arnd begging that hLe
and his army be not deprived of the opportunity
to restore the prestige of Russian arms.

The Minister of War, General Sakharoff, was
received yesterday by the Emperor at Peterhof,
and it Is said that he presented to his majesty
measures for another mobilization of troops and
urged thelr adoption.

MOVING ON

NINGUTA?

London FExpects News from the
Combined Armies from Corea.

London, June 21.—London displays an ever
lessening belief In the posslbllity of an armis-
tice being concluded before General Lineviteh
and Field Marshal Oyama have tried conclu-
slons. It seems to he believed here that the
next important news will be that the Japanese
armies, under Generals Hasegawa and Kuawa-
mura, in co-operation, have seized Ninguta, thus
cutting the railread between Harbin and Viadi-
vostok,

A Japanese correspondent of “The Morning
Pr'-sl:" says he thinks that neither belligerent
will now pay attention to territorial bounda-
ries, and adds that It is quite probahle that
Oyama has sent a large force on a wide turn-
ing movement westward through Mongolian
territory.

ST. KILDA CASE SERIOUS.

British Government Roused by the
Action of Russian Cruisers.

London, June 20.—Premier Baifour, replving to
a question in the House of Commons to-day, sald
that correspondence was golng on with the Rus-
sian government in regard to the sinking of the
British steamer St. Kilda. The government took
a very serfous view of the matter, because it had
received the most specific assurances that no
such action would again be taken.

The recent movements of British cruisers in
the Far Fast are taken to mean that the Ad-
miralty has again undertaken to notify to the
Russlan cruisers Count Lamsdorff's instructions
that there is to be no further sinking of neutral

TO TREAT WITH NORW AY.

Swedish Council’'s Plar to Find a
Basis of Dissolution.

Stockholm, June 20.—The Council of State at
a mesting to-day adopted & proposition which
will be presented to the Riksdag at its opening
to-morrow morning. According to the best In-
formation, the main points are that Sweden re-
fuses to recognize the one-sided dissolution of
the union by the Storthing, but the govermment
asks the Riksdag for authority to enier into
negotiations with Norway in order to establish
the basis for a dissolution on which both coun-
tries can agree and amicable relations be main-
tained.

The sessions of both chambers of the Riksdag
opened to-day. Baron Essex took the chair in
the upper house. There was no undue excite-
ment in elther chamber or in the precincts, but

the large crowds gathered in front of the Par-
liament buildings showed the keen public in-
terest taken in the outcome of the session.

President Swarthing made a speech in the
lower house, saying that the hope of Sweden in
regard to the union had vanished and Norway's
negation of tae union had been accomplished in
such a manner that it would be difficult to make
any attempt to reopen the negotiations.

Christiania, June 20—The address to King
Oscar, the Riksdag and the Swedish people,
adopted by the Storthing yesterday, in reply to
the King's letter, is of a conciliatory cHaractes,
but indicates the unalterable determination of
the Storthing to adhere to the actlon taken in
dissolving the union with Sweden. The address
repudiates any idea of inflicting mortification on
Sweden, and says the dissolution of the union
was the only course open to Norway. It adds
that not the slightest bitterness is entertained
toward King Oscar or the Swedish people, and
concludes:

out prejudice and bitterness, the Storthing Is
convinced that what has happened will prove for
the lasting welfare of the Northern peoples. For
the sake of the North the Storthing addresses
this appeal to the people who, by magnanimity
and chivalry, have attained for themselves such
an eminent place among nations, and with whom
the Norwegian people desire most sincerely to
maintain good relations.

HOUSE OF COMMONS IN SESSION.

Opposition Takes Up Army Scandal—Mr.
‘Balfour’s Statement—New Speaker.

London, June 20,—The House of Commons re-
assembled to-day after the Whitsuntide holi-
days, and the new Speaker, Mr. Lowther, was
installed after a brief ceremony in the House of
Lords, at which the royal approval of Mr.
Lowther's selection was announced.
