School for Sailors on Schooner

Yacht Given to Organization.
The Toung M*»n's Crrristian Association in this

city has receivtsd a two-masted sciioorier yacht to

be utilized this summer in teaching pract'cal navi¬

gation to member«? of the various New-York City

branches. The first cruise will he to NantucUet
Island.
The boat is named tht Amazon. She measures

108 feet over all, beam 23 feet, and has a !

draught of 10 feet. The plans for tha summer's J
work are in charge of Dr. Frederick Knowles,
the physical director of the Hanem Branch of the

Toung Men's Christian Association- They inrlud«;

cruises to last two weeks, a new set of men to be

taken out -each time. Thirty men wi'.l go on each

cruista.
Dr. Knowles will be in charge of the Toung

Men's Christian Association classes, but the vessel

will be sailed by a licensed captain, who will have

his own crew of three men. A professional cook

will also be aboard the Amazon.

The Amazon is to he equipped with a library*, and

the bocks will include works on astronomy and
.navl-gauon.
As at present planned the course in navigation

wiil -extend over a period of four years, it being
believed that a man who had gone out two weeks
«B-»ch time in four summers will have gained a suffi¬
cient knowledge of navigation to act as a mate.
T!ve members of the several branches have taken

most enthusiastically to the new courge, and ap¬
plications are coming in rapidly.
Late this month the Amazon will he brought over

to the Hudson River, and for the first six days ln
.lulv she will be thrown open for inspection.
Dr. Knowles said last night that with the Amazon

as a nucleus it was hoped to build up a marine club
in the Young Men's Christian Association.

brokers have not yet heard, hut thev believs that
they are to be shifted from in front of th-· Broad-
Exchange building to a point in Broad-st.. about
midway between Exchange Place and B-eave -st.
Among the suggestions which they are making for
their greater comfort is one for the erection of a
nig tent, covering the roped in market place, to
..shelter them from sun and lain alike.

PUBLIC SERVICE PLANS.

fíapiti Transit to Manhattan -Road

Lie» Partii; m Morris Canal.
When th«-» question of the abandonment of the

Morris Canal was under discussion during the

session of the New-Jersey Legislature last win¬

ter. Thomas N. McCarter, president of the Pub¬

lic Service Corporation, said that his corpora¬

tion did not want the canal bed between Jersey

City «and Newark, as it had already acquired a

private right of way between the Passaic and

the Hudson rivers. What the corporation desired

waa the -"«nal right of way west of Broad-st..

Newark, to connect with the private right of

way. The purpose was to build «an electric high

speed road without grade cro-wings to connect

with the Jersey City tunnels. Subsequently a

sale was made of property with a large frontage

on Park Place, adjoining Proctor's Theatre, in

Newark, to Thomas N. McCarter and Uzal Mc¬

Carter. The purc-iase was explained as purely
a private Investment. The rear of the property
is in Pîne-st. Between Pine-st. and the

Passaic River Is comparatively cheap land, cov¬

ered by old houses and shanties. The corpora¬

tion acquired enough of this territory for a

right of way, and yesterday the announcement
was made by President McCarter that an elec¬

tric road would now be built with a terminal

In Park Place. Three years ago, when the cor¬

poration contemplated the acquisition and use

of the canal bed between Newark and Jersey

CTty for a trolley freight railroad, it purchased
a plot of ground at Park Place and North (banal¬

st., in Newark, with the object of erecting a

larpe office building. The purpose was also the

removal of Centre Market, which stands over

the canal, and the erection of a large union

station and terminal on the Ate. This scheme

was abandoned, and recently the plot of ground
acquired for the company's offlce was sold.

Plans for a rapid transit electric road were

carefully considered and adopted, and all the

necessary preliminaries have been carried out.

Yesterday President McCarter made public the

following statement:
The road will be built with the finest modern

electrical construction. There will be no grade
crossings; within the limits of th«. city of New¬
ark it will be a sub-surface road, and the Pas¬
salo River will be tunnelled. It has not yet been
determined whether to tunnel or bridge the
Hackensack River. The route through Jersey
City will be In part elevated and in part below
the grade. The project Is already flnanc«3d.
To secure the necessary terminal rights in

New-Tork «City, and to construct the road will
consume considerable time, but the work will bo
proceeded with as rapidly as possible.
In connection with the terminal station ln

Newark the company will erect a building for
its offlctas. The plot at Park Place and Canal-st.,
heretofore acquired by Public Service for a

building site, has been disposed of.
When the road Is completed, passengers will

be transported from the centre of Newark to the
heart of'New-York easily in thirty minutes, and
probably in quicker time.
The plan as outlined provides a more direct

