Route Surveyed by Pennsylvania Railroad
from Wading River to Mattituck.

Riverhead, Long Isiand. June 22 —The officlals of
the Penngylvania Rallroad, operating the Long Isi-
and Railroad system, are sald to be favorably con-
sidering a new trolley line. to run from Wading
River to Mattiluck, eighteen miles. The proposed
