obedlence to th« law, npon the imm^diate suppres-
sion of mob violenee, mob rule. in er.y form. There
can be :-.r.d rn-.t; t be no i»alterir.g with any mani-
festatlon of that spirit. Any attempt to overrtde
the law by action of indivlduals or hy the action

u-timately in the great majonty of caaea to.be
effective it must b* exerciaed by the natlonal
covernment. 1 trust that in the end means

w ii b- found by which the exerctee of such
eontrol over all the preat industnal cor-

t,orations which are really engaged in

and doing aa tateratate business wili be
lodJ-ed in the hands of the natlonal government.
As the fir<t atep to that I hope to see the passage
of legislation which will give a.~ an executive, not
as a juJicial, function to the natlonal government
the BUperviaion of the railroads of the United States
which are einraged in interstate commeree. with the
power wben a'rate is complained of as improper
knd uniust, to examlne that rate. and if they thlnK
the rate should be changed to change it to a given
rue and to have that given' rate take practically
immediate effect. Now I am perfectly well aware
lhat there are objections to the proposed change. In
niv judgment they are infinitely outweighed by the
objections attendant upon not making the change.
The fear cxpressed by excellent people, who no

doubt feel it genulnely. that you could not get a

commlssion which would fix 8II the ratea of the
rtiiroads of the countrv is to my mind much as lf
vou should express fear that you could not get
Supreme Court jueticea who would be aWe to fix
all the laws. I expect that the commlssion will

be able to pass upon a given rate brought before
ir^ Just as the Supreme Court passes upon a given
ouestion of law brought before it. and one will
nrove to be as feasible as the other has proved
feaaible That svstem should be. and in my judg-

PRESIDENTS RAIXY TRIP.

Crowds Greet Him on Homezcard

Journey, Despite Weather.
After a two days' sojourn in Massachusetts, Pres¬

ident Roosevelt left Jersey City last night at 8:15
for Washington.
The President's train arriv«d at the Mott Haven

yards of the New-York. New-Haven and Hartford
Railroad at 6:48, and was switched to the transfer
boat Maryland. The President's train was made up
of two cars. and was part of the regular train due
at Mott Haven at 6:50 o'clock. Although a gath¬
ering, includlng two hundred rallroad men, con-

gregated about the train, President Roosevelt dld
not appear. Through a window of the car Courier
the President could be seen dictating to a stenog-
rapher.
Secretary Loeb, however. came out on the rear

platform of tha Edward Hopklns and bowed to the
throng.
At Jersey City a crowd cheered the Chief Magis-

trate. and he bowed his acknowledgments as the
train left the station.
Despite the tremendous electrlcal storm which

swept over Massachusetts and Connecticut in the

afternoon, the President's journey from Williams¬
town to Jersey City was a prolorged, enthusias-
tic reception. After leaving Williamstown. at 1:40
p. m., the train stopped at North Adams. Adams,
Plttsfleld, Brookfleld Junctlon. Danbury and South
Norwalk. At North Adams, the home of Congress-
man Lawrence, the President left the train a few
mlnutes and addressed a great crowd of people
from a stand erected near the station. He was
lntroduced by the Mayor of the city and spoke
partlcularly to the children. The schools had
been dismissed and all the faetoriea of the city
had been shut down that all citisens might join
in the welfome to the President. Senator Crane,
of MaasachusettB, and Representative Lawrence
left the train at Pittsfield, the President being
joined there by President Mellen of tbe New-
York. New-Haven and Hartford Rallroad, who
aecompanied him as far as Danbury.
What constituted a picturesque feature of all

the greetings extended the President during ths
day was the total disregard or the throngs of
people for the heavily failing ratn and hundreda
were drenched as they Iistened to the President.
The President's train was scheduled to reach the

national capital at 2 a. m. The President ex¬
pected on arrival in Washington to go directly
to the White House.

THE A. P. A. AFTER TAFT.

