cutset.

"Picturos in Umbrla" (Imported by Charles
Scribner's Fons) ls an unpretentlous addition to
what we may call the tourist Iterature of
Perugia. Two names appear on the tltle page.
that of Katharlne S. Macquold. who writes the
tt-xt. and that of Thomas R. Macquold. R. I.,
who supplles fifty pen sketehes. These two
lovers of Italy appear to have made thelr home
in Perugia for a number of weeks, exploring
that iuperbly plcturesque hill town. and making
cccftslonal excurslons to Asslsl.

Friends of W. D. McCracken Consider His
Appointment a Victory.

William D. McCracken. of this city, has been ap-
pointed first reader of the Mother Church of
Christ. Scientlst. at Boston. The appointment is
taken as a reproof by Mrs. Eddy to Mrs. Augusta
Stetson, first reader of the First Church of Christ,
Scientiat. 96th-st. and Central Park West.
For some time there has been friction between

Mrs. Stetson and Mr. McCracken. Four years ago,
Mr. McCracken's friends say. he was compelled to
retire from tne board of trustees of the First
Church of this city because of the hostility of Mrs.
Stetson. Since then he has attended the Second
Church. When. some time ago. Mr. McCracken was

appointed to the board of lectureship of the church
it was looked on as a rebuke to Mrs. Stetson. The
new .'lppointmerrt makes it neeessary f°r Mrs Stet¬
son to sit under Mr. McCracken at the communal
meetings of the church.

CRAWFORD JURY DISAGREES.

After Fruitless Session. Justice Wright
Bismisses It.

Washington, June 22..No verdict was reached in

the case of.'William G. Crawford, chr.rged with
cortspirlng with August W.Machen and George B.
Lorenz* to defraud tbe government in connectlon
with contracts to furr.ish letter carriers' aatchels
to the Postoffice Department, an'd after deliberating
for more thafi forty-asV«ri' hours. the jury was

dlscharged to-day. The discharge of the jury
was ordered by Justice Wright, in Criminal Court
Xo. 1, after every means had been exhausted to

give the twelve men a clear understanding of the

evidence. When they had been out twelve hours

they were summoned before the court. At that
time they announced that no agreerr.ent had been
reached "and asked for addltional ir.structions and
some documents that had figured in the trial. The
request was granted. anl the jury retired. Just
before the noon recess to-day the jury was again
*='ir:moned. and two sets of questions were pro-
pounded hy Justice Wright. which. if answered.
would determine tho issues of the case. A few
hours later the jury reported that no agreem<-nt
could be reached on the questions, and the dis¬
charge was ordered.

Peekskill State Camp, June 22 (Special)..The
22d Regiment practically finished Its field instruc¬
tion ln englneering this morning ln a varied pro-

gramme whlch Included many propositlons that

would confront them in actual serviee. To-morrow

they will be the passlve observers of the methodl-
cal work cf a splendldly trained engineer company.
Major Mason M. Patrick ls to give them un object
lesson in pontoon bridge building. in whlch only
the engineer detachrr-.ent from Weat Point will be

engaged.
Afterward the regiment will assiet the regulars

ln the reconatructlon pf ita pontoon raft and will
load it with the bridge materlal brought down a

week ago. that it may be ln readlneaa for towing
back to the Point early Saturday morning. when
the detachment returns to its home station.
It was t, spl»ndid morning for work. The weather

was wnrm nnd pleasant and the varied programme
full of interest to the members of the regiment.
.Compaa* K. which had spent two days on a sus-
nenslon bridge near Battery Hill. hnd the satls-
factlon of s-:-eing it completed before the recall
soanded. Its fio-foot sp3n Srefaed th° ground ovw

which it ia built and it ls wlde and strong. With
the exceptlon of the fiooring. whlch is of plain
boards. it is constructed of rough tt.' -«-. while
steel cables support its span.
Over near Battery Hill not far from Company

