A. H. HÏÏMMEL BOTH WINS AND LOSES.

Justices Condemn Indictments Against Him
but Do Not Stay His Trial.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
yesterday handed down a decision refusing to
grant an absolute writ of prohibition to prevent
the District Attorney proceeding further on the
Indictments against A. H. Hummel in connection
with the Morse-Dodge divorce case. At the same
time. Justices Laughlin. Ineraham and O'Brien
agree that the indictment should have been dis¬
missed, and to that extent the decision is a vic¬
tory for Mr. Hummel.
No less than four of the justices wrote opinions

in the case. Justice Ingraham says it seems clear
to him that an indictment obtained after com¬

pelling a person against whom a charge Is pre¬
sented to the grand jury to be a witness against
hitwstlf is not an indictment on which that person
can be tried, without a violation of both the spirit
and the letter of the constitution. Presiding Jus¬
tice O'Brien concurs with Justice Ingraham in tho
result reached. Justice Laughlin agrees with Jus¬
tice Ingraham that the indictment should have
been dismissed, but he dots not agree with him
that a trial there« ? may be perpetually stayed by
u writ of prohibition. With Justice Patterson, he
holds that an indictment that is regular find valid
in form cannot be annulled by a writ of prohibi¬
tion.
Distriot Attorney Jerome said yesterday after¬

noon that he had not read the opinion, and could
therefore make no comment on it, but if it was

found to be against Mr. Hummel t«nd the other
defendants he would place them on trial next
Monday morning.
