CHAIN WHEAT.Clear weather In both the South and

northwest, according to '.he weather map to-day, induced
professionals to adopt a more bearish view of the crop
possibilities «nd 10 Increase their short sales to an extent
that became embarrossing before the dav was out. Open¬
ing steady, the market rapidly declined under heavy
se'.llng of this character until around noon, when rumors
of more rain in spring wheat State.yind an exceedingly
strong corn market started light covering. For a time
the market waa no more than steady with the decline
checked, but the decrease of 8.5(53.000 bush in world's
stocks, according to "Bra d«treefs," compared with 3.701.-
000 bush reduction last year, added to tho nervousness
among shorts so that by 1 o'clock a strong advance had
been established, practically restoring all of the earlv
loss. From that time on to the close, which was %®ll«"o
net higher, shorts were In full retreat. Influenced by re¬
ports that rust was spreading in the Northwest and that
the rainy spell was not yet over. Minneapolis led the
savanes on September and »as a good buyer of that option
at Chicago. Undoubtedly the sensational intu upturn In
aid July corn at Chicago was also a eirong Influence In
the market, as It effectually checked anv desire on the
part of room traders to work for a reaction. On the late
curb July wheat in New-York was quoted st »5 II-I60
In contrast to the persistently bullish pr:va;e advices, but
cf little effect on the market, was the weekly government
report indicating favorable conditions on the whole In
both spring and winter wheat belts, enables llkjwlse had
a bearish aspect, which was generally ignored by the
market.
