CREW SEIZES BATTLESHIP.

Continued from first page

miral Krilger, was due to arrive at Odessa last
night, and a battle with the mutineers may oc-
cur at any moment,

The Kniaz Potemkine 1s a more powerful ship
than any in Admiral Kriiger's squadron, and the
gravity of the situation is increased by the fact
that the city ts practically in the possession of
the strikers. who have been encouraged to open
resistance by the mutiny of the sailors, and are
erecting barricades and fighting the police and
the troops in the streets. The body of the
seilor Omiitchuk, lying on the guay, In view of
thousands, and the story of his cruel death avi-
dently fired the imaginations of the workmen,
who in Odessa are of a particularly turbulent
character. especially the dockmen and wharf-
men.

Should the sailors of Krilger's ships joln the
mutineers the government would have to face
open revolution, which would spread llke wild-
fire to other towns on the Black Sea shores.
The workmen of all these towns. from which
sailors are largely recruited, are Ilmbued with
the soclalist and revolutionary propaganda. At
Sebastopol less than a month ago disorders were
suppressed with difficulty.

Ever since the war started ugly reports about
the crews of the Black Sea fleet have been eur-
rent. Men have been shot and even officers
court martigled for dlsobedience, and yesterday
at Sebastopol twelve sallors were condemned to
three years’ imprisonment for mutiny.

No better evidence of the spirit of the crews
{5 needed than an official ennouncemeént made
by the Admiralty yesterday that Admiral Nebo-
gatoff and the other officers who surrendered
in the Sea of Japan would have to stand trial
by court martial on thelr return. Practically
#ll of the crews of the vessels which surrendered
came from the Black Sea

The fact that Odessa is not a fortified port
explains why the Kniaz Potemkine i{s able to
e in the hoarbor unmolested.

The news of the mutiny, coming just at this
time, when Poland is in a state of ferment, when
agrarian disorders are coming to a head and
when the government iz attempting mobiliza-
tion Involving sbout 200N men, may easlly
precipitate a crisis, and the authorities are en-
deavoring to keep the news from the public. Al
newspaper dispatches have been stopped, and
the newspapers have been forbiddtn to mention
the mutiny. Nevertheless the Liberals and agi-
tators have many ways of spreading the tidings
through underground channels and, for instance,
in St. Petershurg the news was known In all the
cafés at midnight.

The Radicals hail the event as the dawn of
revolution. “The moment for which we have
waited has come, ' said one in front of a restau-
rant when he heard the news. “'Omiltchuk’s
name will go down in history as that of a
martyr who precipitated a Russlan revolution.”

News has been received of disorders resulting
from the mobilization in the government of Pol-

MOBILIZATION

BEGINS.

A General Strike on  Railways
Probable as Protest.

8t. Petersburg, Juns 28 —11 Is reported that a
general strike on the Russian rafiways will be
declared on July 2 as a protest against the
mobllizatlon of troops.

An imperial edict prescribes mobllization for
active service of reserves in 124 districts of St
Petershurg, Moscow, Hleff, Warsaw and Vilna.
These districts include the cities of St. Peters-
burg Moscow, where maobillzation began
at midnight. Many of the reserve men who did
not respond were selzed in the night at their
homes. All day long men have heen marched to
barracks under escort. The mobilization in-
cludes Tsarskce-Selo, Gatchine, Peterhof and
other towns in St. Petersburg Province,

The workmen are grumbling and tronhle is
expected, but no rioting has thus far occurred.
Sixty thousand men have beeén called to the
colors. Of this number, about half will be in-
corporated into regiments.

Warsaw, June I8 —Mobilization in Russian
Pyland will be confined to certaln country dis-

Tokio, June 28 —The following dispatch has
been received from Maojl:

General Linevitch is following tactics differ-
ent from those of General Kuropatkin, and is
presenting his army with a narrow front In-
stead of with extended fla. ks,

The reinforczments received from European
Russia have been barely sufficient to fili the
gap caussd by the defeat at Moukden. An
outhreak of dysentery at Harbin has made It
necessary to send a thousand patlents 1o
Tsitsihar, where large hospitals are being built.

Spies from the army of General Linevitch are
belng arrested daily by the Japanese, those in
custndy now numbering between thirty and
forty. A Chinese officer with headquarters at
Pa-Mlen-Cheng is alleged to be serving the in-
terests of Russia by sending out spies, whose
number is sald to be fully 3,000,

The city of Liso-Yang and ssven other
cities are to he op d for resi e to Japa-
nese subjects, who may engage in business.

The War Department has given out the fol-
lowing telegram:

The enemy, some five companles strong. with
six guns, attacked our troops in the vicinity
of Chang-Hia-Tien, twelve miles northwest of
Quang-Ping, and were repulsed on June 24,
Our cavalry cccupfed Ku-Syong, ten miles north
of Kyong-Syong, In Northern Corea, June 26,

Hua-Shu Pass, June 28 —The most disquieting
feature of the strategic eituation of the Russian
armies is the persistence of the reports that Jap-
anese cavalrv and light Infantry, with field and
machine guns, are working northward east of
Kirin and west of the grand trade route toward
Bodune. The Japanese cavalry on the west is
under the command of Generals Tamaga and
Aklama. General Linevitch is not arttempting
seriously to oppose the Japanese advance along
his front, but is drawing In his outpost lines
under Dpressure.

