The comments of London
journals on the arngr scandals sre ecautious and
clrcumspect, for two libel suits have Deen
brought by officials fmplicated in these transac-
tions, and appeals have been taken to higher
entirts. Yet, witheut incurring the risks of con-
tempt of court hy taking up the charges again=t
army officers and contractors, they accept the
report as an impeachment of the whole admin-

{etrative system. Miillons were wasted by in-

eptitpde and mismanagement in South Africa.

That was the frst impression of the committee,

and a more charitable view of the transactions
could mot have been formed. As the investiga-

tion proceeded there was an increasing sense of
guspicion, until finaliy “the idea of even culpa-
ble negligence had to ve abandoned and in its
place the impression of cleverly arrang_ed _con-
trivance substituted’” With so startling a re-
port from the War Office in a blue book and
hundreds of pages of evidence in eix specific
cases, the English press frankly concedes that

Mr. Choate’s tribute 1o the purity of the public
service is undeserved.

At the close of the war in
was a four months' stock of miiltary
800000 men and 200,000 animals, and ships
were afloat to augment these supplies. The
War Office is censured in the report for NeE-
lecting to divert the supplles, which were in
transit by ses, and to send out a small trained
staff te dispose of the surplus stocks. The
businesslike course would have been to use t‘ha
gtores so far as possible for the garrison, which
remained large for several months, and also for
the repatriztion of the Boers in two colonies,
where in accordance with the convention they
were to be resiored o thelr homes and put in
the way of supporting themselves. The ac-
cumulated stocks were sold at "a sacrifice to
contractors and then repurchased at enhanced
prices for the garrison and the Boer refugees.
A more wasteful system could scarcely have

ear: vet they s6ld it in bulk with ona hand, af-
ter paying the heavy clarges of sea and land
transport, and with the other repurchased it
by local tenders for feeding their men and
horses, paying within a halfpenny of eighteen
shillings for the oats which they got rid of at
ten, and losing as heavily on hay, beans and
mealles, One hand was cheap and the other
was dear, but the head above the shoulders
pretended not to know what was going on, and
the econtractor, who was buying and selling on
his ewn terms, was not =o afficious as to remind
it that he was making money himself hand over
hand. Posesibly 8'r Willlam Builer, being an
irishman, ought to have been impressed with
the humor of this iravesty on business manage-
ment. Instead of laughing over it as a pleas-
antry at the expense of a nation of shopkeapers
and taxpavers, he hae given a vivid and pict-
uresgue account of this dual system of buying
and selifng for the contractor's benefit, and has
found reiief for his feelings in strong language.
The . rhetorical blue book is particularly irri-
tating to the newspapers, which are compeliled
by the law of libe! to refrain from di=cussing
the responsibility of the officlals implicated in
thesa scandals. Silence is enjoined upon them
since two suits for damages have gone against
them in the courts, and they have not been al-
lowed to obtain evidence from the War Office or
to crose-examine witnesses on the system of ad-
ministration. Yet the author of this report has
been at liberty to do what they were mulcted in
damages for attempting in their own defence;
and when he has completed his caustic com-
mentary upon military administration in South
Africa, his superior, the Secretary for War, finds
it necessary to diseredit it, in a covering note, as
.in no sense a judiclal finding, since the evidence
was incomplete and not taken under oath. The
cominittee was instructed to make a thorough
investigation and to report on the responsibility
of those concerned in certain contracts; yet its
conclusions are officially minimized as sub judice
and condemned by one of the successful liti-
gants as distinctly libellous. Without doubt
there should have been a court of inquiry in
place of a department investigation; and no re-
port should have been published until every-
body implicated had been heard under oath and
the guestion had been settled with precision
whether the accounts of the officers in South
Africa had been properly audited and passed.
WWith all the irregularities in procedure, by
which military officers and civilianse have been
brought under fire without having full facilities
for protecting their reputations, Sir William
Butler's report serves the useful purpose of
directing public attention in a commanding way
to the inefficiency of the army administrative
eystem ; I N. F.

In-
depd, this trenchant report contains dark hints
of “in impenetrable background where somse
deeper calculator had his abode.”

