Do You Lat "Renovated" Butter?

Dr. W. D. Bitfelow, of the United

States Buree_vi of Chemistrv.
Shows How You Ca_n Tell.

It ia a matter of common Information that oleO-
e f margarine ls sometlmes substituted for butter and

that rancid and badly made butter is frequently
melted, washed with soda, and churned with mllk
for the preparatlon of renovated or proce_s butter.
Methods are available which. wlth a little practlce.

may be employed to dlatlnguish between freah
butter. renovated or procesa butter, and oleo-

margarine.
The "spoon" test has been suggested as a house-

hold test, and Is commonly used by analytical
chemlsta for dlatinguishlng freah butter from reno-

vated butter or oleomargarlne. A lump of butter

two or three times the slze of a pea ia placeu in a

large spoon and heated over ar. alcohol nr Bunaen
burner. If more convenient, the spoop may be held
above the chlmney of an ordinary keroner.<> lamp,
or it may even be held over an ordinary lllumlnat-

ing gas burner. If the sample ir. questlon bi fr°sh

butter, it will boll quietly wlth the evolutlon of a

large number of amall bubbles throughout the rr.ans

which produce a large amount of fuara. Oleomar

garlne and procesa butter, on the other hand. sput-
ter and crackle, maklng a BoBB slmilar to that

heard when a grean stick is pia^ed in a fire. An¬

other point of diatlnctlon !s noted lf a amall por-
tlon of the sample is placed in a .mall bottl_ an-i

set in a veasel of water auffldently warm to melt
the aample. The sample la kept melted from half

an hour to an hour, when It ia M___MMM B tkBB-
vated butter or oleomargarlne, the fat will bo

turbid. whlle if genuino. freah butter the fat wiU

almost certainly be enUrely clear.

To manlpulate what ta known as the Water-

houae. or mllk. teat, about two ouncea of aweet m.lK

ia placed ln a wide mouthed bottle. whlch la set

tn ;i vessel of holling water.

and the- mlxture stlrred wlth a spllnter of wood

untll the fat ls melted.

graaular condltton aad distriiiuted through the m_k

ln small partlclea. If, on the other hand. the sample
"onsist of oleomargarine it soildifles practically in
one piece and may be lifted by the stirrer from the
mllk.
Many peraona believe that the great mass of the

fresh meat aold on the market is pr^served chem-
lcally. Thls lmpression ls entirely unfounded. The
cold storage facilities of the present, day make the
uae of preaervatlves with fresh meat unnecessary,
and the larger packing houses do not employ them.
It sometlmes happena that local butcher3 sprinkle
preaervatlves over a cut of meat in order that they
may keep it exposed on the block or hanging ln a
show window as an adve-tisement. The use of
chemical preaervatlves with fresh meat is condned
to thla practlce alo.,e.
Preservativea ara very commonly used wlth

chopped meats and sausagea, especially freah
sauaage. They are always employed with cannetl
Vienna and Frankfurter sausagea lnclosed in caa-
ings with the ends tied. Where the ends are cut
preservatlves may be absent. The reaaon for thls
is that the temperature reuuired for the eompleteaterillzatlon of sausagea wlll elther burst or dis-
tort the skins when the ends are tied, whereas
sausagea with cut ends afford an opportunity for
the escape of the water and steam.
With many vaiietiee of sausagea. both fresh and

smoked, and with chopped meats of all dnscrip-
tlons. colorlng matter ia sometimes emploved. This
ls done partly for the purpose of satisfying an
unnatural demand for a high colored article, and
partly aornetimes to conceal the gravlah eolor
charactertstlc of old meat, whlch ahould not be
used at all.
The preaervatlves employed wlth meat products

are borlc acid, borax and aulphlles. To deteet
boric acid. about a tablespoonful or the chopped
meat ia thoroughly macerated with a little water.
prensed through a bng. and two or three table-
apoonfuls of the llquld placed in a sauce dlsh wlth
flfteen or twenty dropa of strong hydrochloric a.-id
for each tablespoonful. The llcjuid is then Qltared
through filter p&p"r. and a plece of turrnerlc paper
dipped into lt and drled near a lnmp or
If borie acid or borax were used for preserv-insr
the aample, the turm.-Tic puper ahould be changed
to a bright cherry red coior. lf too nui-h hydro-
cblorlc acid haa besa employed, a dlrty bi
red eolor is obtained. which tnterferea wlth tae
eolor due t.> the presence of bortC acid. Now, li*
a drop of houaehold ammonia be added to r
ored turrnerlc tiaper and It turna a dark ajreen, al¬
most black eolor, then borlc acid ls present. If the
reddlsh eolor. however. waa caused 1. y i in¬
to.) much iiyilr.ii hlorie acid, th's graaa eolor does
not form.
