SYSONBY A llltt' BERO.

TRADITIOX BE. i TEN OFF.

James R. Kcctic's Great CoU Romps
/.' Easy Victory.

The clatior, of James Roxxe, trainer for James
II. K'ene. was equalled yesterday at Sheeps¬
head Bay only by the d< pression of Sydney
Faget when Sysonby. the son of Melton,
romped home an easy winner of the rich Com-
rc.onxxealth Handicap. before Proper, Mabel
P.ichardson. Tradition. Broomstick and Mon-
sk-ur Eeaucaire. Rowe -vas elatcd because

Sysonby had beaten Tradition in the Common-
wealth Handicap as far as a strong man could
throw a club, and not only made her look rea-

Eonably foolish.Avhlch Mr. Rowe. of course. re-

grettc-d.but gaA-e her weight a^ well as a beat-

Ing.
Tiie class of Sysonby and Tradition and the

rlva'.ry between James Rowe and Sydney
Pagct were really the most interesting features
of jesterday's renexval of the Commonwealth.
Months ago. when the snow .vas on tbe ground,
Mr. Paget assured Mr. Rowe that in Tradition
he had the best three-year-old that stood on

plates. regardless of sex. Rowe differed, and

suggested mildly that .vith Sysonby, the son of

Wfimi!, he could run rings around the daughter
of Goldfinch for fun or money. Mr. Paget
chose the latter commodlty. and ever slnee the
challenges were exchanged each stable ha*
bent every eftort to get its respeetive repre-
sentati\*e ln shape. Tradition, it is said, was

withdrawn from the Tidal because in her con¬

ditlon then it was feared she was not quite on

edge. Slnee that time she has proA'ed beyond
doubt that she has her speed with her, and her
owner yesterday was quite content to meet
Sysonby under the weight scheme of the Com¬
monwealth.
Tradition took up 104 pounds and Sysonby 111.

It is said that Mr. Paget hunted up Mr. Rowe in
the paddoek just before the race and offered to

(Kjvager all kinds of real money that his mare
could beat the colt. And it is not denled that
Mr. Rowe turned his back on these proposl-
tions.
The makers of prices agreed with James Rowe,

and offered to wager only ei-en money that
Sysonby would be beaten, while they offered 3
m 1. and in some cases higher. agalnst Tradi¬
tion. There .vere four other starters, lncluding
Mabel Richardson, which was added about the
time Agile was withdrawn. But, as has been
said. the interest centred around the two, with
Broomstick thrown in to make it more inter¬
esting. The last named. in fact, closed prac¬
tically on eA-en terms with Tradition as seeond
choice.
With any other horse to contepd with, Mlller,

who rode Tradition, might have been criticised
for taking her up so fast ln the seeond quarter,
rather than biding his time. But the colt has
shown that he has a Avay of going right on.he
did the other day, AA-hen he ran one mile and a

quarter in 2:05. and rnade all his own pace.and
it may after all haA-e been the wisest way. The
only trouble Avas that in trying to go to the fly-
ing leader she broke her own heart flrst. Proper
went on and chased Sysonby home, but had all
he could do to beat Mabel Richardson, who came
from nowhere.

In the opinion of many able critics this race
makes Sysonby the best horse of the year, and
it will take a faster one than has been shown
yet to beat him.

In addition to the Commonwealth. the Coney
Island Jockey Club offered its patrons the re-

newal of the Spring and a steeplechase over the
full course.
Of the seA-en origlnal youngsters named to

start in the twentleth runnlng of the Spring.
for two-year-olds. Mr. Smathers's Security was
the only one withdrawn and as sc_.i as the prices

were posted Fred Cook's Geo. C. Bennett was

immediately installed a redhot favorite, and dur¬

ing most of the perlod of speculation was at odds
on. There was a great deal of small money \va-

gered on Bill Phllllps and also on Voorhees. but
the Orslnl eolt carried most of the plungers'
money.
After a rate in which there was a lot of

crowdlng Blll Phillips squeezed home ln front of
the fbvorlte, with Voorhees thlrd. The general
impression was that Geo. C. Bennett was

much the best of th_ race. and that. with proper
handllng, he would have won. As high as 8 to
1 was Iald against Bill Phillips and his victory
was hailed b*# shouts of joy from the club-
house and the reserved section of the grand
stand.
Mr. Colt's Sandhurst. the odds-on favorlte for

the steeplechase handlcap over the full course,
had all he could do to squeeze home ln front
of Mr. Hltchcock, Jr.'s. Phantom. which blazed
the way to the gap onto the main track. Even
when he had caught him Phantom did not let

go and hung on courageously to the end. Phan¬
tom is another Meddler. which Mr. Hitchcock is
trylng "to eonvert into a 'chaser, and if he con¬

tinues as good as he has shown in his last two
races lt may take the best Hylas knows to beat
him.
Sandhurst was in splendid form at hls fences

and only made a mistake at one of them, where
he dragged slightly. Phantom also took hls
jumps rlght off his stride. The struggle was

always between these two. although Duke of
Connaught made a game effort to stay in front.
He tlred and had to be content with third place.

Smith, one of the Brltish players selected to de-
fend the Davis Cup. Except at the beginnlng
of the second set. Larned never showed hls real
form. He obvlously felt the oppressive, moist
heat.
Holcombe Ward and Beals C. Wright won

their mat_h of the doubles by superior all round
play. Their service was most effective. Larned
and Clothler also won their match in doubles in
straight sets.
Miss May Sutton, the American national cham¬

pion last year, defeated Mlss Thomson. the run-
