OCOUNTRYMEN AND CITY LAWS.
The COitizens Unlon's report upon legislation

offers an interesting commentary on the fa-|

be noticed, not because there are not plenty of
New-York men ready to introduce or work for
them. “Hayseed legislation” Is a product of
city Ingenuity in nipe cuases out of ten, and s
sapported secretly, if not openly, by the loud-
est champlons of home rule. Now and then
It is possible that a city bill may be forced
through despite honest and united opposition
from the New-York City delegation. Much
more rarely such a bill might pass regardless
of a strong local asdverse sentimeut, though
such a thing has not happened for several
years. But the vast majority of the city bills
which pass, bowever named and pushed, get
through with the ald of the city’s representa-
tives. And the Citizens Unfon shows that most
of them are not only of ecity origin, but are
actually introduced by city men,

The rural legislators are not all saints, but
they do little harm to the city which the city
does not invite.

THE RUSSIAN ENTVOYS.

The attitude of & not inconsiderable party In
Russia toward the two peace commissioners
who have been appointed to represent that em-
plre in the coming negotiations at Washington
must be regarded with surprise and regret. It
18 not, of course, for Americans to take sides In
the matter. Our attitude is oue of cordial wel-
come to the envoys of both powers and of benev-
olent neutrality. But it would be pleasanter for
us, and it would certalnly be more auspiclous
for Russla, if we could feel that the Russian
envoys, like the Japanese, were the well ae-
cepted representatives of that entire empire, in-
stead of seelng them subjected to hostile criti-
cisms and denunciations in the very country
they are serving.

It is not, however, unfitting to say that none
of these things will affect the esteem with
which these gentlemen are regarded In this
country, or lessen the confidence which is felt
in them as worthy represcntatives of the best
elements and tendencies in Russian public life.
Baron Rosen s known to Americans, and all
that s known of him is good, so that he is wel-
comed for his personal sake as well as in his
eapacity as Ambassador of a great friendly
power. It may not be strange that some too
gealous partisans of his predecessor here have
been inclined to look upon him coldly, for Count
Cassini has been conspicuously identified with
the war party, and, indeed, was the chief au-
thor of that Russian policy in China which led
to the war, while Baron Rosen has always been
for peace, and would have averted the war had
he been permitted to have his own way. Those
considerations do not, however, ¢ontrol Ameri-
cans, who showed all proper hospltality to
Count Cassini, and will show no less to Baron
Rosen.

The bitter attacks of an important part of the
Russian press upon Mr. Muravielf are even less
explicable, though their welght in American
esteem is minimized by the fact that they are
led by that journal, the “Novoe Vremya," which
has lately made itself conspicuous by its intem-
perate and quite unfounded railings againost
this country. Mr. Muravieff, too, is well known
to Americans, who have watched with much in-
terest his important work as Minister of Justice
and as Russia's foremost representative at The
Hague. He 1s regarded here with high esteem
and confidence, and because of lls work at The
Hague as particularly well chosen to negotiate
a treaty of peace; and If there hus éver been a
disposition to critlelse him It has been because
of his extreme zeal for Husslan interests, which
seemed at times not quite consistent with the
impartiality of an arbitrator. But that, surely,
could not be deemed a disqualification for the
work of a peace commissioner,

BAGHALIEN.

The Japanese landing on Saghalien, which
may be regarded as a practical conquest of that
island, was not unexpected. There hnd been
rumors of it long before. Nevertheless, it was
one of the most dramatic incidents of the war,
and it may materially affect the making of
peace and the whole future status of that part
of the world.

The salient feature of the incldent is that
Japan has thus for the first time invaded and
conquerad Russlan territory. Hitherto she has
been fighting Russla on the high seas and driv-
ing ber out of Coren and China, But Saghalien
was indisputably a part of the Russlan Empire.
Down to a century ago China possessed It Then
Japan took the southern part, leaving the rest
A no-man's-land. Half a century ngo the famons
Count Nicholas Muravieff, the conqueror of the
Amoor and maker of the Treaty of Aigun, selzed
the northern part for Russla, and thirty years
ago Baron Struve secured the southern part of
it from Japan In exchange for the Kuriles—a
transaction in which Baron Rosen, now Am-
bassador to the United States and peace eom-
missloner, was concerned. Now Japan foreibly
takes back the Island.

The real value of Saghalien {8 unknown. Itls
of vast extent, 670 miles long and 150 miles
wide, but its popnintion s meagre, numbering
not more than 15,000, of whom nearly half are
Russian conviets and one-third are hairy Alnos.
It Is too ecold and damp for extensive coloniza-
tion, though it bas heen inhabited by men since
the Stone Age. Dot It contains rich coanl and

The enormous strategle value of the island s,
however, obvious. It lles ¢lose to the Siberian
coast, blanketing 1t for six hundred mlies and
dominating Nicholaevsk and the mouth of the
Amoor.

