BUT HYDE MAY RETIRE.

Possible Results of the Cotton
Scandal Investigation.

[FROM THE TRIRUYE BUREAU.]

Washington, July 13.—The Secretary of Agri-
eculture has no intention or expectation of re-
signing from the Cabinet hecause of the cotton
soandal which has occurred in hls Department.
This statement was made authoritatively to-
day. Secretary Wilson said that he had recelved
no instructions from the President and that he
had taken every step in connection with the
affair on his own Initiative,

The impression grows stronger, however, that
John Pyde, chief statisticlan of the Department
of Agriculture, will be asked to resign by the
time the investigution of his bureau ends, It Is
not beileved by those in possession of the facts
that Mr. Hyde will be found to have wviolated
his trust in any respect, but it is thought that
& oareful examination of his record as chief of
the Bureau of Statistics will show incompetence
and iack of administrative ability incompatible
writh his retention in his present important post,
Persons familiar with the history of the Bureau
of Btatistics since Mr, Hyde became It8 head
are confident that the investigation Instituted
by the Department of Justice will reveal numer-
ous instances of bad judgment on the part of the
chief, and that it will become obvious 1o the In-
westigators that Mr. Hyde is not suited to the
heavy responsibilities which devolve on the chiet
statistician,

It 1s asserted that Holmes, the former asso-
clate statistician, 1s not the only employe of the
bureau who has apparently lived far beyond his
income. It is =aid that a house was purchased
and a trip to Europe was taken by an employe,
who boasted of having $1000 1o spend abroad,
and whose salary, desplie the fact that an In-
crease wos secured at every favorable oppor-
tunity, 4i@ not warrant such expenditures. The
investigntors will also find that on one occasion
this employe came into vielent collislon with the
Clivil S8ervice Commission, having furnished to
contestants in a epecial examination copies of
the questions prepared for the examination, and
at that time it required great efforts on the part
of Mr. Hyde and Secretary Wilson 1o save the
man from prompt dismissal at the instance of
ihe commission.

While it may be Impossible to prove actual
wrongdoing on the part of Mr. Hyde's sub-
ordinates other than Holmes, whe, despite the
fact that he bore the title of “associate statis-
‘clan,” was a subordinate of the chief of the
bureau, it is believed that the Investigators will
disocover a state of demorallzation which could
not have existed under a competent administra-
tive officer. It is further declared that the
repords will show that on many occasions See-
metary Wilson called the attention of Mr, Hyde
1o the fact that there were ugly rumors regard-
fng leaks in his pureayp, and that in every in-
stanoe Mr. Hyde not only assured the secretary
that every one of his subordinates was truat-
waorthy, but that the system emploved rendered
such leaks impossible, and Secretary Wilson,
whose confidencee in Mr. Hyde's ability appears
not to have been shaken, accepted his state-
ments as proof that ne leaks had occurred,

Fhlle Secretury Wilson undoubtedly believes
that the recent investigation was thorough, be-
cause o large percentuge of the employes of
the statistical bureau were examined, [t is as-
serted Ly some members of that bureay that no
one was investigaiced but Holmes; that sll the
questions asked bore only on his relation to the

crop estimates, and that no attempt was made
10 ascertain the possibie relations of others with
the udmitted leak.

That the investigation conducted by District
Attorney BEeach or by the Secret SBervice opera-
tives will, if thorough, Lring to lght & number
of cases in which Mr. Hyde has either misled
Secretary Wilson or has himself been sariously
pisied 13 regarded as certain. By his own em-
ployes Mr. Hyde is described 8 a man of strong
likes and distikes, glven to “playing favorites”
and blind to faults in those who win his regard
~—in other words, as 8 man without judgment
in desling with subordinates,

When asked to-day what he had to say re-
garding the intimations of Secretary Cheatham
and other cotton men thit he was not possessed
of proper ability, Mr., Hyde sald:

It is unnecessary that“I reply to Mr, Cheatham's
inferences. 1 will make only this statementi: In
Mr. Holmes, who was my associate and not my
subordinate, I had the most impdicit confidenca. He
was apparently most capable, and no seggostion of
mine for further safeguarding the fligures, as
thought, was unbeeded. In 1%0 1 was absent from
the bureau for eight months, partially on sccount of

A pew poesible complainant against Charles H.
Ahle, the prisoner in the Tombs whose examina-

tion on the charge of attempted extortion is set
for 11 &. m. to-day, communicated yesterday with
Paul Krotel, Mr. Jerome's deputy, who has charge
of Ahle's cuse. While the name of the new ecom-
plainant was not disclosed, Mr. Krotel sald he was
# prominent musiclan of the ecity. According to
the story he told, he was approached much as was
Edwin M. Post, on whose complaint Ahle was
arrested.  Unitke Mr. Post. the musiciun decided
it was better to pay $600 for a subscription to.
“America’s Smart Set” than have a disagreeable
etory about him published.

