&and ths Empress and imperial princesses, whose
highes. ambpition I8 to further the progress of
thelr sex, will not fall to take advantage of It

THE UNMARRIED WOMAN,

“0Of oourse, the progress of civilizsation always
brings women to the fore As soon as they are
efucated—and Japaness women ere highly edu-
cated-—they want to use their education. Bnt
the war must hasten this natural trend of
evenia. The unmarried woman earning her own
Uving and standing alone has heretofore been
unknown in Japan Now, thers must be many
Michk women Thelr husbands, or the men who
would have become thelr husbands have besn
dlled. I don't suppose we will ever know how
meny men have been killed in this war, and In
Jepan this i 2 new thing In the Cpolness war
the joss of life was slight, and previous to that
the country had besn at peace for a couple of
bhundred years. Thus the onmarried woman was
noknown, and her appearances now must affeot
the position of the sex profoundly.

“The great need of the Japanese women at this
time is Industrial and practical education. Edu-
oAtion of the highest kind they have haed befors,
B8t it has lacked on the prectical side. Now
every one seema Lo recognize that this must be
changed %

OCCUPATIONS OPEN TO HER.

“In secking & means of livellhood the Japaness
womsn will find & good many occupations open
to her. In many cases the only difference from
her ordinary situation will be that she will work
infdependently instead of In association with her
husband Women are already engaged in most
of the trades, and they are the shopkespers of
the country. They usually take entire charge of
thelr husband's business, and therefore they
bave become expert eccountants &nd book-
keepers,

“The Empress introduced the profession of
trained nursing into Japan, and now there s an
&rmy of nurses. This, I think, must lead to the
adoption of the medical profession by women,
a8 there is a strong feeling In Japan in favor of
wWomen physiclans for women and children.

REVERENCE FOR TEACHERS,

"Thbe highest profession in Japan for either sex
i3 that of teacher. The tescher is absolutsly
revered, and members of the highest families
enter the profession.

“Enowing what I do of the ambition and
energy of the Japanese woman, I have no doubt
that the results of these new conditions will be
fer reaching, but, whatever progress they make,
I hope that they will never give up their beau-
tiful home education, and I hope that life will
never become so hard for them as for American
women.

Buch a pushing and crushing to
gain a place of vantage., Express trucks were used
tor impromptu grandstands.

As soon 23 tha traln was brought to a stop the
urchins be?m piling from the coaches. Some of
them were In such & hurry that they fell over those
in front of them and the brakemen who stood near
had to catch them to prevent their falling to the
platform and belng Injured. At lust they were all
off the train, and then J. Kelly and Mrs. Roospach,
the commlittee in charge of the children from The
Tribune, began allotting them to the ones who ha
made arrangements to take them for two weeks

Bince their arrival here they have been as well
behaved a loi of children as any one could wish
to sen. In years past there have always been nu-
merous reports of trouble caused by the Fraah Alr
children, but so fer this year not one word of oom-
