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FISH FROM BERMUDA.

Large Consignment of Fine Species
Arrives at Aquarium.

The Bermuda fish at the Aquarium were very
glad to get news from home yesterday afternoon,
when 50 flsh from their native waters arrived. It
was some time, however, before the new fish had
strengih enough to chat, for they were dreadfully
tired after their journey. The ladyfish, who
looked exiremely smart in s yellow skirt and blue
walst, wes in a state of complete collapse, and
when placed in her new home could enly lle on the
flogr and gusp. The hinds wors an expression of
lugubrious woe. It was evident that they didn't
know what to make of the changss and chances of
this mortal life.

The poor fishes have & pretty hard time on the
voyage from Bermuda to New-York, although it
is a short one. Their quarters on shipboard must
necessarily be cramped, and after passing the Gulf
Stream it Is Impossible to change their water be-
cause of the fall in the temperature of the cocean.
All that can be done after that is to pump alr into
their cans. But they revive In a wonderfully short
time after baing put inte the tanks at the Aquari-

the bay. end thercfere mingled with the fresh
watler of the rivar. Inside of gn hour most of the
angelfishes that arrived yesterday wore swimming
around as lively as ever. They are called angel-
fishes hecnuse of thelr long, sweeping fins and their
extreme Leauty, but they are anything but an-
gellc in charncter and are much glven to nshIJnf.
The exquisite lttle bridefishes also revived quickly
and swam about thelr tank In iridasscsnt Joveliness,

The fish were in the usual conditlon when they
arrived. About fifieen or sixteen died on the way
and a few others may die in the course of accil-
matization. This is not all the resuil of the voyrags
and change of air, for there are always some that
are Injured in the process of capture.

There were twenty-four cles in yeaterday's
consignment, all of them familiar to the Aguarium
visitors. As the Aguarium has been getting flsh
from Bermuda for the [nst elzht yvears, it would be
hard 1o find anything new for its tanks.

There will be thiree other consignments arriving
at intervals of two weeks during the summer and
making about & thousand fish in all
