TWO KILLED IN COLLISION.

Head-on Smash Between Freight

Roanoke, Va., July 16.—Two men were killed
and four Infured {n a head-on collision between
two frelght trains to-day one mile north of
Midvale, Va., on the Bhenandoah Division of
the Norfolk and Western Rallway.

C. E. Eargenbright, of Roanoke, engineer, who
was scalded on legs and hands and cut about
the arms, will recover; William Willlamson, of
Roanoke, fireman, scalded and cut, will re-
cover; Isom Mason, of Roanoke, fireman, seri-
ously burned on body and legs. The Injured
men are in the Roanoke City Hospital.
