While attendlng an excuralon of the Frel Ar-
biu.r Schumer Association of New-York last
night at Rlverview Grove, oppoalte Yonkers,
Miss Ella Ossoffeky. nlneteeu years old, of No.
821 Sutter-ave.. Brooklyn. was kllled; Sam Kats.
*r*f No. 56 Rutgera-at.. New-York, had a leg
broken. and others were slightly Injured by a

falling bowlder. The excuralon party filled two
l-argep, leavlng the foot of Market-st., East
Itlver, at 8 o'cloek.
As soon as they reached the grove several

started to cllmb to the top of the PalLsades.
Miss Ossoffeky was acoompanied by Benjamln
L*»vy. «f Brooklyn, to whom she was en-
caged to be married. and a nurnber of
friendr?. Some one ln advance loosened a
1'owlder about four feet ln diameter and aent lt
trashlng to the foot of the hill. The young
wornan and her party did not see lt comlng.The girl was struck ln the back, recelving a
fractured akull and a broken leg. The young
woman was taken to Yonkers by Charles Alll-
.on and three friends ln a gasolene launch, but
ehe was dead when they arrlved there.

Man Held as Witness.Gives Testi-
mony at Conklin Inquest.

Igroaa was called as a wltneea, and he became
graraxly coafused under the flre of auestlona from
tb* -orroaer. He admltted on tbe atand that he
had *.ault**- aeveral women ln and about Conk-
llatown, and further t»nfe**ed that about a year
ago th* atotber of the dead girl, Mrs. Mary
C-waila. trisd to force hlm to marry Llllle Conk-
lln. a r-tater af tb* oaad girl. He admltted that he
left town at tb* time. and thus avoided tbe raai -

STRUCTURES FILED LAST WEEK.

A falr volume of business was transacted last

week in the real estate market. One of the prtn-
cipal deals of tha week was th* sale by Thomas
Healy, the well known restaurant proprletor. of the
Hotel Lincoln property at the nortbwest corner of
62d-st. and Broadway through John P. Klrwan and
Bell tt Co. He bought the property about three
months ago from Thomas P. Breslin, of Waterford,
N. -"., who owned lt for many years. He pald Mr.
Breslin about 3375,000 for the paxcel. The present
purchase price waa about $425,000. The property ls
a six story structure, on a plot frontlng 100 feet ln
B2d-at. and ln Broadway. Mr. Healy lntended to
replace the present building wlth a fourteen atory
flreproof hotel.
Mr. Healy has been ldentlfled wlth the real estate

market for *ome years. It was learned last week
that he waa also the buyer of the Colonial, a six

Ingslde-ave. West, recently completed by the West
Side Ccnstruct'on Company, of which Jacob A-telrOd
is president. Mr. Healy is also building a fourteen
story bachelor hotel at the southeast corner of
67tb-st. and Broadway. He also owns a nlne atory
flreproof apartment house on the east side of
Broadway, between 98th and 99th sts.

"The Real Estate Record and Gulde" say_ ln Its

last lssue regarding the real estate situatlon ln
part as follows: "The real estate market has at
last settled down to a state of mldsummer calm.
The number of transactions reported is extremely
small. and thelr lmportance is smaller still. Nine
out of every tt-n con-ist of flathouses and tenement
houses, in whlch a certain arnount of trading Ib
always taking place; but the market ts exhlbltlng
no new tendencles. The demand for vacant lots
remalns meagre; and no indicatlon is being afford-
ed of the form which the activlty will take ln
the fall. Tn the meantime brokers are beginnlng to
be very busy with the fall rentlng, and upon the
results of this business tiie building operations of
the comlng season will largely depend. It ls un¬
derstood that rentlng conditions eontinue to be
very satisfactory all over the city, and in all kinds
of property. lt is possible for landlord6 to lncrease
rents etiil further in many tnstances; and there
are no lndicatlons of overbuilding ln any lm¬
portant kind of lmprovement. This fact assures
another year of wholesome activlty ln New-York
real estate. The pace wtll probably be a little
more moderate than lt has been during the last
season. because there will not be the same excuse
for speculatlon in vacant land: but a dlmlnution
ln the arnount of speculation ln unlmproved prop¬
erty compared to tne arnount of building and ln-
veetment operations will be a beneflt rather than
a drawback to the market."
