In it he strongly urges on Mayor
MoClellan the necessity of establishing as soon as

.OMlhle an adequate plant tor the proper filtration
of the local water supply. He asserts that the
water supply Is responsible for g large percentage
Of the cases of typhoid fever and several of the
dlarrhcral diseases.
In 1800 there were 718 deaths from typhoid fever

la this city. In IS*, there were «1 deaths in the
S.412 cam* of typhoid reported. In the last five
pears the death rate from typhoid has varied from
¦J to 20.S in _00.«t0..
Ssys Dr. Darlington:
Th« time has surely come -when the proper con¬

servation of public, health demands that filtVr-d
water omty shall he served to communities. Filtra¬
tion ip nolonger a_ experiment. A well made a__d

trill remove *-4 per cent of the bacteria from
the water. beaMaa mmt of the organic and in-
oiganic materials suspended therein.

The adoption «if filters In Europe is
not con. red to thickly populated districts» The
city of LlveTpo<¿. .England, takes It water fiom
an sln_ost uninhabited reglen of the Welsh Moun¬
tains, but ths wattr, however, Is carefully fil¬
tered.

BIG RAILROAD MERGER.

Roads Forming Connection of Eastern
Wabash System to Combine Soon.

The combination into a single property Of the
roads which will form the connections of the Wa¬
bash system east of Pittsburg will soon be effected,
according to a special dispatch from Baltimore to
a Wall Stree; news bureau. The properties to be
included in the consolidation, which wiU probablybe known as the Western Maryland Railroad Com¬
pany, are the present Western Maryland, the Poto¬
mac Valley of Maryland, the Potomac Valley Rail¬
road of West Virginia, the Western Maryland Tide¬
water Railroad, the piedmont and CumberlandRailroad of Maryland, the Piedmont and Cumber¬land Railroad of West Virginia, the West VirginiaCentral and Pittsburg of Muyland, the Weat Vir¬ginia Central and Pittsburg of West Virginia andthe ( oal and Iron Railroad. The consolidation willresult in the actual ownership of the corpus of thevarious companies by the Western Maryland, In¬stead of the ownership of their stocks, as Is nowthe i-as*>.
I'pon the completion of the consolidation the sub¬sidiary companies will be "dissolved. The linea InPennsylvania controlled by the Westwn Marylandwill not be affecte»! by the merger.

WINS OLD MIXE SUIT.

Tliomas F. Walsh Sued by Former
Partner.

Thomas F. Welsh, of Colorado, yesterday won

a suit in the United States Circuit Court, brought
against him by John A» Thompson, a New-York
mining broker, and former Colorado prospector,
who claimed a half-Interest in the Westerner's
millions, by virtue of an oral agreement made
years ago In the mountains of the San Juan coun¬
try of Colorado. In the opinion,, handed down by
United States Circuit Court Judge Platt, the court
dismissed the complaint of Mr. Thompson with
many interesting comments.
According to the petition of the plaintiff. In 1S75

Mr. Walsh was prospecting" In the mountains of
Ouray County, Colorado. Mr. Thompson visited
the San Juan country of Colorado, and met Mr.
Walsh. Mr. Thompson declares that he and Walsh
at that time located several claims, among them
the "Oro Cache," or, in English, "Hidden Gold.*'
This and other properties. Mr. Thompson admits,
were abandoned on the advico of Walsb as worth¬
less.
Later he developed Oro Cache, and Thompson

sought to prove by the evidence of Mrs. Thomp¬
son, the existence of the oral agreement be¬
tween himself and Walsh concerning the division
of profits from that mine.
Tho opinion states that the plaintiff began get-ting evidence In support of his claim, but said

nothing of It. and continued upon good terms
with Walsh and the latter's family. Walsh, the
opinion reads, "forgave Thompson a debt of $500,which courtesy Thompson accepted, while his plansfor obtaining half of Walsh's fortune went mer-
rily on."
All of the circumstances, "when pieced together."decides Judge Platt, "fail to spell out the shadow

of an oral'agreement upon which this suit is based.
The plaintiff's case is without the shadow of a
foundation. The bill is dismissed."

WASH DAY'1 TROUBLE.

Jersey Farmers Are Now Barred
from Wreck Pond Beach.

Bea Girt. July 28 (Special1..No more may the
Jersey farmer disport himself on the famous "Jer¬
sey wash day" at Wreck Pond, as he has done
from time immemorial. The land company which
controls that part of Sea Girt has decreed that the
"PIners" and other Jersey farmers must hold
their "wash" at the inlet to the ManasquanRiver. Instead of at Wreck Pond.
For years back tho annual "wash day" has

been held at Wreck Pond.not a single oldest in¬
habitant for a hundred miles being able to re¬
member a year wherein it has been omitted.
Who started the custom is not known, but for

years all the farmers within a radius of one hun¬
dred miles of Sea «lirt have climbed Into their hay
wagons and family carryalls and started for Sea
Girt. The "wash" is always held the second Sat¬
urday in August, and the farmers often have to
start the preceding Wednesday or Thursday to
reach the surf in time. More fakirs than attend
a county fair gather at the beach during the
"wash " and it is partly their presence that has
caused the summer residents from Seabrlght to
Bay Head to protest. In addition to the fakirs,
there have always been crowds of venders of apple¬
jack and other potent beverages, which have
caused much disorder. Some years, had It not
been for the wisdom of their horses, few Jersey
farmers would have reached home. The crowds
at the "wash" have increased each year, until
last year It was estimated that from 2S.000 to
|O,OO0 persona were present.
