The death, either by accident or design, of Wal¬
ter Sullivan, of San Antonio, Tex., east a ploom
over the entire ship.

Mr. Sullivan was evidently in good
aptrits on Wednesday evenlng and bought two cf
the pools auctioned off on the day's run. He later
played cards with a party of friends. Representa¬
tive McKlnley and a friend were seated on the
main deck about midnight, when she exclaimed
that a man had fallen overboard. He reassured
her. but It _eems probable that it waa the body
of the ill-fated your.g man that she had seen flash
by her and sink in the blackness of the sea, for
a thorouph st-arch of the ship the following morn¬

ing showed that he was lost. Mr. Su'livan was
about twenty-four years old and was recently
grnduated from college.
The commander of ihe Manchtrria is Captain J.
W Saunders, a veteran of the Pacific, and he ls
exerting himself wlth abundant success to make.
the trip pieasant for all on board. The crew num¬
bers 28. of whom 204 are Chlnamen. The o*_lcers
of the ship say that no better sailors can be found
than the stolid ar.d indifferent, but active and
loyal. Orientals.

BUSH AT ELLIS ISLAND.

Undesirable Immigrants Pouring In,
Mr. Sargent Says.

Ift.om the raiatiaa BrREAt;.]
Washington, Aug. 3.."Never in all the trlps

that I have made to Ellis Island have I seen so

many immigrants of the undesirable class." said
Frank P. Sargent, Commissioner General of Im-
mlgration, to-day.
Mr. Sargent has just returned to the city from

a visit to the Ellis Island station, and while he
disclaimed any desire to spread a sensational
rumor he repeated more than once the statement
above quoted.
As to the cause for this condition, he sug-

gested that probably all the desirable Immigrants
had come Into the country' early in the summer

and that the present class npresents those who
could not get passage earlier. Steamship com¬

panies are now accepting a less desirable class
than during the rush season.

Mr. Sargent does not intimate that steps will
be taken to turn back these latest arrivals. He
thinks the year's average will balance up fairly
well despite present conditions. Mr. Sargent
said that he found everything else satisfactory
at Ellis Island. In the hot period of two weeks
ago the sanitary precautions and medical at¬
tendanee were such that no deaths occurred.
This. in view of the crowded condition of the
station at that time. he considered a trlbute to
its management.
Mr. Sargent is in favor of the plan suggested

by Commissioner Watchorn that a union railroad
station for the excluslve use of immigrants be
erected at a conventent polnt on the Jersey
shore. He has informally approved the scheme,
believing it will simplify matters both from the
Itrunigration Bureau's point of view and also
from that of the railroads.

CORK BLIXDS GIRL.

Mr. Bailey took the girl to the Wills
Eye Hospital, Philadelphia, where it was found
that the eye wa.<- sightlesa. It was removed to
save the sight of the left eye.

Filipinos Hope IIe WiU I'nravel
Many Knottji Tangles.

(From an occaalona] eorrespondent of The Tribune.)
Manila, P. I.. July 1..The government and the

people are making extensive preparations to enter-
tain the Secretary of War and his party during
their stay in the Philippines. They wlll be met by
the Governor and Civil Comm_-.sii.ri. aecornpaaJedby all the minor officials able to b. In Manila when
the party arrtves. The military will turn out in
full force, and the different commercial and social
organtzations have arranged a aerlea >f rec?ptior.sand dinners. only equalled by the similar cliain of
entertainment tendered the Secretary of War be¬
fore he left here two years agoThe vlBit of the Becretary at this time will be
most opportune. There are many knotty questionswhieh it is hoped his tact and sl.ii.ui persistence.e-il help to unravel. The opening of the rallwaya.tbe flr-al settlement of the friar land*.- titl-_-, the
reduction of the civil staff. the reorganizatlon of
the conatabulary and the raadjuatmeut of tbe in¬
ternal revenue laws are waiting his arrivai.
Since Secretary Taft's departure there has been

a steady Improvement ln conditions ln tbe Philip¬
pines. but. unfortunately, not as rapid nor aa satis¬
faetory as during his regtitfa This is not the fault
of (Governor Wright or his Cabinet. but is tho re¬
sult of certain unforeaeen davelopmenta in the
Beneral scheme of paciflcatioa aad exploitatlon
adopt- d by the United States government. While
Governor Wright ts looked upon with the greatest
honor and reapect by the Filipinos, ho h:is not so
well developed a senae of humor, nor bas he the
patienie and "joliying" power whieh enabled Sec¬
retary Taft to handle tbe intricata questions neees-
aarily arlalng in tbe government of a foreign and
illit.-ra.o people by an Ameriean commission.
Tho character of the Flliplno is unf.ithotnable;

