He was then the foremost sanitary expert
ln the country. Alth-pugh he must have known

the danger he went to Havana and cieaned it.
He returned late in the fall of 1886 and died
from yellow fever at. his home in this city.

Dr. Doty says he reme_mberts Colonel Waring
reaehing Quarantine He told Dr. Doty that,
except for an annoyIng headache. he felt per¬
fectly well. He was to have gone direct to

Washington. but on reaehing the city became
..enoufly ill and dled a few- days later.
Confending that the death of Smlth need give

no cause for alarm. Dr. Doty recalled that there
was tr.oie reason for alarm in 1897 and 1S0S,
v.hen the entire Cjban port was qu-arantined.
He said:

During that acai neariy every vessel that
came from the southern countries had one or

more vtotims of tho disease. Some of them
died In those days there were not as Btrlct
quarantlne regulations as now. We held no one
unlesr- there were positive symptoms of the
distafe Now we have a preeaution that ls a

guarantee against even the remotest possibility
Of this disease entering the port.the hoiding of
every passenger, first class or seeond. offlce;*; or

crew. having an ahnormal temperature.
There is no odad, as I liave said before, for

alarm. Yellow fever cannot enter the clty un¬
der the pirict regulations now at -Quarantine
"We take no risks Every nian. woman and child
.with high teniperatures must rest ewhita OB the
Islands until their teniperatures are normal.
That ia the only way we can detect the disease.
There have been two hundred such removed
during the laat few weeks. and it is a notable
fact that only three cases of yellow fever were
found among them. Two were fatal, the third
recovered.
Of course there were quite a few who had

malarla Neariy all had symptoms of that dis¬
ease. and that is the disease we have to \vatch
cksoely lt is deceiving. The line between tn;v-
larial fever is so thin that it takes some days'
study to diagnose a yellow fever case.

THE WIXOXA SUSTAIXED.

Secretary Shaxe lTpholds the Action
of Captain Chaytor.

"Washlngton, Aug. 6..Secretary Shaw to-day
telegraphed to Captain E. C. Chaytor. of the
revenue cutter Winona. sustaining the c-aptaln's
actions in the enforcement of the yeliow fever
quarantine between Mississippi nnd louisiana,
and giving some general instructions. The dis-
'patch is in reply to one from Captain Chaytor
saying the friction between the two States has
become serious, and asking for an offlcial defini-
tlon of the revenue cutter'e authority. The cor-

respondence follows:

Gulfport, Miss, Aug. 5. 1903.
Secretary of the Treasury. Washington, D. C:
Request you telegraph speeific instructions as

to my authority to act ln the matter of enforcing
quarantine between the States of Mississippi
and Louisiana. Mississippi is enforcing a attict
quarantine against Louisiana. where yeliow
fever is epidemic. Several private launches.
placed at the disposal of the United States
Publie Health and Marine Hospital service, and
erting under instructions of Surgeon Wasdln. of
the United States Publie Health and Marine
Hospital service. are threatened to be arrested
by the naval militia and sheriffs of Louisiana,
and orie of the aforesaid launches and har crew
has been arrested and are now in the custody
of Louisiana authorities. The situation has be¬
come aeute and serious In the friction between
the States of Mississippi and Louisiana up to
the present time. I havi governed my actions
in the interest of the publie health without re¬
gard to State lines, and now the matter seems
to be a question of State rights up to this stage.
1 have been guided by laws and regulations per-
taining to quarantine in my action in this mat¬
ter. but, under the present serious condition. I
ask vour instruction as to my further proceed¬
ings E. C CHAYTOR.

BABIES' BODIES IX STREET.

Famishcd Horse Unabie to Pull
Them to Cemetery.

