PARIS ART NOTES.

Ziem’s Private Collection in Petit

Palais—New Louvre Museum.

- Paris, July Z6.

A merieans visiting Paris this summer and
Autumn should not fail to pass half an hour in
the Petit Palais, which this week is transformed
into o municipal art museum, although its offi-
cinl Inauguration as such will not take place un-
til Getober. The Petlt Palais, which contains the
Detuit coliection of paintings, Muminated 0f-
teenth century books, carved statues in wood
and ivory, rare ennmels, besiden a well selected
gallery of modern pictures and statuary, has
just bocn enriched hy four additional galleries,
now open to the publie.

The veteran Orlentalist painter, Felix Zlem, is
perhaps as keenly appreciated In New-York as
Entering upon the twilight of his ca-

colleetlon, comprisine what he himsell justly
considers his finest works,  Most of these were
painted some twenty or thirty years ago, and re-
veal the artist in the period of his greatest
vigor, untrammelled by later conventionalitics
and mannerisms, Ziem said to Dr. Broussge, pres-
ident of the Municipal Councll of Paris: T prefer
to give the pletures to the clty now, when 1 ean
gee Lhem armnged in the Petit Palals, rather than
wait until after my death.”

Zlem acted wisely in
deaf ear to dealers and amateurs who offerad
tempting prices for the pictures in this coller-
tion, *It s an old patnrers pride” he ex-
claimed, and if he may have fewer banknotes
among his assets, this will be more than com-
yensated for In reputation and fame. The vis-
ftor 1= enchanted by the radiant hues of gold.
red, blue and violet all combined harmoniously
about his favorite motifs chosen at Venice or
Constantinople. “Le Coup de Canon’'—Zlem's
masterpiece, for which only a fortnlght ago he
refused the vrice of 270,000 franes—hangs in
th= centre of the collectlom. A frigate of tha
old faghioned type fires the gun announcing her
departurse from the Lido. Various qualntly
trimmed Adriatic eraft, with brightly celored
sails, surround the frigzie, and in the distance
are the campanilles of Venlce. The water is
transparent, the atmosphere ig saturated with
moisture, catching and reflecting the luminos-
ity of the sun. Here we have Ziem at his best.
Groups of sightseers stand as if enchanted he-
fore this canvas, radiant with life and color
Near by is “The Sunrise at the Golden Horn,”
wherein Ziem imparts the fasclnating myeteries
of the Levant. One is transported to scenes in
Asia Minor, Algerla, Naples and Provence.
There are studies of Holland and of Fontaine-
bleau. Seores of paintings, sketches or water-
color drawings convey the concentrated, well
thought out impressicins of the marvellous col-
orist. Ziem is aiso here revealed as a delightful
animal palnter. His groups of Oriental horse-
men at full gallop breathe nervous action
and harmonioug movement. Ziem's fruits and
flawers will be a surprise for many of his ad-
mirers,

In an adjoining hall in the Petit Palais one
finds upward of three hundred works of the
late sculptor, Jules Dalou, presenting in their
earnest, consclentious thoroughness an invalu-
able objest lesson for young sculptors. The
great works of Dalou, such as his “Triuvmph of
the Republic” and his “Silenus,” naturally do
not figure in the collection, but are represented
by maquettes. There are reéplicas of the busts
of Albert Wolf, Charles Floquet, Dr. Charcot,
Henrl Rochefort, Francls Magnard, Vacquerie,
Fhilippe Gille, Gustave Courbet. Dr. Richer and
others, as well as small studies that served the
soulptor for his monuments of Gambetta, Viector
Jules Dalou was in sculpt-
ure very mu-‘h what Alfred Roll is in painting,
and from the works of each two sentlments
foreibly disengage themselves—the love of life
and the love of labor. It is difficult tn Imagine
wnrks imparting the sensation of jovful life
more intensely than do Dalou’s “Fountaine of
the Bacchantes™” and Roll's “July Fourteenth.”
bioth of which are In the Petit Palais.

Two additional galleries In the Petit Palals
contain the works of Cariés. the ceramic seulp-
tor. and the porcelains of the National Manu-
factory of Sevres, which were exhiblited at the
E1. Loufs Exposition.

American tourists will he glad to learn that a
new museum, devoted to Moslem and Orfental
art, has heen installed in the Louvre. The gal-
leries, opened to the public last week, contain
remarkable specimens of Perslan carpets of the
fifteenth and sixteenth centuries. Here one finds
a beautiful forged iron hanging lamp, Inlald
with gold and so finely worked as to ressmble
lace. There are four sharp pointe profecting at
each corner of this lamp, which was made in the
fourteenth century, which, according te tradi-
tion, were intended to support the heads of the
Sultan's vietims., Several rooms are devaoted to
Japanese zilks and lacquer of the seventeenth
and eighteenth centuries. There is a beautifully
carved ivory casket of Arabic workmanship of
the tenth eentury. Other rooms contal speci-
mens of Rhodes fajences and Persian glass,
