Aside from the ellmatlc llmilaUons whlch nat¬

ure puts on UM development of the stegomyla,
there Is another safeguard which she provldes
for places outside the troplcs. The ctilex and

anopheles are rarely seen more than a few hun¬

dred yards from their birthplaces. The mos¬

quito 'wblch dlsseminatea the germs of yeliow
fever ls even less of a prowler. It haunts

houses, not fields or plantations. Thls lnactivlty
stands ln the way of Its voluntarlly travelllng
from shore to ship, and the chances of aecl-
dental eonveyance are exceedingly small.

RECIPROCITY BT RESOLUTION.
An unfortunate effort has been made ln cer¬

taln quarters to turn the approachlng reciprocity
conference in Chicago to politlcal uses. Foolish
stories have been clrculated to the effeet that tbe
conference has been boycotted by the natlonal
administration on tbe ground tliat Ita promoters
are lnterested not so much ln Improving our

trade relations wlth Germany as ln furthering a

demand for the general revlsion of our tariff
echedules. Tbe same rumors were eurrent when
the last reciprocity conference met, about four

years ago in Washington. But that gathering
very wisely put partlsan issues and partisan in-

trigues aside and devoted Itself to tbe questions
properly before It. The Chlcago conference wlll
do well to imitate thls example. To enforce re¬

spect for its concluslons, it must deal wlth the
matter ln hand sincerely and unequlvoeally. It
must contribute something sensible and helpful
to tbe settlement of a problem beset with many

perplexities and difficulties.
Tbe conference must remember, for one thlng,

that the commerclal status quo has been altered
not by tbe actlon of the Unlted States. but

by the action of Germany. Thls country was

satlsfied.and had every reason to be satlsfied
.with trade relations as they existed. In the

year _903-*04 we sold to Germany products
valued at $215,000,000, and bought from that

country products valued at $109,000,000. There
Is in force at present between tbe two na¬

tions a limited reciprocity treaty, and ln ad¬
dltlon we enjoy ln the German market tbe
privileges of the "most favored nation." The
German government has seen flt, ln Its own in¬

terest, to conclude commerclal agreementa wlth
seven nations of Central, Southern and Eastern
Europe.Belgium, Switzerland, Italy, Servia.
Rumanla, Austria-Hungary and Russia. With
these neighbors lt has set up a sort of limited
zollvereln, giving them the beneflt of a minl-
mum tariff rate, whlle enforcing a maximum
rate against France, Spain, Portugal, Turkey,
Denmark, Sweden and Norway, Holland, Great
Britain and the non-European world. Germany
has Its own reasons.political and economic.for
fostering this Central European commercial
league. We eannot questlon thelr valldity and
suffieiency. We may regret the altered status

quo, but we eannot challenge IL It is open to us

only to consider what eteps we Bhall take to

protect our own Interests and to preserve.lf it
is possible to preserve.the advantages we have
hitherto enjoyed in the German markets.
Germany ls logleally bound to denounce both

the special reciprocity treaty concluded with us

under the terms of tlie Dingley act and the
"most favored natlon" clause of our treaty of
commeree and amlty made wlth Prussia ln 1828.
It is also logleally bound to lnform us whether
it has anythlng to offer to replace these agree-
ments. As we have more than once pointed out,
our trade wlth Germany ls llkely to suffer less
from a denunclatlon of existlnj treatles than
Germany's trade with us. Und. the new Ger¬
man tariff the rates on nearly two-thirds of our

Imports are unchanged. Germauy buys from
us a vast amount of raw material whlch lt needs
for manufacturing purposes and which lt eannot
afford to exclude. We get from Germany few
imports which we could not buy elsewhere. It
is therefore to Germany's Interest as a manu¬

facturer to hold the market lt now has ln the
Unlted States; and to hold that market the Ber¬
lin government ls doubtless prepared to offer
concesslons compensating us in part at least for
those we surrender.
But the negotlatlon of a new commerclal

treaty Is a task for diplomatlsts and trade ex¬
perts. A popular conventlon, knowing nothing
in advance of Germany's plans and wishes, is
wholly unfltted to draft Its text or even to de-
termlne Its general outllnes. The deiegates to
the Chicago gathering may properly recommend
a friendly effort to re-establish commerclal re¬

lations on a mutually advantageous basis. But
they eannot safely go much further. Least of
all would they be justltied ln lssuing wholesale
ultimatums which would operate to hamper the
negotiations already In progress between Wash¬
ington and Berlin.

