He 15 unable 1o communicate with friends, and
1§ subjected 10 inconveniences and indignities to
which Americans would refuse 10 submit. More-
over, he 15 not allowed 1o retain the services of
any one 1o protect his interests, and if the im-
migratiots authorities decide against him there
is no pos=ibility of appeal That these grievances
a= wel] founded is demonstrated by the neces-
sity for President Roosevelt's stringent order
that courtesy be shown the Chinese by the im-
icration officials under pain of dismissal. There
. been numberless instances of harsh treat-
T which the Americans themselves have been
tforced 1o admiL 3

Mr Wu admitted that European immigrants
were not alicwed representation by lawyers or
others in their examinations, but he rejected
this argument hecause ne sald the Chinese in
other respects received treatment entirely dif-
ferent from that accorded 1o Europeans.

The Chinese government said Mr. Wu, while
agresing to the exclusion of coolies, urged as
the main points of & new convention that the
better clesses of Chinese be trested on an gqual
footing with other aliens, with the right to re-
tzin counsel and the right of appeal if neces-
sary. China slso desired the admission of coolies
to Hawail, which he regarded as of the utmost
importance.

coolies in 31,000 bsil each until this morning,
that he might obtain the advice of the District
Attorney as to the jurisdiction in the case The
coclles could not glve bail, having no friends in
New-York, and were sent to the Tombs.

Captain Gray interposed, say-
ing that he wished to charge the coolies merely
with assault. Then Magistrate Breen held that
on such a charge his court had jurisdiction. and
ne ordered a complaint of feionious assault 10
be drawn. His ground for this was that the al-
leged assault was committed in the waters of
New-York Harbor. It is possible, hov . that
the offence was committed in the waier of New-
Jersey, it being a question as to just where the
Dordogne lay on Tuesday night. Should it ap-
