FOREIGN CROP REPORT.

Harvest Xot Bad, the Department
of Agriculiure Learns.

Washington. Aug. 14 .The forelgn crop report to

the Department of Agrtculture. made publi-- to-

day. snnounces thst "ta lh" countries of largest
productlon tlie crops of the prtticipnl bread grains
cannot be called .-ibundant. bttt OO '. general BUrvejr
of the fleld it seeuns probahle that the liarv m of
1906 will not on ihe whole he B bad one."
In Great Britain and Iroland the area under

wheat is estimated at 1,800.00. acres. and the yleld
at 63.000.000 bushela. or 35 bushels to the BCf*.
agalnst an area last year of 1.-1-00,000 acres and a

yleld of 39,000.000 bushels. or less than 28 bushels an

acre.

The area under wheat ln Manltoba and the North-
west Terrltortes ls fully 10 rer cent larger than
ever before. The acreage there ia placed at 4.00.'.-
000 and the crop at 70,000.000 or 80,000,000. by some
even as high as 100.000,000 bushels.

ln Argentina thrre ls a good crop outlook, and
the area of winter grain appears to be much lnrger
than last year.
In Australasia the crop ls more proniislng than

in ten years.
Despite unfavornble weather reports. the outlook

ir. Qenaaajr last month 6eerned falr.
In Russia the crop prospeols lemained generally

satlst.ictory. the wlnter cerrals promlsing nearly
and the spring cereals above on average yleld.
In Austria lt Ib not yet certain wbethor winter

wheat and wlnter rye can be set down oa good av-
erag.* crops.
In ilungary the prospect was -onsiderabiy worse

than in June. but the totsl grain crop promisf*,! to
he larger thsn last year's.
Although there wim a large proportion of lodged

wheat throughout the great wheat growlng ragloas
ln Northern France. tho grain was ln most cases
fully formed.
