TROLLEY JUMPS TRACK.

New-Yorkers Injured in 'Accident at

Cos Cob.Logs on Rails.
Stamford, Conn., Aug* 1* (Special)..A New-

Tork and Stamford street car, loaded to the

running boarda with pasaengers, left the track
in Coa Cob last night about 10:20. and the rall¬
road officials believe the accident was a de-
libemte attempt to wreck the car. Three or

four logs were stretched across the track at the
bottom of a long grade. and they sent the cor.

travelling, some of the passengers say. at a rate

of forty miles an hour, boundlng from the rails.
!. I umpod along flfteen feet lnto a tree, glanced
off and struck a guy role and cut lt ln two.

The car came to a stajidatlll on the edge of
a steep embankment. at the foot of whioh is
a stone wall. The night was lntensely dark
and when the car l'.ghts went out the excite¬
ment became Intense. Many of the passengers
falnted and the groans of the injured gave the
lmDresston for a time that a moet serlous ac¬

cident had hacDened.
Physiclans were summoned from Greenwich,

Port Chester and Stamford, but when they ar¬

rlved there was llttle for them to do, most of

the paasenger3 suffering only from sllght cuts.

William E. Goulden. assistant superintendent

of the road made the following Btatement thia

afternoon:

For some reason or other the car left the
rails. So far as we have been able to learn, an

obstructlon was on the tracks. We are in¬
vest Igating the matter now and have the rollce
working on lt. Motorman Catroll says tl-ere
were three or four small logs on the traoks. and

ls posltlve that a dellberate attempt was made
to wreck the car. lt waa extremeiy dark and
he did not aee the obBtructlon in time to l.revent
the accident. The car was on time, aml It waa

not movlng at an excessive speed.
Mr. Cohen and other passengers dlffer from

the assistant superintendent with regard to the

speed. Mr. Cohen says tha car waa twenty min¬

utes late, and lt was being run at fully forty
miles an hour when it hlt the obstructlon,
bounded up in the air and bounced along the
rough road. Mrs. Phllllps's husband nnd others
who were on the car also say the car was mov¬

lng at a high rate of speed. Miss Toner. a

schooi teacher of Stamford. .md Miss Kllkelly.
of Stamford, were rldlng on the front seat.
alongslde the motorman. They eBcaped without
a scratch. although the daahboard of the car

was bent in in such a manner as almost to pin
the young women to their seats.

DEAD HAND Af TBROTILE.
Fireman of F. F. V. Takes Charge

nnd Saves Train.
The two hundred passengers on the south-

wardbound " F. F. V.".Fast Flylng Virglnlan.
limlted train Sunday. travelling at a mile a
minute cllp, were totally unaware that their
llves were in peril. The engine drlver of the
train was dead. The flreman had been asslsting
the engine drlver. He saw the train sweep past
a red light, and fearlng the man at the throttlo
had mlssed seelng the warnlng slgnol he
sprang lnto the cab. He saw the engineer's
body ln a heap, dead.
The train was then close to the end of the

flrst stretch of Its long run, and the flreman took
command of the engine and safely brough* lt
to a stop !n the blg station.
The "F. F. V." is the Chesapeake and Ohio's

flyer whlch leaves the Pennsylvania Rallroad
Company's station at Jersey City every after¬
noon at 5:35 o'ciock. Danlel W. Mahoney was
the engine drlver. The flreman, whoBe prompt
action averted a serlous wreck. Ib Wllliam F.
Seott. After a momentary stop at Princeton
the train sped away to Trenton, where Its stay
was long enough to enable the engine drlver to
aelze hls oil can and hurriedly oll up, aa he
had a few mlnutes to make up and lntended
working the big engine to Its speed limlt.
The train was gllding over the rails ln the West
Philadelphia yard when Seott saw the red warn¬

