August If» of next year, at which time the coal

burning locomotives will be dispensed with.
Chief Engineer Wilgus has informed the Cen¬

tral directora that the change in power can be

made within twelve months. The company has
made arnangemetits for a complete equipment of

all-steel, non-inflammable can», sixty feet in

length, electric fans Bar the int-rior <>f the cars,

t<i insure proper ventilati«m while the trains are

stationary, and an improved third ra.'l for the

transmission of power.

Vandalism by striking ironworkers on the n>»arlv

completed I_rnox-avc. bridge over the Harlem
River, st l_th-st.. early yesterday morning, it Is
believed, threatened seriously to delay the opening
of the structure, which was planned for next Mon-
day afternoon.
Several Lars« steel castings, part of the draw-

bridge mechanism, which w.-re on the bridge wait¬
ing to be pul in position, were thrown Into the
river in a dosen feel of water. Fortunately, the
centra, tor-, Rodgers, Mi Mullen & McBean, learned
that aoapicloua looking persons had been seen on

the rive;- ;,l)( .a the bridge early in the morning Ina
small launch, and that about the same time
¦plashea were beard in the water at the Bronx
end of t!:<» bridge. They sent a diver down to the
river bottom in the afternoon and located all of the
missing castings, uninjured, all within a few yards

»Another. Holating tackle was ringed and the

castings were lifted out of the water. They will
be placed in position by other Ironworkers whom
the contractors hope to secure, and those In charge
ut the work arc sanguine that In spite of the
strike and its attendant vandalism, the bridge may

be opened on the «lay and hour planned.
The Ironworkers on the bridge went out on

Wednesday. According to the contractors, their
atrlke was purely in sympathy wltn ironworkers
now on strike against the American Bridge Com-

pany, at the or.i.-r of a walking delegate, as they
had no cause of grievance against Rodgers. Sic-
Mullen .- McBean. There were seven of the iron-
workers, and their part of the work was nearly
i}one. The other workmen are continuing their part
of the finishing touches of the bridge, and the con¬
tractors hope to be able to finish the remaining
ironwork.
A watchman is employed on the bridge, but ap-

parently h« saw nothing, and did not hear the
splashes. Others «>n the Bronx side heard the
noise, and. though they thought nothing of It at
the time, when thev heard of the disappearance of
the castings later they connected the two hap¬
pening- and told the contractors.
The walking delegates of the ironworkers have

been extending the strike to various bridge b__ld-
ing Jol 3 in this State, but did not reach this one
until Wednesday.

Murder of Mattie Haekett May Not
Be Work of Tramps.

Kent's Hill Me.. Aug. 1. .The police, who

spent the entire night investigating the circum¬
stances surrounding the brutal murder of Mattie
Haekett, at the home of her father, here, have
abandoned the search of the surrounding coun¬

Sheriff Brown, while not entirely dismissing

the theory that the murder was committed by
tramps, expressed the opinion this morning that
the murderer might prove to be a resident of
Kent's Hill.

ments for an inquest. Evidence secured Is said
to strengthen the theory that the young woman
was killed by some one who knew her

SAYS EESOLUTIONS ARE UNFAIR.

Thursday, were unfair to the authorities of this
city. The resolutions denounce the practice of re¬

quiring declarations of indlgency in the cases of
deaf pupils who get free Instruction in schools i:«
the city, The convention ord.re«l that copies of
the resolutions be sent to the Commissioner of
Charities and Corporation Counsel Delany.
The Board of Estimate and Apportionment. Mr.

Sterling explained yesterday, makes a yearly ap¬
propriation to institutions in this city for the in¬
struction of deaf mutes. The appropriation., this
year amounted to about $l_.î.(.Ai for all the bor¬
oughs, and are to pay for the board and Instruc¬
tion of pupils at the rate of $3(. a year for each
pupil The city makes these payments to the in¬
stitutions because it has no public schools at
which di»af mutes can be instructed free. The
payment-, moreover, as Mr. Sterling pointed out.
are made under the provisions of laws passed by
the State legislature. Tbeae laws «nable the par-
enta of any deaf child who feel that they cannot
aflord to pay for the instruction at one of the spe-
cial Institutions lu have their child taught free by
applying t.» ha\-- the child admitted as a pupil at

Board <if Education could maintain free schools
f. 11- deaf mutes as a part of the public school sys¬
tem," Mr. Steiiing said, "hut that is a matter for
thi Board of Estimate to decide without the ad¬
vice ni' tin- Corporation CounaeL Mr. Delany is
away on Ids vacation, but there is no reason why
he should be brought into this matter."
