THE C(ZAR ASTILIL FIRM.

Belief That Only Great Japanese
L oncessions Will Bring Pcace.

8t Petersburg. Aug. 21.—Russia’s official atti-
tude regarding the final reply, to be made to
Japan on Tueaday, is unchanged. The Impres-
ston prevaile, as heretofore, that only a very
grest concession on the part of Japan on the
question of indemnity and the cesslon of Sag-
halien will make peace possible. The questions
pertaining to the limitation of Russia’s naval
power and the surrender of her interned war-
ships are considered hers mot likely to cause
serious Trouble.

1t was said yesterday on the best authority
that the Forelgn Office does not believe that
August 22 will necessarily see the conclusion of
the couferences, and that there will be further
exchanges between the plenipotentiaries, lasting
two, and perhaps three, days. In some quarters
this is taken as a sign that there 15 still hope for
& settlement on the basis of concessions.

M. Witte's full reports are being submitted
through the Foreign Office to the Emperor.
There has been no meeting of the grand dukes
to consider these reports, but the Emperor has
been consulting and will consult again to-day
soma of his advisers snd ministers on vital
matters now being decided here. The final com-
munication of the superems authority, Emperor
Nicholas, conveying his majesiy’'s instructions
as 10 the course which M. Witte shall pursue,
beginning on Tuesday, will be transmitted tn
Portamouth through the Foreign Office probably
to-night (Menday), or Tuesday morning.

TOKIO CABINET MEETS.

Conferences with Premier—Secrecy
Observed—Popular Pessimism.

Tokin, Aug. 20.—A meeting of the Cabinet was
held to-day. Tt adjourned at 1 o'clock, and
afterward Premier Katsura drove to the palace
and made a report to Empernr Mutsuhito.

Later the Premier veceived Sir Claude M.
MacDonald, the British Minister, with whom he
had a long interview, presumably in regard to
the crisis in the peace conference.

Following the call of the British Minister, the
Premier conferred with the Minister of War,
General Terauchi; the Minister of Marine, Ad-
mital Yamamoto, and the Chinese Vice-Minister

of Foreign Affairs. The Premier and his callers
declined 1o dlscuss the situation.

M. WITTE PESSIMISTIC.

Has Little Hope of Favorable Reply
from St. Petersburg.

By The Assoclated Fress. )

Portsmouth, N. H, Aug. 20.—The chances of
peace heave undoubtediy been improved by
President Roosevelt’'s action in stepping into
the breach in & last hersie endeavor to induce
the warring countries to commpromise their “irre-
comcilable differences.” but the result is still in
suspense. The decision of the issue has passed
from the plenipotentiaries to their principals,
from Portamouth ¢n £t. Petersburg, and. per-
haps, in a lesser extent, to Tokio. Although
there are ccliateral evidences that pressure both
by President Roosevelt and neutral powers, in-
cluding Japan's ally. Great Britain, whose Min-
ister, Bir Clauvde M. MecDonald, according to
afivices received here, had a long conference this
afternoon with Count Kstsura, the Japanese
Premier, is still being axerted at Tokio to induce
Japan to moderats her demands, there is alsn
respon to belleve that President Roosevelt was
able gt his interview with Baron Rosen practi-
cally to communicate Japan's frreducible minl-
mum—what ghe would yield, but the point bhe-
yond which she would not go. Whether an
actual basis of compromise was proposed by the
President cannot be stated definitely, The only
thing that can be afMirmed positively i= that 1If
Russia ypefuses to act on thea puggestion or
proposition of President Roosevelt, the pearce
eonference will end in faliure.

And in the Russian camp littie encouragement
® given. Beron Rosen reached here, after an
&l night ride from Oyster Bay, shortly before
noon and immediately went into confereance with
M. Witte. They remalned closeted together for
almost three hours, during which time the whole
e!tuation was reviewed. Baron Rosen com-
municated to his chief the President's message,
and it was transmitted to the Emperor, together
with M. Witte's recommendation. No clue to
the nature of this recommendation has trans-
pired, but 1t can be siated that M. Witte, no
matter how he, personally, may view the prop-
osition, is distinctly pesasimistic as to the
character of the response which will come from
Bt. Petershurg. To a confidential friend this
afternoon he offered little hope of a change in
the situstion.