;»;ri far better entrance Into the city of Newark
than would have been the case had the new road
been built on the bed of the Morris Canal. If
the canal should ever be abandoned as a water¬
way, and become available for railway purposes,
it will he practicable to make a sub-surface con¬
nection between the new line and the bed of the
canal at or near Broad-st., in which case the line
could be extended west as far as desirable. Such
an extension, however, is only incidental to the
plan we have outlined, the consummation of
which has been determined upon without refer¬
ence to canal abandonment.
Mr. McCarter doea not indicate in Ms state¬

ment how the corporation proposes to get en¬

trance into New-York. Some time ago Mr. Me¬
Adoo. president of the Hudson River Tunnel
Company, stated thai tha tunnel would have no

connection with the Public Service system, but
it is conjectured that President McCarter has
effect »d some arrangement by which the cars

of the proposed new rapid transit line can use

the tunnels. The route has all been surveyed
and laid out, and ail property rights have been
secures in Newark, on the meadows and at

Jersey City. If the Morris Canal be abandoned
for navigation the corporation will bid for the
right of way west of Broad-st.. to Bloomfield
and beyond, and Broad-st., Newa/k, will be
crossed below grade and probably in the present
canal bed. The road will then run in the canal
bed through West Newark* and the steep grades
will be overcome by mechanical devices. To
use the new road for freight purposes would
require the passage of a legislative act, which
would be opposed by the steam railroads, which
have always antagonized such measures. It is
believed that when a modern high speed elec¬
tric road, free from grade crossings and having
a terminal within New-York City, is put in
operation it will draw heavily upon the local
passenger traffic of the steam railroads with¬
out appreciably affecting the traffic of the Plank
Road and Turnpike trolley lines now operated
by the corporation. When the Morris Canal bed
west of Broad-st., Newark, can be utilized for
an extension of the road to Bloomfield, Mont¬
clair and other larg. suburban places, inhabited
larcfly by New-York business men, a con¬
siderable patronage will be added, and the cor¬

poration will also have the benefit of a large
travel between local points In New-Jersey. Mr.
McCarter is now investigating electric traction
conditions in the Middle West and in the North¬
west.

INSANE MAN'S DEATH NATURAL.

Bruises Were Caused in Fight Following His
Attack on Hospital Attendant.

Coroner's Physician Lehane made an autopsy
yesterday on the body of Charles Rufer, who died
Sunday at the Manhattan State Hospital for the
Insane, and whose body was marked or. the head
and face with ugly cuta The physician. Dr.
Roelloffs, complained to the coroner of the con¬

dition of Rufer's body.
r>r. I_ohane announced that the patient died

from natural causes, that he had chronic, nephritis,
or inflammation of the kidneys, and that this with
the heat and his exertions in an Insane ¡struggle
h»» precipitated with the hospital attendants by
attacking one of them, caused his death. Dr.
Lehane said that the bruises on his head and bodv
had no direct effect upon the man's death, and
were only incidental, and probable unavoidable in
the fight with his attendants.

VESUVIUS IN COMMISSION AGAIN.

coaling teft was reported by the new T'nited States
armored cruiser Maryland, which arrived in the
outer harbor to-day. At the Bradford station In
Xarraganseit Bay yesterday the cruiser took on
board from lighters 800 tons of coal ln eighteen
hours. This was said by the officers to establish a
new record for that time.

WARNS AGAINST HOLD-UP.

Rapid Transit Commission Tells

Court About WUcox Suit.
The Rapid Transit Commission, by leave of the

Supreme Court, yesterday intervened In the suit

against Mayor McClellan and others, instituted in
the name of Clermont H. Wilcox, to restrain file
Board of Estimate from passing franchises. Per¬
mission of this kind is granted only ln unusual
cases involving groat public interests, on which
the conscience of the court needs enlightenment.
As this case of Wilcox is understood to be the one

by which "Little Tim" Sullivan and other alder¬
men, under the disguise of testing tho constitu¬
tionality of the recent legislation depriving them
of their hold-up power, expect to tie up the de¬
velopment of rapid transit in the city indefinitely,
the Rapid Transit Commission is io have the
privilege of enlightening the court's conscience as
to what is really behind this inoffensive looking
taxpayer's suit.
Yesterday printed briefs were banded to Justice

Blanchard, and «he one by the Rapid Transit Com¬
mission's counsel says in part:
The act which Is in question in this action iseither constitutional or unconstitutional. If it isconstitutional, then the Board of Estimate and Ap¬portionment ought not to be enjoined from dealingwith the routes now berore them. Such delavwould be a real and very serious lnjurv to the

interests of all the peop'e of the city.If the act is unconstitutional and It shall ulti¬mately be so decided, the fact that the Board ofEstimate and Apportionment may ha. e a,·..·: tuthe mean time would not injure the plaintiff In any
way. Their act would be a more nullity, and norights whatever can possibly have accrued to anvthird party under it
In conclusion, the counsel made the significant

suggestion that if the court shall deny the motion
for an injunction, thus refusing to hold the legis¬lation to be unconstitutional, and yet grant a staypending an appeal to the Appellate Division, the
very purpose of the plaintiff in making this motionwill have been accomplished.

SCHEDULE OF ALBERT C. WILCOX.

Bankrupt Shows Debts of More than
$200.000, Assets Nearly $500,000.