Objects to Courtesies Extended to
Father O'Conner.

rrBOM THK TRIBt'KE BURKAU.l
Washington, June 22.Secretary Taft has aroused

the members of the American Protective Associa¬
tion and kindred organizatlons in the Weat to a

high pitch of excitement, according to reports which
reached Washington to-day. It appears that the
"courtesy of the port" of San Francisco has been
extended to the Rev. M. J. O'Conner. and this gave
rise to the rumor that Father O'Conner was to be
received in Washington as a duiy accredited papal
delegate to the United States. and aroused un-

bridled indignation among the anti-Catholic organ-
izations in the extreme Weat.
Inquiry at the Treasury Department revealed tho

fact that the courtesy of the port had been ex¬

tended to Father O'Conner by order of Secretary
Shaw, and for a time it looked as if the Presiden-
tial boomlet of the Secretary of the Treasury was

in danger. but further inveatigations dlscjosed the
fact that Secretary Shaw had acted on the request
of the Secretary of War.
When confronted with this apparent evidence of

his guilt the Secretary of War laughed genially
and then explalned fully the clrcumstancea whlch
had led to tne extenalon of the courtesy. He said
that he had known and formed a Btrong attach-
ment for Father CConner while in the Philip¬
pines. Father O'Conner having been the private
secretarr of the late Papal Delegate to Mnnila.
Archbishop Guidi. Father O'Conner is now en
route to Kmne, where he expects to turn over to
the reiatives of the lute Archbishop bis episcopal
ring. his pectoral cross and other insignia of his
episcopal ofllce, together with other private effects
of the late prelats. Assuming that Secretary Tafi
enjored the same privileges in this country that
ho did as Governor of the PhiIU>pines. Father
O'Conner wrote to the Secretary asklng tha* he
be permitted to carry the jewels and other prop-
ertv across tho United States without the pay-
nent of duty. and the Secretary therefore ie-

quested that this privilegs be accorded the reverend
h '-nint'Vs all there is to it," added the Secretary,
"uniess vou wish to add that both Archbishop
Guidi and Father O Conner were men for whom
I entertalncd th* hlghest respect and with whom
\ sustained warm personal relations.

MRS. toGERS It-PRIEYED.
ITabeas Corpus Dcnied.Cet$e to the

Supreme Court.
Brattleboro, Vt., June 22..A reprleve until

December 8 for Mrs. Mary M. Rogers, the con-

demned murderess. waa aigned this afternoon

by Governor Charles J. Bell. and for the third
time the woman who was to have been hanged
at Windsor to-morrow for killing her husband
has been saved through the operation cf the

Governor's power of staylng the executlon. To-

day's reprieve was granted ln order that the case

may be carried to the Supreme Court of the
United States on con?liiutional questions which
were raised at a heoring before Judge Hoyt
H. Wheeler. sittir.g as a Justice of the Unite~
States Circuit Court. Mrs. Rogers's attorneys
petltioned for her release on a writ of habeaa
corpus.
Tha court decllned to grant the petltion, but

suggested that the points of law raised by the
petltioner were such as to be passed on by the

Supreme Court of the country. The refusal of

the judge to gTant the wrlt w<-,s at once followed

by the fillng of an appeal. Judge Wheeler |
thereupon announced that he would render hls
decision on the question of appeal late in the
afternoon, in order to give Governor Bell an op¬

portunity to reprieve Mrs. Rogers. He gave the

attorneys to understand that he would grant the

appeal. and intimated that he would remand
Mrs. Rogers to the eustody of the United States

Mar-hal, which would. in effect. bring about an

exeeution, provided Governor Bell did not sign a

reprieve. In giving his decision on the maln
question before him, Judge Wheeler criticised
the procedure of the State courts in relation to

the Rogers case. He declared that he found
some cause for justice in the attitude of Mrs.

Rogers, that she had been conflned as a solitary
prtsoner for a very long period, whlch acted as a

hardship to her. However, he could not see

legal reasons for releaslng Mrs. Rogers.
Late this afternoon Judge Wheeler recelved a

tel-graph tne«ag_ from Governor Bell announc-
ing that Mrs. Rogers had been reprieved.