K's auspenslon bridge, Company E constructed a

gln nnd sheara. and proved the efflelency of their
work by llftlng Fome of the h-avy mortars from
the earthwork and swlnging them back In place.
Near Company E's fleld of employment Company D
ereeted a tail ftagpolc. made ln three seetions and
lashed together. and ran i.p a flag when lt waa

ccmrleted. and on the edge of the north parade
ground. where it dlps down Into the me-»dow that
lies at the foot of th*> valley, Company \. as lf
ptotecting their lahorlng comrnd* s, constructed
wlre entanglements nv»r a large area. They were

of two kinde.one. to hlnder the ndvance of a hos-
tlle narty. was made of stakes driven in the ground,
breast high and lnterlaced with wlre; the other, to
prevent a cavalry charge, was lower and similarly
constructed.

Combpaniea B. C and II went further from camp
for their instruction. nnd at the earthwork built
two years ago Companies B nnd C constructed a

bombprcof shelter and Company H a gunpit.

Of the remain-
Ing two companies, G built two lirge d-rrlcka of
rough tlmber. near Battery Hill. and Company G
Inld out, deflHded and profiled n 25-foot fleld work
faclng up the valley. to proteet an attack upon the
old fort and cover the length of the valW with
its guns.

MR.WALLAOE IIMS ffl-EK
Canal Engineer Seems To Be

Pleased tcith His Job.
Chief Engineer John F. Wallace, of the Panama

Canai. accomoanied by Mrs. Wallace and his two

secretarics. John Seager, H. W. Tenny and L*r.
John Lundy. arrived here last night on the steamer
Orizaba from Colon.

it has been rumored that Mr. Wallace returned
to tender his reslgnation, but the great enthusiusm
he cxpressed over the work on the canal seems to
scout the idea of his resisning.
It was learned on board the Orizaba that Mr.

Wallace comes here to talk matters over with
Secretary Taft before the latter salls for the
Philippines. Mr. Wallace has not had a leave of
absenee since his connection with tho canal project,
and will ask for a vacation when he reaches Wash¬
ington. It was cxnkuned that the chief engineer
will rievote his vucation to the prepuration of his
annuul report and also act as chair,man of the com¬

mittee of engineers which is to conslder a number
of plans for putting through tne canai. This com¬

mittee will then report to the.advlspry board of en¬

gineers selectcd by President Koos'cvelt, which, in
turn, will report to the Panama Canal Connnission.
The latter body will then present its views on the
matter to Congress for settlcrnent.
The effect of the Eight Hour law in t-Onnection

with the labor on the canal was mentioned to Mr.
Wallace, but he declined to discuss it. lt was said
on. board the Orizaba by one m close touch with
affairs on the isthmus that the kind ot canal
needed is a good, big, broad sea level waterway
that will last for all time. "If the people of the

United States want a genuine. all-wool, yard-wide
piece of cloth for a canal, they may have it," said

the speaker, "and it is a matter for them and fot
Congress to decide. They may also have a cotton

mixture that will serve the purpose, uu: it won't
be the substanLal waterway that could be buiit

by s-pending more time and money."

DESIGN FOR MONUMENT IS READY.

Memorial of Prison Ship Martyrs To Re

Erected in Erooklyn Soon.
S V. White. who has been active in raising

$200,000 for the Priscn Ship Martyrs' Monument. to

be erected in Fort Greene Park, Brooklyn, told a

Tribune reporter yesterday that he thought the de¬

sign would be submitted to the Municipal Art Com¬
mission' this week by the archttects, McKim. Mead
& White. He said that as soon as the design had

been approved by the commission. contract s would
be made and the cornerstone would probably be
laid this summer. He denied the report that there
had been dissatistaetion with the design on the part
of some of the trustees, or that the Art Commission
had been blamed because the cornerstone could not

be laid last Saturday.

1STS AT THE STATE CAMP.