SUNGARI BRIDGE SAVED.

Plot of Bandits to Blow Up the
Structure Near Harbin.

Harbin, June 2R, —A desperate plot to desiroy
the bridge over the Sungari River has been frus-
trated, Under orders {from the Japanese a
number of Chinese bandits had for some time
been quietly assembling in the village of Fudia-
dem to execute the plot. One of the bandits
informed the authorities, the village was sur-
rounded, and 450 men, armed with rifles and re-
volvera and a large quantity of dynamite, were
captured. The loss of this bridge might have
proved an irreparahle disaster in case of Gen-
eral Linevitch's def=a- south of the river.

POPULAR PEACE TERMS.

Leading Parties in Japan Demand
Indemnity and Territory.

Tokio, June 28.—The committes of the Con-
stitutionai party of which Marquis Salonfi i=
president met to-day and passed the following
resolution:

Now that the question of concluding peace
has been brought up, though it is not necessary
to state the terms of peace in detail, yet we
deem it necessary and opportune to declare
that, for the sake of reallzing the aim and pur-
yose of the war, as stated at the declaration of
Lostilities, and also for the sake of obtaining
a guarantes in the interest of our empire, as
well as for planting peace in the Far East on &
permanent basle, the ceasfon of territory and
the payment of the outlays caused by the war
be demande® and the Corean and Manchurian
guestions definitely and clearly settled,

The leaders of the Constitutional party, after
taking this action, presented the resolutions
to Premier Katsura.

A manifesto published to-day by the Pro-
gressive party is practically ldentical with the
resolution ndopted by the Constitutionals. It
containg, however, the following additional
points, which the party desired to have incor-
porated in the peace agresment:

Forbid Russia to raise works for warlike use
in localities where Japan's interests might be
menaced.

*ompel Russia to relinguish the privileges she
has enjoved In Manchuria, refrain from future
interference with the Manchurlan question, and
pledge herself 1o undertake no measure deemed
io be menacing to peace or to the frontiers of
China.

BARON DE ROSEN ON WAY HERE.

New Russian Ambassador Leaves Cherbourg
on the Kaiser Wilhelr: I

Parls, June 28.—Baron and Baroness de Rosen
left Paris this morning for Cherbourg, where
later they sailed for New-York eon the Kaiser
Wilhelm II of the North German Liloyd Line.
They were sccompanied to the statlon by intl-
mate friends and Russian officlals. Many per-
gons on the platform saluted the new Russian
Ambassador to the United States, who appeared
to be in the besp of health.

ALL FEARS OF WAR PAST.

FRANCO-GERMAN TERMS.

Agreement on Morocco Said To Be
Practically Concluded.

Paris, June 28 —The Franco-German compli-
cations have been so far overcome that a com-
plete agreement s considered to be only & mat-
ter of time. The imorovement in the situation
wag manifested in official and diplomatic quar-
ters to-day, and the Bourse again showed a
marked advance in rentes and meneral firmness.
The nervous public sentiment has entirely dis-
appeared, and thers is no further talk of the
possibllity of a rupture with Germany.

The officlals say that the negotiations now
are largely a question of formalities and the
framing of an understanding within the limits
of the two notes and of the attendant conversa-
tions, Therefore, It is not likely that France
will send ancther note, as her position was fully
defined in the first communication, to which Ger-
many has fully replied. The tone of these notes
clearly indicates gthat the final understanding
will be on the basis of holding a confersnce. The
officials call attention to the fact that Premier
Rouvier's note did not decline a conference, but
on the contrary accepted it in principle, seeking
only to have its limits deflned. While Germany
has not been disposed to define the limits, verbal
exchanges have entirely removed the apprehen-
slons which officials previously entertained con-
cerning ulterfor designs behind the conference.
Thus the sharp diplomatic controversy has had
the effect of producing & much better general
state of fesling betwaen Francs and Germany,
as the preceding relations had been more or less
matters of suspiclon on both sides for the last
two years.

It is considered to be a notable gain for
France that in the negotiations Germany has
been fully advised conecerning the Anglo-French
and Anglo-Spanish understandings affecting
Morocco, and has not directly dissented there-
from, although contending that they do not af-
fect her positlon. While not acqulescing In them
ehe has not openly brought them into guestion.
This is regarded as materially strengthening
the French position. The German officials say
un accord has practically been completed, as
there only remains to decide the wording and to
go through the formalities relating to a protocol.

Berlin, June 28.—The Moroecan question has
cntered a quiescent phase so far as Berlin Is
concerned. The Forelgn Office feels that the
acute stage of the controversy with France has
passed, and contemplates calmly further de-
velopments. The officials are without confirma-
tion of the press dispatches from Paris, assert-
ing that France has already agreed to a con-
ferenice, but they expert an announcement to this
effect soon, The calm tone which the Freneca
press has assumed since the reception of Chan-
cellor von Billow's answer has made an excel-
lent impression on the German press. since it
coincides with the view maintained here that
Morocco is not important enough to furnish
occaslon for warllke designs on the part of two
great powers which otherwise are peaceably

disposed.

CANNIBALS IN HUNGARY.

Gypsies Charged with Stealing and
Eating Children.

Vienna, June 28.—Under the charge of having
killed and eaten many children whom they had
stolen, twenty gvpsies have been arrested near
Jaszbereny, Hungary. The leader of the band
alone is alleged to have eaten eightesn children.