*Time brings its revenges to a veteran,” is
the comment made by military mer on this re-
port. The author is Sir William Butler, one
of the strongest and mest picturesque figures
in the British army. He was in command of

- the garrison in South Africa when Lord Milner
was econducting his negotiations with Presidant
“Kriiger, and he was so well informed that he
was able to warn the government at home of the
magnitude of the struggie which was im-
pending. He was considered an alarmist, and be-
fore the outbreak of the war he was recalled to
routine work in_the southern counties and was
charged with being a Boer sympathizer end a
Little Englander. Like a good soldier, he held
his peace and went on with His work in silence,
indifferent to criticism and abuse. His vindlece-
tion came when exhaustive reports on the con-
guct of the war contained evidence aof the
sagacity of his own forecasts, of which no heed
was taken at the War Offica; ¥=t he did not
geem eiated by this reversa! <7 public judg-
ment, nor was there any evideuce that he was
resentful. When a department investigation of
gales and refunds to contractors was ordered
he war readily induced to conduct iz. and with
his zrest experience and actlve mind he rom-
pletely overshadowed hiscolleagues, Some of ths
eritice aseert that he allowed his prepossessions
and his zeal as a Liberal standing for Parlia-
ment at the next election to run away with him
and that he took unfair advantage of an op-
portunity for exposing the incfclency wiich
was shown in carrving out Lord Kitchener's
recommendation for the sale of the surplus
siores. A =zallant soldier, whose conscience has
aways been in his work, ought not 1o be ex-
posed o stricturés of this sort. He discov-
ered that bad work had been done, and consid-
ered that the department was entitied to a2n
honest and candid repert and the countrv to
fuil knowledge of the iruth.

ROY AL ARCANUM RATES.

Ewecutive Committee Says Advance
Was Absolutely Neccessary.

Boston, June 28.—The executive committee of the
Supreme Council of the Royal Arcanum, at the
conclusion of a three days' meeting, fo-day issued
& statement describing the functlons and authority
of the committee, which, it was said, had not met
to conslder or reconsider the new schedule of rates
of assessment adopted by the Supreme Councli, as
it had “no power or authority to repeal, revoke,
amend or alter it in any way." The statement
then continued:

Thoughtful members, copversant with our vital
statistics and the constantly increasing amount
needed to pay death claims and the insufficlency
of the amounts gollected te pay them, realized the
abegolute and Immediate necessity for an Increise
of rates. The perpetulty of the order demanded
that the whole order should at once bs put on a4
permanent and enduring basis, thereby providing
sufficient funds to carry the Royal Arcanum for
all time and meet all its obligations, This has been
done. No increase of rates could be made without
creating hardships somewhere. Had our condition
not made this radical change a vital necessity, not
a vote in the Supreme Councll would have been
cast in favor of the new law.

HOLDS TO NEW. RATES.

Royal Arcanum Supreme Council
Denies Brooklyn Demands.

The committee of nine appointed by the seventy-
nine councils ¢of the Royal Arcanum in Brooklyn
to confer with the committee from the Supreme
Councll of the order, concerning the new order of
rates that has been established reported last
night that it was abie to accomplish nothing with
the Supreme Council. The report said that the
executive committee was firmly fixed In its inten-
tion to continue the present Tates. According to
them, outside of New-York, there Is almost per-
fect satisfaction with the new order.

The report was made last night 1o a meeting at
the Aurora Graia Cathedral, made up of five dele-
gates from each of the seventy-nine Hrooklyn
councils. Hugo Hirsh, chairman of the committee,
spoke at some length of the work which they in-
tended to do. He strongly condemned the Supreme
Council, and sald that the committee of nine would

| keep working until the Suprems Council was put

out of business. The meeting passed resolutions
aproving the action of the committee.

if the members of the Royal Arcanum who met
at Terrace Garden last night have their way the
Grand Council of the State of New-York will re-
convene, and the representatives to the Supreme
Council will be asked to request the Supreme Coun-
ell to reconvene and reconsider their action in the
matter of rates passed at the last convention.

On invitation of Celtic Council forty-two coun-
olls out of sixty-one jn Manhattan and The Bronx
were represented at the meeting. Regent John F.
Walsh, of Celtic Councll, presided, and there
were in attendance between two and three hundred
members. After a four hour session the secretary
of the meeting sald that two resolutiona had heen
passed, one of which was as follows:

That while we do not fully approve of the action
of the Supreme Council in their recent acts con-
cerning the rates, we do, however, heartily ap-
prove and deciare our perfect confldence in the
stability of the Order of the Royal Arcanum.