PROMOTION IN THE FOREIGN BSERVICE,
In the last issue of The Tribune's Sunday

Magazine the Hon. Chauncey M. Depew made |

an urgent plea for the lmprovement of this
country’s diplomatic and consular serviee.
Much of bis argument was sound and many
of his suggestions were helpful. But in emn-
phasizing the need of reform the junlor Sen-
ator from New-York, In our opinion, somewhat
overdrew his picture of the conditions which
he seeks to reform. He laid too much stress
on defects which have been to some extent
corrected and on working theories which are
being rapldly abandoned. The methods of ap-
pointment which he ridiculed were toierated
In our diplomacy fer over a century. But they
are passing. What was true of conditions ten
years ago s not true of conditlons now. Unier
the administrations of President McKinley and
'resident Roosevelt material progress lins been
made toward putting our foreign sgervice on a
sounder footing, and It can no longer be sall
that the only rule which governs in appolnt-
ments and promotions is the rule of “spoils.”

In his article, after describing the British
gystem of lfe tenure and graduoa] promotion,
Mr. Depew said:

The contrasting conditions in our service
hardly need pointing out. There Is no prelim-
Inary preparation of any kind exacted of our
Ambassadors, Ministers and secretaries. Thelr
appointments are the politlcal patranage of
United States Benators and Representatives.
The career of a diplomat, so called. Is generally
contemporaneous with that of his sponsor and
patron; the former follows the latter Into pri-
vate life.

This statement is likely to leave the [mpres-
sion that in our diplomatic service, constituted
und regulated as It Is to-day, experience counts
for nothing and promotion for fitness is practi-
cally unknown. Such ideas are current in this
country, and even a trained historian llke Pro-
fessor Albert B. Hart was led to say in a re-
cent work—"Actual Government"—that there Is
“little or no prowotion in the diplomatic ser-
vice.” But any study of the diplomatle regls-
ter will show that this is far from being the
case. We hava at present eight diplomats with
the rank of Ambassador. Of these Whitelaw
Reld, at Loudon, was formerly Minister to
France and was a member of the commission
which negotiated the treaty of peace with
Spaln; Edwin H, Conger, at Mexico, was for-
merly Minister to China; Bellamy Storer, at
Vienna, was formerly Minister to Belgium and
to Spain; Henry White, at Rome, was former-
Iy secretary of embassy at London. Charle-
magne Tower, at Berlin; Robert 8. McCormick,
at Paris, and George vou L. Meyer, at St
Petersburg, have all served as Ambassadors at
other posts, and David E. Thompson, at Rio
Janeiro, was recently promoted from the grade
of Minlster.

With the Ministers In service promotion has
been even more conspieuously the rule. Said
Mr. Depew: “In most cases the consul general
“or minor Minister has never been outside this
“country and knows nothing of the manners
“and customs of the people among whom fate
“and the Administration have placed him." Is
this a fact to-day? Owm Ministers to China,
Japan, Cuba, Greece, the Argentine Republie,
Rumanla and Servia, Venezuela, Santo Domingo,
Corea, Persia and Moroeco have had previous
service as secretaries or consuls. Herbert W.
Bowen, recently Minister to Venezuela, was
also promoted from the consular ranks. Our
Ministers to Turkey, Belgium, Portugal and
The Netherlands have served previously as Min-
i=ters at other posts. Of the thirty officers of
this grade, therefore, fifteen have received
promotions—a record which should refute the
charge that there is no such thing as advance-
ment for fliness under our present system. In
both the diplomatic and consular services the
theory of permanent tenure and gradual pro-
motion is belng introduced, and we are secur-
ing a body of trained workers In both branches,
This revolution in method is not complete. But
in advoeating further reforms in this direction
due eredit should certainly be given for the
substantial progress alrendy made.

WATERWORKS TAXATION.
The judicial decision requiring this city to pay

works in Westchester County is dounbtlass un-
welcome to the local municipal authorities.

Moreover, the cliy’s ac-
quisition snd jmprovement of it had aetually
decreased the value, and the taxable value, of
the surrounding land by depriving it of water,
There were also other arguments advanced In

both law and equity, with the result that a de- |

clsion was finally given In accordance with the
contention of the towns,

This result will serve as a reminder to the
city of what It must expect elsewhere when it
invades other rural communities for the needed
extension of its water system. It must reckon
not only the cost of acquiring land and bullding
aqueducts and dams, bnt alse the permanent
charge of taxation upon the value of the im-
provements. The result will reassure rural
communities that they will not be despolled by
the city, but that they will actually profit from
its Invaslon of thelr térritory through an In-
crease of revenue from taxation. Perhaps that
cousideration wlill lessen the opposition of some
of the rural countles to the extension of the
clty’'s water system.