While all the details of the case were not made
known to Mr. Krotel yesterday, enoygh was told
to make it clear that the canvasser for the costly
book went to the musiclan and told him that
*“Town Toplcs” had ready for publication the story
of a scandal about. him, but that the publication
would be stopped iIf the would subscribe
for the hook to be brought out by the Society
Editors" Association, of which Charles 8. Waynes,
Editor of “Town Toples,” was also the chief edi-
tor. The musiclun said he wus not sure thut the
mun who approached him and obtained his $560
wus ANle, and he asked that a photograph of the
mun in the Tombs be shown to him.  Mr. Xrotel
armanged to have a photogruph sent to the musi-
clan.

Mr. Krotel yesterday had before him as witnesses
M. E. Wooster, the originator of “Amerien’s Smart
Bet."” and the manager of the Soclety Editors® Asso-
clution, tugether with Willlam M. Dantels, the asso-
clation’s treasurer. It was explalned by them that
the ldea of publishing a book to cost each sub-
scribed $500 was origina with Wooster, whe had
been successful in his earller plan for the publlca-
tion by **Town Toples” of “Fads and PFancles '
which cost each subscriber $1,WM. Wooster sald he
had & contract for the subscriptions to “Fads and
Fancles" by which he recelved 80 per cent of the
amount of the subscriptions. Thers were 100 sub-
seribers, he sald, and he recelved §75.000, The re-
madning §5,000, he satd, had been divided among
W. D. Munn, Justice Juseph M. Deuel, of the Court
of Bpecial Bessions, and “The Town Toples” Com-
pany. The subscriptions, Wooster sald, were pald
In more than two years ago, hut the book had not
been published yest,

Wooster s2i4 ne had organized the Soclety
Editors’ Associatlon in 1904; that it bad not been
incorporated, In splte of the requirement of the
Iaw that such associations must be incorporated
within thirty days of their formaton and In viola-
tinn of Sveflon 358 of the Penal Code, muking it a
misdemeanor not to comply with such regulstion,

At first Wooster was the whole concern, but in
July, 15, he took In Wayne. Wooster sald that
he himself got the first tén or fifteen subscriptions
for the “Bmart Bet,” but later had employed as
salicitors L. M. Morris and Walter Gage and an-
other man in Chocago, who was discharged for
alleged erookedness,

Wooster sald that recently Ahle had been the
only solicitor. He said the subseriptions had al-
rf::u!}‘ brought in more than 80,00, of which
Wayne got 10 per cent. At the time of his em-
ployment Able received 25 per cent commission
on subscriptions, which was later ralsed by
Wooster to B per cent and 2zain to 4 per cent
The concern hanked with the Windsor Trust Com-
pany. Wooster sald he never knew that Ahle
Bot as high as $.50 for a subscription, but that
he wias permitted 1o charge $LOM in SOMS ruses,
the inducement belng the publication of the pleture
of the subscriber, or of his horses, or his automo-
blle, or someithing of tho sort. Wooster promised
to produce all the books and Papers of the con-
rern at the request of Mr. Krotel and to show all
disbursements,

Daniels told Mr. Krotel that us treasurer he
had no interest in the coneern other than that he
advanced SLO00 to put the deal on fits feat, for
which advance he was o get a bonus of 31500,
He sald that the $l,uW had been returned to him
and thut of the bonus he had recelved 31,200,
When the £330 remaining was pald he was to gever
his counectlon with the scheme.

Woester, and the prinung
and binaing of the book would take ncariy all the
rest, he thought, Euch copy, he sald, would be
illustruted by nand drawings on every page, and as
the “Town Topies” company had to pay all the
expenses of getting out the work It m.gﬂt not be
& paying venture for the company, The work on
the book, ne said, Lad been going on steadily for
mare than two years, and the coples probably
would be ready for distribution to the subscribers
in asbout a mo‘-uh_

Only the coples actually subseribed for would be
rrlmed_ he sald, with the exception of two copics
or the Congressional Library, one cony for the
New-York Public Library, one copy for the British
Muyseum, and one for the files of "Town Toples™
After the copies were printed, he sald, the plates
would be destroyed.

The executlve committee of the Clty Club,
through Secretary Lawrence Velller, announced
yesterday In a formal stutement that it has
proof that subordinate officinls of the Western
Union Telegraphk Company have been supply-
ing poolrooms with racing news up to the pres-
ent tlme. The statement affirms the confidence
of the executive committee in the Integrity of
its agents and calls the affidavits made by West-
ern Union officlals a few days ugo “only a
clever denial that anything technically 1illegal
is being done within New-York City.” The City
Club's statement reads, in part, as follows:

The City Club's executlve committee ol
recognizes that the resolutions passed by the
executive committee of thal company vesterday
will In &ll probability deprive the poolrooms of
the Western Union service, provided that the
officlals of the company perform thelr duty hon-
estly. The City Club has plenty of Teason to
believe that thie has not been the case in the
past, and that while the directors have intended
to ablde by their pledge of a year ago their In-
structions have been violated by thelr subordi-