its elusivc-ness has been commented upon by ai!
who have ghen a thought tc the question. Proba¬
bly the best T.-imple possible of the Inabillty of
the Caucasian to fathom the Malay was givea hy
a Spanish priest who lor years was supposed to be
studying the Filipino character, recordlng his ob-
servations in an immense lomc which h. kept un¬
der lock ard key, giving instructions that it should
not be opened until his dtath. ln time the
venerable father was taken away. After due for-
mality the book was opened in tlie presence of the
Are h bishop and oiher high digr.itaries of the
Church. From beginning to end the pages were
blank. Tucked carefully away in the corner of the
leather binding inside ihe last cover, as if he feared
to spoll the virginity oi the white pages by his last
summing up, a note was found, on which, m.the
trembling hand of the aged invostigator, was writ¬
ten: "The foregoing pages contain all I know of
the people of the Phllipplne Islands."
A recent example, showing how unreliable are

the Filipinos, oceurred at the time President Roose¬
velt offered Secretary Taft a position on the Su¬
preme beneh.
The natlve Ieaders were afraid that a change of

administration at this particular time njieht weakeu
their power and bring on a more unsettled s'_ate of
affuirs. Working along these lines, they r,._;j.jon<?d
the President that Taft be retained. The streets
of Manila were placarded with signs reading
"Queremos a Taft" (We want Taft). ln the prov¬
lnces even more striking and forcible sentiments
were expressed.

It remained for the town of Llpa, noted as being
the hotbed of insur. ection, to cap the elimax of
this agitation by placing the Governor in the
equlvocal posltion of leading an embryo lnsurree-
tion.
The Governor, accompanled by other members "of

the commission, left Manila for tbe purpose of
lnvestigating conditions in the Pro vi nce of Batan-
gas. After ascending the Paslg River and cross¬

ing the Laguna de Bay to Calamba. the Governor
took army eseort wagons to complete the ovcrland
journey to the capital of the provlaee.
The party wa& augmented from time to time

by native bands and walking delegations from the
different villages cn route. Tlie last town of any
size before reaching the city of Batangas was

Lipa. Here gathered the entire populaee of the
pueblos. with some three hundred or four hun¬
dred natives marshalled in marching order, with
bands and illuminations galore.
The Governor was much pieased with the ap-

parent warmness of his reception, and "noticed
with pride" the banners bearin gthe inscription
"Queremos a Taft." "Viva los EE. VV,'' and other
equally significant sentences.
As was usual in such cases, the Governor made

a short speech, in which he thanked the worthy
people for thelr efforts on bel.alf of good govern¬
ment. and, leaning back in his lmpromptu carriage
of state. indulged ln a dream of the days when
the military should be no more. when the sweet
dove of peace should descend upon his beloved
people. and the world at large recognize that the
Taft conciliatory policy was tbe only one sure to
succeed with an Oriental people.
Darkness had descended in troplcal splendor ere

the processlon reached Batangas, which, illuminated
in honor of the arrivai of the Governor. glowed
like a scene from Fairyland. The bands in the
procession were discoursin.e; tbeir national airs. the
populaee was cheering. and all seemed ns fes'ive
and gay.and patriotic.as even the smiling Gov¬
ernor could wish.
Great was the arplause. fervent the music, and

as the procession wove Its way through the web
of streets and enierpcri on to the plaza. where the
Governor was to alight. the cheering of the Ameri¬
ean soldiers and clvilians seemed to add the one
touch necessary to complete tlie picture of r.ea -e

which bad occupied the Governor's mlnd during the
last stages of his journey.
Snidder.ly the cheering and the music stopped as

if by magic. and soon arose the atrains of "Agui-
naldo's March.'* played in .1 most fec-ling manner by
the band which. accompanieri the Llpa eontingent,
ar 1. horror oi* horrors, th>; loscriptions on the ban¬
ners now read:
"Jf we don't have Taft we insurrecC"
"Taft or war'"
"Taft tiie next king of the Philippines!"
Again had thi- -wily Tagal gr-t the best of his

overlord. lt was one of those situations which
called for thnt dlacreet sllence an.i bui eel reason-
ableneaa whieh h« had so often nreacbed to his
Ameriean confrerea, ann wi-h a sigh and a wave
of liij hand the worthy liovernor dismissed his
eseort of honor and his dream of peace -md en¬

tered into the .quarters prepared for him by the
militarj

story was circulated by aome persons in China.
His informant said that he had looked into the
matter and found that a private physiclan in
Hong Kong was charging Chinamen consider¬
able sums of money for inspecting them and
telling them whether or not they wou.d pass
muater as to their health when thev reached
thls country. Chief Wilkie did not follow the in-
fonnattan given him. as it was not ln his line.
Secretary Shaw, when asked about the storyto-day, said he recently received a letter from

a man asking for facta about the Secret Ser-
vi. .¦.