With the bodies of three dead babies on the
rear seat of a surrey. the parents of the babies
being too poor to attend their funerals, Gus
Cohen, nineteen years old. of Xo. 71 Eldridge-
st.. crossed by the 92d-st ferry yesterday to
Astoria on his way to Mount Zion Cemetery,
where the bodies of the little ones were to be
buried. As Cohen drove up 9th-ave.. Astoria.
toward Broadway. his horee fell. Cohen tried
to get the horse to rise. but the animal was too
exhausted, and Cohen thought of abandoning
the horse and putting the three wooden boxes
on his shoulders and rarrying them to the
cemetery

Just then William Dusing, the Long Island
superintendent for the Soclety for the Preven¬
tlon of Cruelty to Animals, hove into sight, he
having been teiephoned that there was an ex-
hausted horse lying in the street. and there
were three boxes which looked like cofflns in the
wagon to which the horse was attached. Dusing
believed at first that he had made the arrest of
some one cart ing dead bodies from a baby farm.
The horse was so weak that Dusing had to get
a number of men to assist him in getting the
animal to its feet. H" then arrested Cohen,
who told the followlng story:

I am in the employ of L Greenberg, an un¬
dertaker. at Xo 224 Division-. t.. and he sent me
out to-da\ witii this horse and buggy to gather
up three dead bodies of children and take them
to Mount Zion Cemetery for burial. I had to
go away up to 132d-st. for the last body. and
1 told Mr. Greenberg that the horae which he
gave me to drive was sick and weak, and that
I did not think that he could go the dlatance,
but be said that he had so many funerals that
he could not apare another horse. so he sent me
out with that sick anlmal. and it is not my fault
that the horse fell.

When Superintendent Dusing heard Cohen's
story he telephoned to Greenberg, saying that
his horse was at the Astoria Police Station,
where Cohen was locked up, and that the three
dead bodies of the poor children were at the
same station. Dusing expected that Greenberg
would go to the police atatton to bail Cohen.
and if he had it was the intention of Dusing to
lock up the undertaker. Another horse soon ar¬

rived from Manhattan, and the anlmal was

hitched to the surrey and the bodies of the three
little ones taken to Mount Zion, where they
arrived for burial just prior to th<- gates of the
cemetery being closed.

Buperintendeht Dusing said:

That horse waa almost famishei. He is both
sick and sore, and I will lodge a compiaint in
the morning against the owner of the anlmal
when Cohen is arraigned ia court. I did not
want to ii.terrupt the funerals of those poor
children, but what was I to -io. for that horse
would have died if an attempt had been made
to drive him any further.

THE PLACE OF MEETIXG.

Government Spends $15,000 to

Eepiip Xaval Stores Building.
Portsmouth, Aug. 6..After a day of strenuouB

aetivity at the navy yard. the flnishing touches
In preparation for the peace conference were
made late this afternoon and everything is now

in rcadiness both inside and outside of the large
new naval stores building. where the plenipo¬
tentiaries are to hold their daily sessions.
The second floor of fhe building ls to be occu-

pied by the peace mfssions. The conference
room is in the ceDtre of the bullding. over the
main entrance. Adjoinlng lt on one alde is a
suite of three spaeious rooms. assigned to the
Japanese envoys. On the other side is a recep¬
tion room dedlcated to the representatives of the
United States government. Beyond this is a
suite of three rooms for the use of the Russian
mission. On either side of a corridor, which
divides the building. are large dining rooms,
where midday luncheons wlll be served separ-
ately to the respeetive missions
Two flreproof rooms have been fitted up for

the storage of documents. The conference room
is well fumished. A mammoth table in the
centre is surrounded by huge chairs upholstered
in black leather. On the floor is a Persian rug.
At either end of the room are mahogany tables
adapted for clerical work. The walls of the
room are draped with flags used by the navy in
making the international code signal3. These
flags relieve the bare walls in all of .the rooms.
and are the only decorations It has cost the
T'nited States government $13,000 to equip the
quarters for the conference.
Without the building all appearance of new-

ness has been removed. The borders of the
newly laid eement walk have been sodded, and
the gravel walk. leading to the landing, 1,000
feet away, has been put in repair. Everything
at the landing stage has been made as ship-
shape as possible. The floate have new floor-
ings. and have been moored to the sea wall. A
gangplank leads from the floats to the shore.