^ IXXECESSARY TYPHOID.
There is another outbreak of typhoid fever

ln the Bay Rldgo and Bath Beach region of
Brooklyn. We might say the usual summer out¬
break has occurred, for, in fact, such a catastro-
phe has for some years been much like a regular
fixtnre of the season. It ls a hundred times
more serious than the single case of yeliow
fever at Quarantlne, though we suppose tlie lat¬
ter will attract a hundred times more atteutiou
and cause to the thoughtless a hundred times
more apprehension. Indeed, the lack of atteu¬
tiou, and, we might say, of indignation, is one
of the disheartening features of many typhoid
outbreaks aud one of tlie chief reasons why they
so long prevail unehecked. When there is an

extraordinary' attack of the disease, like that at
Ithaca some time ago, people are aroused. But
in such cases as the present iu Brooklyn there
is au amazing and a most discreditable degree
of apathy, 6ave, of conrse, on the part of those
directly concerned.
Tbere ls really no Infectious disease the oc-

currence of which should be regarded with less
tolerauce, or which should lnstantly arouse a
more strenuous demand for Its suppresslon, than
typhoid fever. It is of all such diseases the
most unnecessary. Tbere are some ailments
tlie origin and nature of which are as yet so
little understood that lt ls not possible to pre¬
vent their occurrence or summarily to st-unp
them ouL But typhoid is so perfectly under¬
stood, and the sources of Its origin and the
means of Its propagation are so readily within
control, that its frequent recurrence or long
persistence ln any place must be regarded as
due to gross negligence of the fundamental re-

quireraents of sanitatlon. It ls simply Inex-
cusable.
In thls present case there seems to be no doubt

as to the cause of the trouble. It ls ln tlie
water. During all the rest of the year that
part of the clty has an ample water supply from
Sheepshead Bay, and has no typhold. But ln
6ummer the great temporary demands of Coney
Island take all that water, and 6o Bay Ridge
and Bath Beach are compelled to put up with
a scauty supply from Ridgewood, obtained
through conduits generally little used and prob¬
ably ln bad repalr. The result Is typhoid. The
evident Indicatlon ls, therefore, that the disease
arises from some foulness or contamination of
the water pipes. We oaunot well charge it
agaiust the original supply in the Rldgvwood
reservolr, for if tbat were at fatilt the dtSMM
would prevail in all parts of the eity. It is only
when tiie water is turned into the conduits for a
certain part of the city thar it beconies morbific.
The explan.-tion apparently is tliat during tlio
months of thelr dlsuse those pipes become foul,
and perhaps reeeive leakage from some adja-
eent sewers. A thorough cleansing or relaying
of tlie pipes would probably give Immediate re¬

lief. Tlie permanent and complete rellef must
<ome from a general enhirgement and improvo-
tu'.ui ut the Brooklyu .yuier UPtWl bo that

there wlll be a constant and abundant supply
for all parts of the clty.
It ought to be suggestlve to the water pnr-

veyors of that borough that not only does an
admlrable supply proceed from Sheepshead Bay,
but also that another flne supply from an undcr-
ground spring has juct been discovered at Coney
Island. The old notion that coast water was

necessarlly brackish is seen to be false. We re¬
call a popular summer resort on a narrow strip
of beach, some mlles at sea, whlch years ago
was supplied with water carrled from the niain¬
land. But one day lt was decided to make the
experiment of drivlng a pipe down through the
salt marsh at one side of the beach to see what
would be found. There was soon found an In-
exhaustlble supply of uncommonly pure, fresh
and sweet water, ln tho use of which that popu-
lous placo has ever since rejolced. Who knows
»how many such wells might be established on

Coney Island and in the adjacent parts of
Brooklyn? It would take only a short tlme and
llttle expense to drive them, far less expense
than a slngle year's epidemic of typhold causes,
and the result might be a great measure of relief
for an Intolerable situation.

AN UNGOYERNED OOYERXOR,
It is not for Americans to pass upon the

equlties of the Vueltas case in Cuba, or to judge
the government's right to Inspect municlpalities
without reference to tho provinclal authorities.
Those are matters for the Cubans to settle for
themselves, and lt ls to be expected that they
wlll do so ln a satisfactory manner. We have
had our llttle bits of friction here between fed¬
eral and State authorities too often to be at all
surprised at such troubles arising in Cuba.
But Americans eannot help regardlng wlth