lng light. and, faillng to detect the slowlng down
of the engine, haatened lnto the cab io flnd
Mahoney'a body. Mahoney had leaned too far
out of the window of the cab to see if the way
was clear and hls skull had been crushed in.
probably by oontact wlth a signal post. He had
been ln aeveral wrecka, but had been responaible
for none.
The laat that preceded hls final run on Sun¬

day occurred about two years ago. He waa a
capable, watchful man and waa running a fast
passenger train. following a fast freight. The
latter had been run on a sidlng to clear the
ra'ls for Mahoney's train. but the switch had
not been closed, and Mahoney's engine crashed
lnto the waitlng freight. Thls accident occurred
near Pilfcceton. Mahoney was toesed about one
hundred feet into Bear Swamp. When dis-
covered he was burled ln the mud to hls arm-
pits. He had three ribs broken and other in¬
jurles, whkh incapacitated hlm for seven months.
Mahoney's wife was killed by an accident.

She waa stepplng from a trolley car a year ago,
when ahe was thrown or fell, and received ln-
Juriea which eaused her death. Mahoney was
forty-elght years old, and hls home was ln
Brooklyn. He had been ln railway work since
his youth. His brother Louis ls also a railway
engineer and runs the fast freight for the Penn¬
sylvania company between Jersey City und Har-
rlsburg. Mahoney leaves two children.

MANY WATCH SUICIDE.

Man Wades to Death While No One
Hinders Him.

Binghamton, N. Y., Aug. 14..Wllbur Saxton,
who had been employed for a few weeks as a

subatltute clerk ln the Binghamton Po_tofflce,
drowned hlmaelf thla evening.
About 7:80 o'ciock he left the offlce. ran

acroas the street to the Chenango rlver bank,
and ln full view of several people who made no
effort to stop hlm, he wadded out lnto the river
to a depth of three feet, and held hls head under
the water until he was drowned. The people who
had seen hlm then gave an alarm. A search
waa begun lmmediately for the body, which had
floated down stream into deeper water. It waa
not found until 9 o'ciock.
No cause ls known for the act. Saxton came

to the city from Panitaria Springs a few weeks
ago, and had aeted strangely for several days.

BELCHER'S ASSOCIATION SOLVENT.

Missing Mayor's Acts Will Lose It a Year's
Dividends.

Paterson. N. J., Aug. 14..The Manchester Build¬
ing and Loan Association, of whlch Wllliam H.
Belcher, Paterson's missing Mayor, was presi¬
dent, will not be thrown lnto insolvency as a re¬
sult of Belcher's acts, but the members will lose
a year's dividends. This statement was made to-

night at a general meeting of the association ln
Gulld Hall. Haledon. The totul loss will be about
$l_.00O. acordlng to the preliminary report made by
Willard Deyoe, counsel for the association.
The members cheered when they heard thls re¬

port, as many were of the bellef that the associa¬
tion was hopelessly Involved. Another twist to the
meeting came, however. when James T. Duggan,
the townBhlp clerk of Manchester, deelared that he
was the vlctlm of a Belcher fraud Involvlna $*_*0.
Duggan had given the money to Belcher to cancel
a mortgage, but the mortgage was never cancelled.
He Inslsted that the association should be held re¬
sponaible for the fraud. The subject was referred
to the assoelatlon's counsel.
Many of the members of the association were ln

favor of expelllng Belcher as president. but lt waa
desired merely to declare that all the powers of rhe
president be transferred to the vlce-presldent. John
D. Clrlch, who presided at to-nighfa meeting.Counsel Deyoe announced that a full report frorn
the Department of Banks and Insurance would be
ready fn about three weeks.

WOMAN SHOT IN RESTAURANT.

Her Husband Accuses Strangers, but Police
Doubt His Story.