The Japanese, it is firmly belleved, cling to
the substance, if not the form, of thelr demand
for remuneration for the cost of the war. Per-
haps they are willing to decrease the sum asked,
but substantial compensation, under whatever
guise It ig obtained, they decline to relinquish.
They are also firm upon the cesglon of Baghalien.
By the transfer of the southern branch of the
Chinese-Eastern Hailway, first to Japan for re-
Mnquishment to China, payment for the main-
tenance of the Russian prisoners and the sur-
render of the Russinn warships, it i1s possible 1o
figure out a total tranafer to Japan in money
and property of about FZH00NN000. But this 1s
the nit.

The Japanese, as ysual, are very reticent and
very quiet, and it is fmpossibie to obtain from
them the least indication of thelr view of the
changs in the situation produced by the Presi-
dent's action, It is taken for granted that the
President’s appeals were made to Japan as well
as Russia. but the Jepanese side of the nego-
tiations looking 1o a compromise is almost com-
pletely in the dark. It is assumed that Baron
Kaneko was able to explain the Japanese views
1o the President. If the President Is successful
with Russie, it may be that he must then turn
o Japan. That would bs the natural course, If
be has suggested to Russia what he regards as
a fair compromise, and has undertaken, if Rus-
sia accepts, 1o use his Influence to induce Japan
to arcept. But it & probable that he was abla
to assure M. Witte in advance of Japan's agree-
ment to acrept. Nevertheless, M. Takahirs
epoke to-day as though he might be cailed to
Oyrter Bey. He would only say posftvely that
he hnd a8 yet recelved no summons.

Emperor Nichelas's decision, upon which the
fate of the conference seems now o hang, will,
according to the hest informed Russinns, de-
pend on conditions at home, and these cona.-
tions they do not believe propitious. The two
big factors are the Internal conditions and the
reports from the front as to the military situa-
tion. The former has been ameliorated by last
Saturday’'s manifesto and the character of the
reports received Dby his majesty from Man-
churia Is known 1o be good.

General Linevitch has expressed absolute con-
fidence in victory. and sincs the conference he-
gan he and his generals have not only assured
hi= majesty that the army was never in better
condition, but'they have actually sent messages
10 M. Witte imploring him not to make peace.
They demand an opportunity to retrieve the
“honor and prestige” of the army, and in a
country where the army s the bulwark of the
government the wishes of its generals are not
lightly to be disregarded by their sovereign.
Not only to make peace, hut to pay tribute 1o
the enemy, would, therefore, be a very difficult
task for the Emperor, notwithstanding his love
of and desire for peace.

Tt is significant in this connection that M.
Witte took occaslon to-day formally to deny the
published reports from St. Petersburg to the
effect that at a meeting of the Council for the
National Defence, presided over by the Grand
Duke Nicholas, the impossibility of reconquer-
ing Saghallen or defending the Amoor province
has been recognized, and that in consequence of
this the Emperor has telegraphed M. Witle 1o
come to an understanding with the Japanese.
M. Witte said:

The report Is a pure inventlon, There is not a
word of truth in it. The National Counecil for
Defence has held no meeting. The Grand Duke
Nicholas never utterad n statement like that at-
tributed to him. On the contrary, the news
from General Linevitch is entirely reassuring.
I am not a military man. and 1 cannot, therefore,
glve advice or expres=s opinions on military af-
fairs, but what 1 know is that the whole Rus-
slan army, and especially General Linevitch, his
officers and the soldiers under thelr command.
beg most Insistently that peace should not be
concluded.

The issue wlll not necessarily be decided on
Tuesday, Indeed, it {8 quite likely that thers
may be some delay in the answer from St
Petersburg, in which case an excuse will ha
found to adjourn the meetings from day to day,
The Japanese will not be impatient, but the final
decision will without deubt come this week.
One of the members of the Japanese mission 10-
night expressed the opinion that whether a
treaty was slgned or not the conference would
complete its lahors hy the end of next week.
“Once the bases are agreed to.” =ald he, “few
detalls remain to be arranged.”

He added that he did not helieve that any
member of the missfon would go to Oyster
Bay

“The President.,” he said, “fully understands
our position.'”