Albert C. Wilcox. who until his failure a few
weeks ago conducted a banking business at Nas¬
sau and Liberty sts., this city, and controlled a
chain of small banks up the State, has filed ln the
United States District Court schedul«?s showing
debts of $210,069 and assets of $491,754. Of the in¬
debtedness $62,500 is secured by hypothecated stock.
The principal creditors are the First National Bank,
Shenandoah. $9,000. secured; M. S. Pierce, No. 50
Liberty-st., $4.000; L. E. Miller, Florida, $5,<340. The
bankrupt has about fifteen creditors who had
money on deposit with him as a private banker,
the claims being chiefly small, few exceeding $1.000.
The majority of these creditors reside In Highland
Falls, ?. Y.; Downsville, N. T.; Au Sable Forks,
N. Y.; Rouses Point, N. Y.; Tupper Lake, ?. Y. ;
Montgomery, N. Y. ; Nanuet, ?. Y. ; Central Valley,
Newark Valley, Roscoe, Fort Covington and New-
York' City.
The principal depositors ln Manhattan are the

North American Underwriting Company, $sS.023; A.
C. Wilcox. $9.591; Mrs. A. (". Wilcox. $3.718; the
State Bank of Ovid, ?.

MERCHANTS' TRUST NOT YET SAVED.

Sale of Hudson Valley Stocks Leaves Heed of

$300,000 That May Not Be Raised.
The extrication of the Merchants' Trust Com¬

pany from its difficulties is not assured, it is under¬
stood, as a result of the action of the directors in
accepting, subject to the approval of the court, the
bid of $850.000 made by the Herbert-Colvin syndicate
for the Hudson Valley Railway Company, securi¬
ties held by the Merchants' Trust Company. With
this $550,000. added to $300.000 cash held by the trust

company, the proceeds of $500,000 city bonds also so

held and $300.000 to be raised by the directors, it
was figured by the board, enough money would be
available to pay the depositors in full. It ls now

said, however, that it mav not be possible to raise
the projected $300,000 fund, and, that plan failing,
that the receivers may be asked to sell the Hudson
Vallev properties to the Colvin-Herbert syndicate
for the $850,000. pay in tho near future about 90
cents on the dollar to the depositors, and arrange
to hold the Rutland properties for a better mar¬
ket, when the Rutland securities could be disposed
of for a sum which would discharge the remaining
obligation to the depositors and retu-n» to the stock-
hol<iers part of the amount invested Dy them ln the
shares of the trust company.

TWENTIETH CENTURY BACK ON TIME.

Run from Chicago in Sixteen Hours and
Fifty-five Minutes' Running Time.

The Twentieth Century Limited rolled into the
Grand Central Station exactly on time on its re¬
turn trip to this city yesterday. The train left
Chicago at 2:30 p. m. Monday, and arived here at
9:30 o'clock yesterday morning. The actual run¬
ning time was sixteen hours and fifty-five minutes
Besides the regular stops at Elkhart. Toledo.

Cleveland. Syracuse and Albany, which consumed
thirty-nine minutes, there was a delay of twenty-
one minutes at Cleveland.
In trying to make this up the fifty-five mil«»s

from Cleveland t*J Ashtabula were covered in fifty-
one minutes. At Ashtabula a hot box caused an¬
other five minutes* delay. This made the train
twenty-one mlnutea behind the schedule at Buffalo.
The distance from Batavia to Syracuse, which is
113 mijes, was covered in 104 minutes, and the train
arrived in Albany on time. Coming down the Hud¬
son the train easily kept to the schedule.

HALF A LOAF FOR M'CARREN S FOES.

Leader Graciously Consents to Split Even on

Election Patronage.
Michael E. Butler, who is to oppose Register

Matthew E. Dooley for the Democratic leadership
in the 22d Assembly District in Kings County, said
yesterday that although Senator McCarren had
paid that he was to receive all of the election
patronage, he was perfectly willing that Doolpy
should have half of the Inspectors.
Thomas F. Byrnes, the McCarren leader in the

21st District, also stated that he intended to offer
the appointment of half of the inspectors In the
district to Deputy Water Commi.ssioner Thomas
F Farrell. who is one of the anti-McCarren lead¬
ers Both Butler and Byrnes said that all they
wanted in the primary fight was a fair count, and
that the division of the inspectors between them¬
selves and their opponentj ought to be perfectly
eatlsfactory to the latter.

DEGREE FOR EDWARD LAUTERBACH.

Manhattan Gives LL. D..First lew Honored
by Catholic College in State.

Diplomas .were given to twenty-eight graduates
of Manhattan College last evening In Carneglo Hall.
In addition, sixteen advanced degrees were granted.
John P. Holland, inventor of the submarine boat,

received the degree of master of science. The Rev.
Dennis J. McMahon. president of the Catholic Sum¬
mer School, and Edv.-ard Lauterlmch were made
doctors of laws. Mr. Lauterbach ls the first of tho
Jewish faith to receive an honorary degree from a
Catholic college in New-York State, and probably
in the country. This degree was recommended by
Monsignor Lavelle.
Archbishop Farley presided at the exercises.

Prizes were announced by Father John P. <*hil-
wick. chaplain of the Maine at the time of the dis¬
aster. Ex-Congressman Charles A. Towne deliv¬
ered the address of the evening.