The second resolution, requesting Grand Regent
Samuel N, Hoag, of Mount Vernon, to call afneet-
ing of the Grand Lodge of the Biate, was D
unanimously.

MAIL_ WAGON STRIKE.

Contractors, Fearing One, € ‘all on
Marshal Henkel for Protection.

United States Marshal Henkel was visited yester-
day by Special Agents J. M. Masten and F. W.
Vallle, of the United States Postpl Service contract
office, who asked the marshal for special protec-
tion for the mail transfer serviee in this city, de-
claring they had information that about two hun-
dred of the mail transfer wagon drivers intended to
g0 on strike for higher wages and shorter hours,

The strike, the officials sald. was scheduled to
take place at midnight to-night, the beginning of
the Postoffice Depurtment's fiscal year. At that
hour the New-York Mall Company, which has for
about ten years held the contract for transferring
the mails, will be succeeded by two new contractors,
C. H. Wolcott being one of them. Mr. Wolcott’s
drivers are said to be engineering the strike. Mr.
Wolcott’s contract calls for the transfer of mail
wmatter from the General Postoffice to the Grand
Centra] Station. 3

Marshal Henkel promised ne would give the mails
fn transfer all the pratection in his power, and at
once sent his chief deputy to Police Headgquarters,
whers Inspectors Cortright and Ihrooks were taken
in consultation. They promised ths co-operation of
the Police Departinent. Marshal Henkel also com-
munieated with the police of Hoboken and Jersey
City, and obtained promises of assistance from
those departments.

The other transfer routes will be taken over by
Munroe Proffit. of Floyd, Va. So far as known,
there is no disaffection among Mr. Proffit's drivers.
although some of them are said to have declared
that if the Woleott drivers are successful In their
strike they will follow with a strike. The authori-
tles do mot propose to take any chances, however,
and will have the Police Department detail special
men to all the stations and ferries. -To obstruct
or interfere with the United States malls in any
wiy is punishable by a fine of $500 and imprison-
ment for a year, and the abandonment of a mail
wagon by a driver is also a violation of the United
States statutes.

Just at the beginning of the hollidays In 1903 the
drlvers, who were then receiving $§1 a day for
driving a one horse wagon and $1 25 a day for a
two horse wagon, with twelve hours’ work a day,
struck, Beveral of them were arrested and pun-
ished for interfering with the mails, and the strike
was finally settled by giving the men a slight ad-
vance in wages. .

Nona of the drivers were willing to be guoted,
but several of them said yesterday that to drive a
mail wagon requires more skill than to drive an
ordinary wagon, and that they thought themsszlves
entitled to as much pay as, if not more than, men
driving dump carts and trucks.
 Postmaster Willcox said this afternoon that he
had heard rumors of the threatened strike. He
said he understood the drivers had demanded from
the new contractdr more money.

DEEP MYSTERY IN ORE THEFTS.

American Musenm Well Protected, but Ex-
hibits Disappear.

Mystery still surrounds the theft of gold ores
from the American Museum of Natural History.
«The storles published of two thefts which took
place last year are gredtly exaggerated,” John H.
Winser, the secretary and assistant treasurer, told
a Tribune reporter vesterday. *The value of the
ores did not amount, I should say, even to $1.000."

Mr. Winser sald that the thefts from the Siberlan
collectlon of implements and garments, as well as
the specimens missing from the butterfly cases,
were relatively Insignlficant. The few butterfly
speclmens missing, he sald, were of the gaudier but
less valunble variety, seeming to indicate that here
at least the theft was the work of an outsider.
The Museum authorities, however, scarcely appear
disposed to take the same view of the ore theft.
The ores ure exhibited beneath guarter inch glass,
the 1id double locked, any attempt to raise it ring-
ing an electric alarm simultaneously in two distinet
parts of the puilding. 1t i5 understood that no
theft of any description hes been discovered this
year.

The Museum has details of watchmen on duty

night and day, the jewel chamber in the transept
being guarded with especial vigilance. Steel doors
separate it at night from the floor proper, and
watchmen are actually locked inside the room.
Here likewlse two cases are simliarly equipped.

Search revealed the hats of Mcllravy and Miss
Healy floating. All night long the shores of the
lake were patrolled, and the waters were
dragged without result.