"I wrote him." said the Secretary. "that T was
sorry to say that if I should tell him all hewanted to know the Secret Service would nolonger be secret." That was rhe extent of thein.i.rniation fumished by the Secretary.While the object of the trip of Chief Wilkie
*l'.ad is not stated at the department The
Tribune announeed .vuen he sailed for China
tbat he would look into the issue of fraudulent
certificates to immigrants. A year or so ago
some consular officers were dismlssed from the
service on the ground that they were guilty of
afflxing thelr consular seals to false certificates.which were sold to Chinamen for large sums. It
was alleged by the men who were dismisstd
that the seals were stolen and used bv the gangissulng the certificates. The certificates have
continued to be issued since the dismissals of
the consuls, and this government is anxious to
cateh the gang now operating with the seals.

I10TC1IASE FOR *;AMBLERS

Chicago Police Catch Fourteen .After
Race Around the Lake.

Chicago, Aug. 3..Gamblers intent on playing
the races and policemen determlned to prevent
all racetrack betting on Lake Michigan had an

exciting struggle to-day. Policemen and gam¬
blers raced around the lake. first into Michigan
waters, then close to the shore of Illinois, and
then into the jurisdiction of Indiana.
The net result of the day was the capture of

fourteen weary marine gamblers. who floated
ashore at South Chicago in a launch. All the
others, after a hot chase by the police ln a fire
tug. escaped to Indiana Harbor. Ind., and made
their way ashore outside of the jurisdiction of
the Chicago pcllce.
Chief of Police Collins announced two days

ago that he would no longer permit the opera¬
tion of the floating poolroom City of Traverse.
He asserted that he would arrest all men who
attempted to board the steam-r. saying that
they were about to coramit an illegal act which
brought them within police jurisdiction.
The gamblers clrcumvented the chlef of py-

lice at the outset by causing the steamer Ctty of
Traverse to be run out into the lake, where she
lay all through the morning waiting for the
eargo of bettors. Large details c>f police were

placed on the shore, guurding the approaches to
all points from which the gamblers might make
their way to the lake. The authoritles expected
that the bettors would leave Chicago on the
City of Traverse. but instead of this a smali ex-

cursion steamer, the Eagle. had been chartered,
and the gamblers. v-alking past the police, em-

barked and started for the City of Traverse.
which was rolling around in inidlak.-. The po¬
lice were powerles:; t>. intercept any of the "ex-
cursionists." as they called themselves, and
watehed them sail away to place their money on

the races.

The announced programme of the managers of
the floating poolroom -was that aU passengers
would be landed at 92d-st. South Chicago, where
the Calumet River empties into Lake Michigan.
Chief Collins, balked in his attempt to prevent
the sailing of the gamblers on the Eagle, trans-

ferred his forces to 02d-st. and posted them
along the shore in such a manner that lt would
have been impossible for any man from the Clty
of Traverse or the Eagle ty set fcKit on shore and
t scape arr"st, Late in the day the Eagle steamed
into the harbor at South Chicago loaded with
200 men who were anxious to reach shore. As
soon as the boat was well In the bridge was

swung behind it. With escape to the lake cut
off by the bridge and no possible chance of a

safe landlng on shore the case of the gamblers
for a time looked desperate. The Eagle clrcled
around ln the harbor, blowing her whistle for
the bridge to turn and allow the steamer to re¬

turn to the lake. The police stood on the shore
and laughed, feeling confldent that lt was only
a question of time before the passengers of the
Eagle would be in their power.
A mud scow came up and whistled for the

bridge to open. The bridge tender was com¬

pelled to swing the bridge. and the Eag'.e. plant-
ing her bow squarely in the stern of the mud
scow. crowded it e-losely as it passed through
the bridge, and then ran for the open lake.
As soon as the police discovered the approach

of the mud scow and reallzed that the bridge
must open. they made a rush for the fire tug
Toscmite. and by the time the Eagle was enter-

Ing the lake the tug was tearing after it. loaded
wlth policemen. The Eagle headed directly tow¬

ard tii" waters which are within the jurisdiction
of Indiana, "ith the Tosemlte in chase. The

steadily drew away from the tug. and
afi«r a run oi t- poUce were foreed to

give i:*> the chase and retu: :i to _**outh Chicago.