Every available room in the Hotel Wentworth.
where the missions are to be quartered, has
been taken. The clty is filled with a small army
of newspaper correspondents, representing, in
ddition to the press associations and the great

uailies cf the United States, journals in Europe
ard Japan.

The pastor
of the chureh. the Rev. Dr. Donald Sage Mackay,
returned on Saturday from his vacation. which
was spent in England While Dr. Swanson, who
will i" cupy the pulpit of the Colleglate Churoh
aach Sunday of this month. did not refer directly
ln his sermon to the Russian-Japanese peace con¬

ference. the underlying Idea of hls discourse was
tliat patriotism i un as well flnd expression in that
whleh fioes toward making of an honorable and a

lasting peace as in the prosecutlon of waifare and
ihe auccesaful eonduct of 9 wai. He aino pointed
out that i" the coaetderatlon of pahrtottatn one
muat nol be led away to believe that the protee-
tlon oi' tho proaecution of any commercial or busl¬
ness enterprise Is the highest form of patriotism.patrlotfam la one of tha moal lmportant things
in thls llfe." said En- Swinsoii. "for patriotism
means a fast. unfllnchiiig adherenca to our prin-clplea. The great trouble of this present tlm£ lu
that men are lad aWsy after the euLtertat, and in
the great strife for plaee aad posltlon thev forget
t" follOW after tlie apirltusl, and in the tight for
pia. do noi take into coaetderatlon the principles
of true patriotism.

A MOVE TOWARD AM! RKA

The "Xovoe Vremya" Suggest* an

Ailiance uith the Cnited States.
St. Petersburg. Aug. 6.-The republltation here

to-day by the "Novoe Vremya" of an article
written in 1888 by Alexander Hertzen. the Rus¬

sian author and political agitator. In which a

strong plea is made for a Russo-Amerlcan aili¬

ance and Ameriean and European systems of

government! are compared, most favorably to

that of Anwrlca, is of considerable significance
ln view Of tho general political situatlon and

the fact that Russia ls to-day on the point of es-

tablishing t general assembly. The presence of
the Russiar peace plenipotentiaries In the United
States and the "Novoe Vremya's" relations with
the governnent add significance to the article.
The "Novo. Vremya" is fully aware that the re¬

vival to-dfc* of Hertzen's ideas ls acceptable to
the goverrment, and the printing of lt may be
called sem-offlclal.
Hertzen dled at Paris on January 21. 1ST0,

after marv years of exile because of his ad¬
vanced ideis. whieh were not acceptable to the
Russian g.vernment. In the eourse of exile he
published in London a newspaper of llberal
tendencies called ' Kolokol" ("The Bell"). in
which he carried on a relentless propaganda for
a constituion in Russia. The circulatlon of
Hertaen's vorks in Russia was prohlbited untll
within the last few months.
The opening paragraph of the artlcle pub¬

lished by tie "Novoe Vremya" to-day is a strong
plea for ai ailiance between Russia and Ameri¬
ca. quotedfrom a Philadelphia newspaper print¬
ed in 1858 and citing physica land political rea¬
sons there'or. Hertzen says that Russia should
free hersef from Old World prejudices and fal-
lacies and turn to her great nelghbor across the
Pacific to learn a lesson from her political and
commercial successes. "Russia having reached
the Pacifl.,'* says the artlcle. "there stands be¬
tween the two natlons only the broad ocean. but
naught of antiquated prejudices or envy. If
Russia cat free herself from the St. Petersburg
traditions. her best and most natural ally is the
United States of America."
Hertzen lotes a lach of sympathy on the part

of the other European nations for Russia, and
refers to America's good will toward the coun¬

try. "Both coantries overflow wlth strength. en-

ergS* and the splrit of organization." continues
the article; "roth are without pasts. and both
began their na;ional lives by breaking with tra¬
ditions."
Hertzen conmeuds America's handling of

questions of state. saying that Ameriean insti-
tutiona fulfil ill the demands of the democratic
republic. He praises the Ameriean Constitution
and the elec oral system. saying that Russia
should study these carefully and follow many
of their featires. He says that the European
systems of government mean war. misery an.l
poverty, and asks why Ruaala follows Europe.