astonlshment and profound regret the attitude
of deflance, not only to the natlonal authority
but also to the Supreme Court, which is as-
sumed by a provlnclal Governor who ls also a
Presldential candldate. He Is reported as say¬
ing that lf the Supreme Court should decide
against his contention he would not obey its
mandate, because he believes lt to be par^al to
the other slde. That is an abominable ground
to take. It lndlcates that thls Governor ls him¬
self much ln need of government, the govern¬
ment of his own selflsh passions. The principle
whlch he sets forth ls one not of government
but of brute anarchy, namely, that nobody is to
obey a law unless lt suits him to do so.
We eannot for a moment believe that such

sentlments are approved by any considerable
part of the Cuban people, or that any attempt
to put them Into practice would be sustained.
With the rivalries of Cuban Presidentlal candi¬
dates Americans have nothing to do, but they
would certainly see a deplorable menace to the
welfare of any country ln the success of a can-
didate whose platform was a deflance of the
supreme law of the land.

KINDNESS YS. "BVMPIXO THE BUMPS."
About a week ago the attention of a suffer¬

ing publie was called to the fact that a genius
of Glencoe, one of Chicago'a suburbs on tho
shore of Lake Michigan, had devised a remedy
for reckless chauffeurs afflicted with the dis¬
ease of rnotormanla, the remedy being a series
of skilfully constructed "bumps" on the road
leading through that charmlng town. Later
news partially confirms the lmpresslon that at
last a method has been devlsed by whlch the
wild fllght of motormaniaes may be checked
without resort to puncturing the tires or the
occupants of the motor with revoiver bullets.
It ls gratifying to learn that the "bumps" have
not only been constructed. but are actually in
operation, and as a result the beautiful suburb
on the famed Sheridan Road no longer lacks
for entertainment on summer evenings. Each
particular "burnp" now affords a place for the
meeting of those dwelllng near it, and as tlie
autoists "take it" they are good naturedly
cbeered by the assembled suburbanites, while
tlie policemen, after tlie act, gather in the occu¬

pants of tlie motor car. eleven being trappod
and arrested on what might be called the open¬
ing night of "bumplug the bumps." It ls also
stated that the joyous villagers collected many
automobile eaps, goggles and hairpins, these
articles taking the place of souvenirs ordinarily
distrlbuted by the management at the opening
of special summer attractions.
Perhaps Inclted by a feellng of sympathy for

tho motormaniaes, WInnetka, a isuburb just
south of Glencoe, has also written its name on
the map, though there are Glencoeans who sug-
gest that lt was euvy of its neighbor's fame
rather than the pure milk of human kindness
that indueed Wlnnetkans to try their method of
dealing wlth autoists, most of whom naturally
are from the big city to the south. Mayor
Jones of WInnetka justifies his democratic
name and illustrates the quaiities that bave
made him, temporarily at least, the first citizen
of his leafy town by the novelty of his method
of dealing with tlie speeding chauffeur and his
crew of speed devotees. Like Uncle Toby. who
was sorry to loaru that the devil "is curscd and
damned already to all eternity," Mayor Jones
seems to have a friendly, if not altogether fel¬
low, feeling for the modern charioteers, and be
reminds them of the fact that fewer of them
have been arrested iu his baiHwick than in any
other village along the north shore. This is not
because the Mayor is averse to enforcing the
law, but it arises frorn a sincere conviction that
these chauffeurs, after all, are human beings,
and that it is at least worth while to ascertain
by experiment what results a treatment of
kindness and courtesy may have npon them
before resortiug to the crude and unpleasant
devices of the law. "Hereafter," says the
Mayor of WInnetka, "I shall not have the
"speeding autoists arrested. I shall place po-
"licemen at the entrances of the village and
"tell them to warn the drivers of machines that
"soein to be going too fast. If," adds the
Mayor, "each chauffeur were presented with a
"enrd of welcome as he entered town, I believe
"that he would feel klndly toward us and be
"Inclined to obey our laws."
Such a pronouncement is so radical ln its

faith in human nature, and especially in that
nature exhibited by the average chauffeur, as
to give a shock to preconcetved notions already
crystalliziug and hardeuing into a granltohke
conviction in the publie mind as to chauffeurs.
The pleasing emotions excited by such sublime
eonfldence, however, are somewhat lessened hy
the thought of tlie unwelcome jolt of surprise
tlie chauffeur and his companions, still holding
their cards of welcome to WInnetka, will ex¬

perience as they naturally quicken their speed
through mere exhilaration over such an exhi¬
bltion of politeness, only to be awakened to
stern realities by "bumplng the bumps" when
they reach Glencoe. Truly, life is not without
variety to chauffeurs and motormaniaes on the
shores of Lake Michigan.