Shot in the right temple, her husband says. hy
three customers ln thelr restaurant at No iitn
Courtlandt-ave. yesterday. Mrs. Carmelo Infante.
thirty years old. was so badly Injured that she
was taken to Lebanon Hospital ln a serlous con¬
dition. One of the three men her hueband accuses
was captured by the police, but he denles that he
had any part in the shootlng. Captaln Mannion
says he does not believe Infante's story. but thinks
the three men were known to the couple and that
the shootlng was the result of a quarrel between
them.
Accordlng to the husband's story. three Italians

entered his place, ordered soda water, and then
began quurreling among themselves. He went to
the door to try to call a pollceman. The three
men followed him, he says, and as they reached
the door one of them turned and fired three ahots
at Mrs. Infante. The three men fled. wlth In¬
fante after them. Detectlve Tompklns. of the Mor¬
risania station. caught one The prlsoner said he
was Joseph Marcuro. twenty-three years old, a

laborer. of No. 225 HofTman-st Though Infante
identified hlm as one of the three men ln hls res¬

taurant. he could not say that the prlBoner had
done the ehootlng. Marrruro admitted he had been
ln the place, but denled that he knew the other
two. He said that he ran away when the shootlng
happened, because he feared he might get lnto
trouble lf he stayed.

HATCH OUT FIFTEEN IGUANAS.

Box of Sand at Dreamland the Incubator.
Plan to Train Them for the Stage.

Kifteen of the seventeen lguana e^gs from the
Bostock wlld anlmal show, *_*bney Island. were
hatched out on the roof of the Incubator house in
Dreamland yeBterday ln a boxful of sand. and
Mlsa Ingalls, the nurse who qult the Incubator
house because of the presence of the eggs on its
roof. has returned to her abode. after proof that
the whole thing has been removed.
The baby tguanas were lmmediately placed In a

cage wlth thelr mother, and the process of ralslng
them will be followed with much Interest. Two
hundred sheets of fly paper have been placed in
positlon to catch moraels to aatisfy the hunger of
the little fellowa. It ls hoped by the Bostock man¬
agement that lf the small iguanas live they maybe tratned aa performera.

FELL THROUGH ROOF TO DEATH.

POLICE TOOK TIIE BETS.

Raid nn Alleged Poolroom Xear
Brookhtn Dcmocratic Hcadquartcrs.
Captain Shaw and half a dozen detectlves of

the Adams-st. station, Brooklyn. ralded an al¬

leged telephone poolroom ln the Thomas Jeft*>r-
son Building. which is owned by a group of
Democratlc pollticlans. and ls the headquartera
of the Brooklyn Democratlc organlzatlon, ln
Court Square, late yesterday afternoon. Four
men were arrested. and half a dozen telephones,
racing charts and other paraphernalla conlls-
cated.

It has been a matter of common rumor for
aome time that a bureau for taking bets on

horse .racing was dolng a good business ln the
Thomas Jefferson Building. Yesterday some one

brought what he aald was the password to Cap¬
tain Shaw. The latter lmmedlately gathered his
detectlves and descended on the rooms of the
Brooklyn Amusement Bureau. He found four
men slttlng around a table taking messages over

telephone.. Captain Shaw asked these men to

get up. and he and his detectlves Took ihelr
places at the receivers. Wlthin a few minutes,
lt was said last night. they had reoelved fifty
wagers from as many different perBons wh.> had
called up.
The orlginal operators were then arrested and

taken to the station house on a charge of vlo-
lating the section prohlbltlng the recelvlng of
wagers on horse races. They descrlbed them-
selves as George L. Mackey. of No. 3S3 Brldge-
Bt James Mack. of No. _.80 7th-st : John Le
Roy, of No. 328 18th-st.. and Howard Mann, of
Coney Island

THE PATROL FLEET ACTIVE.

Maintaming Effective Quarantine on the
Gulf Coast.

Washington. Aug. 14..Captain R4*as, chief of
the Revenue C_tter Service, now at Gulfport,
Mias., in command of the vessels charged wlth
maintalnlng quarantine against the distriet ln
Loulsiana lnfected wlth yellow fever. has re¬

ported to the Treasury Department as to the

dlsposltlon of the patrol fleet, expresslng the
belief that this disposition wtll make the patrol
effective.
The launches and other boats will crulse any-

where ln American waters where thelr services
may be needed, and will cause all vessels com¬

ing from Loulsiana to be informe.i that they
will not be permitted to land anywhere on the
Gulf coast without their personnel undergolng
the period of detention after fumigatlon.