After hig conference with M. Witte, Baron
Rosen went to Magnolla in an autemobile and
will not return until to-morrow. Several of the
Japaness and Russian attachés made a cruise
on the Mayflower in the afterncon as suesis of
Commander Winslow. M. Witte took an outing
in an automohbile, When he was about ten
miles from the hotel ona of the tires burst, and
there was some delay In getting a conveyance
for him to make the return trin

The Russian chief plenipotentiary complained
that he was not feeling very well to-night, hut
there was nothing serlous the matter with him.
Baron Komura and M. Takahira attended
church in Portsmouth to-night.

NO NEWS AT OYSTER BAY.

Japan Belicved To Be Fully In-
formed of Talk with Roscn.

{By The Assoclated Press;

Oyster Bay, Aug. 20—No news of develop-
ments in the negotiatlons for peace in the Far
East reached President Roosevelt to-day. The
President remalined quietly at Sagamore HIll for
the greater part of the day and the executive
offices in the villags were cloged, except for an
hour or two., A few dispatches were sent and
some received, but they are understood to have
been of a routine character

The President's great effort te bring about a
successful issue of the peace conference at
Portsmouth practically ended with his confer-
ence yesterday afterroon with Baron Rosen.
The proposition then submitted wlil have to be
passed on not only by the Russian envoys, but
probably by Emperor Nicholas himself. ©On
the determination reached as to that proposi-
tion very llkaly will depend peace or an indefi-
nite continuation of hostilities.

1t i not expected here that the President will
receive furtiner visits from elther Russian or
Japaness reprecentatives prior to the meeting of
the conferrees on Tuesday. There s ground for
the belief that the Japanese plenipotentiaries
were cognizant of the detalls of the President’s
final effort to pravent a rupture of the confer-
epce and are prepared so far ag thelr govern-
ment s concerned, to carry into effect the
proposition he pubmitted to the Russian en-
voys. No intimation of tha nature of that
proposition is given here

DO NOT WANT PEACE.

Russians Think Linevitch Can Win,
Correspondent Says.

[DOUMA COLDLY RECEIVED.

Only Two Papers in Capital Give
Unstinted Praise to Plan.

St. Petershurg, Aug. 21.—The “Novoe Vrem-
ya” and the “Slove” unreservedly praige the
Douma schems. The other Bt. Patershurg news-
papers, howaver, fafl to show much enthusiasm.
While half-heartedly admitting that the project
makes for improvement, these latter papers
freely criticise the limitation of the powers of
the Douma and ask for an extension of the
freedomn of the prese, freedom of meeting and
political amnesty.

The “Novoe Vremya™ says that the wall has
fallen which for centuriezs has separated the
nation from the sovereign, and that the new
reform opens the way to the davelopment of
national individnality and genius necessary for
the evolution of a great people. The “Slovo”
says that the Douma will bring Russia into
line with the Western nations, and adds:

If the war continues the army will be vivifiel
by the consciousness of the impossibility of the
continuation of administrative vices, which
have produced the army's defects.

Prince Ouktomsky, Editor of the “*Vedomosti,™
says,

The project dissiputes the {llusion that tha
governiment would meet the hapes of the liberal
majority. The Douma question has been settled
by admitting only loyal subjects, ecuoltivating
ideals of autocratic authority.

The principal objection ralsed to the project
is the high qualification necessary to city voters,
ranging from S675 annually in St. Petersburg
and Moscow, to $400 in the smaller towns, This,
it is held, will exclude the vast majority of edu-
cated persons from suffrage. Peasant represen-
tation, however, is fully insured everywhere.

GERMAN VIEWS DIVIDED.

\

The Russian Assembly Greeted with
Skepticism and Hope.

Berlin, Aug. 20.—The Russian Emperor's de-
cree convoking a national assembly was pub-
lished in Germany yesterday evening, and Is
amilyzed by the newspapers to-day, The con-
ditions existing in the empire of her next door
neighbor are probably as well understood in
Germany as in any outside State, yet opinion
i= as varied regarding the organic change in
the Russian system as there are political groups.

The SBocialist newspapers, published by the
powerful party organization which is also as-
slsting financially and bv agitation the Soclalist
revolutionary party In Russia, mock at the de-
cree and call it an imperial joke of Emperor
Nichoias, designed to show those in his empire
atruggling for constitutional Hberty how little
he cares for their aspirations, These news-
papers say that a constitution providing for 180
voters in such citles as St. Petersburg and
Moscow s 10 be laughed at.