CRITICISM OF SEA FIGHT.

Japanese Commanders Rexietc of
the Action Off Tsu-Shima.

(Correspondence of the laaoflallifl Press.)
Tokio. July £..Commander Aklyama, who took

part in the battle of the Sea of Japan, has pre¬
pared for publieation a l"ii_r atatement on the
great aetlon. It supports gunnery, battleshtpe and
tactics as the main fbctOra in naval warfare in
preferenee te the destroyer and the torpedo.
He prefaces his statement by saylng that gocd

gunnery depends chiefly on the divlslon offleers
and aaaerta that the Russian offleers were la-
trentably lacking In training. In the early par*
of the battle the ftuaatans made only one hit to

three made by the Japanese. The latter had three
«r four guns in action to one of the former. and
there was. therefore, nothing remarkable in the

disparity of losses.
The commander says thdt Admiral Rojestvensky

6hould not Be critkised for electing to take
chances at Tsu-Shlma. On the contrary. it was

the wisest course open to him. Tsugaru Strait ls

long and narrow. the season was foggy. and there
were mechanical obstructions. Distanoe and coal
were against Soya. and the time consumed ln

reaehing that entrance would have betrayed hi3

plans. His plight on emerging from Soya would

bav8 been much worse than he miaht reasnn-

ablv hope fnr at Tsu-Shima.
The commander insists that the great mlstake of

th- Russians was in marshalling their vessels in

double coluinn line ahead. From the moment they
went into action In this formation the Japanese
regarded victory as assured. Apait trom the tm-

possihility of molntoinlng on orderly formation
when pursuing such tactics for defensive purposes.
there was the fact that only a few of the ships
could bring their riiiis into effective action agalnst
the Japanese att.icking fleet end on. The latter

ships were able to con,-entrate their whole fire

upon the leading Russian ships, and in return re¬

ceived only a limited fire. Had the Russians adopt¬
ed the plan of ImpOBiOg tbe nmnt of the action on

their battleships. while the rest of tbe fleet broke

through and steered direct for Vladivostok. the

commander belteves they would have achieved a

partial success Instead of doing that. they fol¬
lowed the plan of aldlng one another. and thus.
when the head of the battleship olutbn got Into

trouble. the others steam.*d up and thruat them¬
selves into tha same dlflk-Ultlea.
Discussing the question Of sinking battleships and

armored erulaera hy gunflre, the commander ex-

presses the opinion that the focl that the Russian

ships were exeepttonaily low in the water con-

tributed mateiially to the result. The RUattana
carrled large quantities of coal. stores and ammu-
nltlon. and, thus wetghted down and in a rough
sea, suffered badly from hits near the waterline
that nrdinarlly woul.l nol have been serious
The commander says that tbe battle did not, as

some say. prove the supcriority of arms to ortaor.
ne polnts out thai the newest armor on the Rus¬
sian ships, notablv ln the case of the i irel. w:is

not plerced. The distribution of armor is another
question. anl ha s.tys the Russian btiil.l.TS do ii"t

appear tO have adopted the latest knowledge and
principles on the subject
The high seas alded the Japanese gunnery and

made more marked the laek of training in the Rus¬
sians The ah.tt. nient of the wind and sea at nieht
perr.iit'Ml favorable torpedo attacks. and the luck
of the pursuit Of tbe Japanese. undertaken the me-
ond day of the battle. was another notable 81888801
ih maklng the victory compiete.