All fishing vessels from Louislana will be in-
spected and note made of the persons on board.
If there appears to be no good reason for de-
talnlng them they will be permitted to flsh. with
the understandlng that they are to report to
one of the patrol boats upon thelr return to
Loulsiana. Flshermen from Mlsslssippl going
into Loulsiana waters will be allowed to return
to Gulf ports If, on examination, there appears
to be no good reason for detainlng them. In
addition to the work being performed by the
patrol boats the cutter Wlnona vlslts all sta-
tions daily and actlvely cruises on the sound
on the lookout for vessels.

IMPUDENT TO MAGISTRATE.

Ten Days to Study Etiquette Given Him by
Queens Magistrate.

Magistrate
Connorton lives ln Flushlng. and as he had to hold
court there and at I-~ng Island Clty that day he
disposed of cases ln The Flushlng court and then
l-c.arded Felnberg's car for I_>ng Island Clty,
There was standing room only In the car, and the

straji when the conductor pushed through the
crowd for fares. He stepped on the feet of several
pasengers and jabbed some in the rtbs and appeared
to he anxious to get Into Trouble.

THE MEANING OF GRACE.

Prebendary Webb-Peploe is a man loved hy every
one who hears hlm. Hls face is kind. hls voice
gentle. and hls manner winning. He speaks nearly
every day. and yesterday he gave two addressee.
In dlscussing the subject of "Grace," last week, the
speaker said:

Beloved brethren In the Lord. what do you un-
derstand by the expression "grace"? What do you
understand* by that? It Is. Uke all other heautiful
expresslons in Scrlpture. Incapable of deflnltlon.
defy any mnn to deflne properly all those beautlful
vlrtues that are provided for us and that are ex-
hibited in God. Love. you cannot deflne it. You
have defined in the Scrlpture only the expression.
"God was Love." "God is Love"; you cannot de¬
flne it. Joy. lt is imposslble to deflne lt. Peace, lt
ls imposslble to deflne it. And so it ls wlth grace.
There are many deflnitions. I heard one the other
dav that perhaps mav do. It is the manlfestation
and the impartation of the Divine ln Its relatlon to
the needs of slnners upon earth. Well. lt ls help-
ful, but it ls not Batisfactory; it Is not enough.
Grace Implles, I think. the Impartation of God to
all that need out of the bounty of Hls absolutely
immeasurable love.
And thls grace, how does lt come to us? Have

we ever fnllv apprehended Its force? Do you
know the value of It ln the words of Scrlpture?
Take. for Instance. the wrltlngs of St Paul. There
are thlrteen eplstles. from the Romans to Phlle-
nion. whlch are unquestlonably attached to the
name of St. Paul. and ln every slngle one of them
he begins wlth the expression. "Grace and peace
to you from God the Father." or similar words.
And, my brothers of the ministry. I wonder whether
lt ever struck you that when he comes to the
tnree pastoral eplstles. the two to Timothy and
the one to Tltus. the apostle has to add another
word. for our sakes, as lf we needed somethlng
very special.

MINISTERS NEED MERCT.
It is enough for the ordtnary congregation before

me that they should have grace and peace. but for
us poor wretched mlnisters there ls somethlng more
wanted. "Grace, mercy and peace." and tt Is in
those three that you flnd That expression. as lf we
needed somethlng far more than our lay brethren
ever requlre. Well, thlrteen times, then. St. Paul
commences hls revelatlon to m**n by the expression
"grace.** as if that waa the startlng place of all.
and In every slngle one of hls eplstles.lncluding
now the Heorews. whlch I have no hesltation my-
self ln attachtng to hlm- he ctoses the whola> of the
fourteen eplstles wlth either "the grace of our I.ord
Jesus Christ be with you all." or "Grace be with
you all." as lf tt was the commencement und the