The “North German Gazette” considers that
Emperor Nicholas has placed Russia among the
constitutional governments of the world., It re-
gards the document as drawn with wisdom, in-
spired by a sincere purpose to begin self-gov-
ernment, and vet taking due account of the in-
capability of Russians as a whole to govern
themselves, While everything this semi-official
journal says is not inspired, its directoras manage
to give on important questions the monarchical
and intensely conservative view,

Between these two extremes of oplnion are
nthers which volce the hope that Russia has at
last begun the development of constitutional in-
stitutlons, a development which must be slow,
and experimental.

RUSSIAN COMMERCE LOSS.|

The Czar's People Are Not Spend-
ing As Much Money.

[FROM THE TRINUNE BUREAU.]

Washingtgn, Aug. 20.—The war's effect on the
purchasing power of the Russian people is indl-
cated in statistles compiled by the Department
of Commerce and Labor, from Russlan sources,
showing the latest returns of commerce over the
Buropean frontier of the Czar's empire for the
first four months of the present calendar year.
Imports have fallen off 27.0 per cent, as com-
pared with the corresponding period of 1904,
The decrease Is heaviest under the head of raw
cotton, though this shrinkage In value is due, to
some extent, to the fall in price, as can he seen
from a comparigon of the decrease In value with
the decrease In quantity of cotton imported.
Silk, rubber, wool, chemicals, dyes and colors
are some of the other important raw materials
tmported which show heavy decreases. Parallel
with decreased fmports of the principal manu-
facturers’ materials go decreased Imports of ma-
chinery, tools, cars and carriages, paper and
manufactures of, manufactures of silk, wool
and cotton, indicating & lessened willingness or
ability of the Russian consumer to purchase
foreign products,

While hmports from all foreign countries have
fallen, the decreases are distributed far from
equally a\ncms them. Thus, imports during the
four months from Germany have fallen about
20 per cent, being $38,280,000 in 1004, as against
$30.626.000 in 1003; imports from the United
Kingdom haye decreased over 36 per cent, being
$14,132.000 in 19, as against $0.010,000 during
the current year; while imports from France,
belng composed to a larger extent of articles of

immedlate consumption and luxuries, show a
larger shrinkage, of almost 40 per rgm—:‘rom
$4.804 000 in 1904 to $2O88000 in 1000,

Owing to the considerable shrinkage in the
quantity and value of raw cotton imported, the
total imports credited to the United States and
Egypt during the four months show even
heavier decreases. Thus, imports of cotton from
the United States have fallen about O8 per cent
i value, from $15,346,000 in 194 to $6.451.000
in 1905, and 33 per cent in quantity, from 107,-
HONN0 pounds to GO0 pounds; while the
total imports credited to this country have de-
creased about 46 per cent, from $10.3900.000 in
1004 to R1O522000 in 1905, The imports from
Egypt, almost all cotton, show an even heavier
relative decrease of nearly 59 per cent, from
S 141000 to 1,807 (0N,

As a result of the decreased imports the
amount of customs duties collected on  all
fronticrs during the first four months of the
present year are about 137 per cent lower than
for the same perlod of the last year. the re-
spective figures belng $42.461,000 in 1904 and
E36,650.000 in 1905,

THE STORTHING'S COURSE.

Norway's Plan to Bring About
Speedy Separation from Sweden.

Christlania, Aug. 21.—The Starthing will as-
semble to-day. The Associated Press I8 in-
formed that the Norwegian government within
a day or two will submit a proposal relating
to the dissolution of the union between Norway
and Sweden, Both governments are anxious to
find a solutlon of the diMculties at the earliest
date possible, Consequently, It is understood,
the Storthing will request the Riksdag to bring
about dissolution of the union by a formal reso-
lution and repeal of the treaty, and will Imme-
diately authorize the government to negotiate
with the Riksdag concerning Sweden's condl-
tiors,

There is nn apparent strong feeling against
the acceptance of all of SBweden's terms, and
especially against the destruction of any fort-
ress., Should Sweden not recede, It is consid-
ered probable thut Norway wlll propese arbi-
tration of the disputed points.

CHINA RAISES LOAN IN BELGIUM.

Report That $2,400.000 Has Been Obtained
for the Luhan Railway.

London. Aug. 21.—"“The Marning Post's™
Shanghai correspondent =says that a dispatch
from Peking announces that China has raised a
loan of £2.400000 in Belgium for the service of
the Lathan Railway.
