Then came a period of endurance, wben
the people diacuased the epidemic seriously and
kept their minds off the danger of lt aa mucb
aa possible. Now tbe third stage la approach-
on horseback. and. strange aa it may seem. lt is
tbe Jocular atage.
"Well. did you get stung to-day?" one club

man greeta another when they meet after busi-
nesa hours.

"lf I looked aa yellow aa you do I wouldn't
aak queetionB," may be the answer.

A majority of
the surgeons at work here have never had the
fever. yet they are not afraid of lt.

great epidemic, walked Into the lobby of the St
Charles Just before dlnner the other evenlng,
..ith a long face and this gloomy announce¬

ment:
.'I've got it.'"

"Do you know when you
were stung?" were aome of the questiona they
aaked.

anncunces yellow fever or Ita abaence provee
that the mosquito waa healthy.

MANY CASES AT VAYON PIDGEON.
After being off the map for ten years, Vayon

Pldgecr., u little eettlement aeventy-flve n-llee
frc***-. New-Orleana. haa sprung Into prominenco
again w;th 100 cases of most malignant yellow
fever. Vayon Pldgeon had never been heard of
URtll ten yeara ago. when William Pitt Kellog.
the last Republican Congressman whlch Loulsi-
ana haa aent to Waahlngton. was runnlng for
re-electior. It ls a Uttle ewamp eettlement. and
tbere were ao few. votera among tha flsbermen
thera that the election officlala seldom bothered
about sending ballota there.
In this campaign the Damocrala aaw tbat

Kellog was golng to carry bis diatrlct. They
-Bld nothinc but lnvented tbe Vayon Pldgeon
BaHot box. Kellog turned in hia usual majority
ef some three or four hundred votea The eleo-
tlon ofllclalB waJted a day or two and then re~

ealved a ballot box from Vayon Pldgeon whlch
oontained 500 Democratlc votea
The abotgun quarentlnea ln Misslsalppl and

iiabama are auppoaed to be bullet ghoat and
submarine proof. The different countlea have
.uarantlnee agalnat each other. and bo great ia
the fright of yellow faver thet nelghbora look
aakance at each other and forbid thelr chiidren
.Poonlng. for fear of contagion. Tet there have
»een two atrfklng inartancea within the week
whlch go to ahow that thero are leaks.

He had passed
through seven parlshes, and not ono of the shot-
gun guards saw hlm.

GUARDS PASS LYXCHIXG PARTY.
Up ln Alabama a negro committed an assault

and fled through several countles. A large party
of heavily armed citizens mounted and started
ln pursult, At the border of the county they
wjere balted by a shotgun guard.
"You all go back borne." said the quarantine

offlcer. "You don't bring no yeller fever into
thls county."
"We Just going up to the county above to

lyncb that - negro. Sam." said the leader
of the raiders.
The quarantine guard fell back as if yellow

fever waa no more dangerous than chilblains.
The posse rode through the county an.l lnto
the next one, where they found their negro.
Thoy lynched him and rode back home again.A Ivnching party surely does have rights.
So many wlld stories have been primed in

outside newspapera about the fever situation
hero that New-Orleans is actually pleased to
be Investigated. The Tribune correspondent has
been given every facility. As a preliminary he
waa taken to Jie offlce of the Mayor and sworn
ln as a special offlcer. The Mayor handed over

silver badge and a commission duly signed
and sealed. It runs until December 1. bul
unfortunately there is no salary attached.
"Thls will enable you to go wberayer jou like

ln the Infected district/' said the Mayor. "You
can carry a gun. if you like, an.l make arrests
lf neceseary."
"But I don't know where The jail la," said

the correspondent,
"Well, perhaps your flrst prisoner can tell

you," returned the Mayor.
WEARIXG MOSQUITO BUTTONS.

In addition to the flower and the smile which
all good citizens are wearing in thls time of
trouble, nearly every one you meet has a mos-
qulto badge. In the centre is an enlarged
stegomyia, true to life ln every detail, even to
the zebra strlped legs. Around the edge is this
Inscription:
"My cisterns are all right. How are yours?"
The day before that set by ihe health au¬

thorities for a general lumigation a huge poster
ln red was spread over the town. It read:

IX A XUT SHELL!

Thirteen Succumbed to Yellow Fever
in New-Orleans Yesterday.

New-Orleans, Aug. 27..The death rate to-day

la one of the hlghest, so far as it can be com¬
pared with any epldemic of yellow fever ln the
past. There is no way of aceounting for the
increased number «_. deaths except by the fact
that there has -Ceen a very declded change in the
weather during the last twenty-four hours. The
number of new cases ls being held down ln good
ahape, and the situation seems to be thoroughly
under control.
In the State the situation continues to grow

worse. Eleven cases are reported to-night from
Natchez, and that city ls eaid to be in a state of
absolute panic
The controversy between the physicians here

and the various health boards ls beginning to
overshadow everything else in the local situa¬
tion, and there ls an interesting situation com¬

lng within the next few days. Dr. Qultman
Kohnke, the city health officer, to-night made
reply to Dr. Joseph Holt's charges that Dr.
Kohnke had allowed yellow fever to exist here
without taking the necessary steps to stamp it
out.
In acewering the letter of Dr. Holt, Dr.

Kohnke practically admits that he used the ex-
preealon charged, "d- the law,'" and at the
aame time says that as yellow fever had already
been reported ln that year there was no neces¬
slty for making any partlcular mention of Dr.
Holt'a case.
Tha probable result of the controversy which

haa broken out is that tho resignatlons of both
Dr. Kohnke and Dr. Souchon will be asked for.
The general opinion among the people of the city
la that lt la most unfortunate that the contro¬
versy ao to how yellow fever was allowed to
enter the city and the reason for lt exist ing
here for two months without discovery should
have been allowed to crop out at thls time, as to
a certain extent it will injure the work of the
United States Marine Hospital corps.
Dr. R. B. Leach. with the assistance of a

brasa band and a large number of his diseiples
managed to get out of town to-day. It is be¬
lieved that ln view of the unappreciative manner
ln whlch he haa been received here, he will never
return.
Quarantine reatrictlona agalnst Xew-Orleans

were tlgbtened again to-day. The State of
Texas declded that the detentlon eamp. which
they bave established at Echo. can only be used
by the Texans who can prove thelr citizenshlp
of tbat State.

NO QUARANTINE AGAINST MEMPHIS.

Mississippi Health Board Finds Fever Case
Did Not Originate There.

"We give Memphla a clean bill of health.

Mlaslaalppl will not quarantine against you," said
the offlcla-s to the Tribune correspondent. "With
your local board we have made a thorough In¬

vestigation and flnd that lt la Imposslble for
tha Guerclo case to have been contracted ln
Memphls. There 18 no fever ln this city now

nor has there been. Of that we are aasured."
Tbe men returned to Jackson to-nlght.

INAUGURATION DATE.
CHANGE DEMANDED.

Governors to Meet in Washington
Just Before Congress Convenes.

[From The Trlbune Bureau.]
Washington. Aug. 27..Governors of forty-one

States have already jolnei the movement to
postpone the Presidential inauguration after
1S00 from March 4 to a later and be'ter date.
probably April 30, and the national commlttee
rn ,hf* proposed .hange is arranging to m?et
in YVashington in November. just before Con-
Ctess convenes.
H. B. F. Macfarland. Commissioner of the

Distriet of columbia and chairman of the
national committee. has been in corresponience
ever since March 4 last with the Governors of
States ani Tervitories who. with fifteen resi-
ients of the Distriet of Columbia. were ask i
to serve as members of the national eomroittee.
He has up to date securei the consent of forty-
one Governors t.f the btates and Territories to
serve on rb" committee .nd exp. cts that eev-
eral others wiil accept this service before tb°
meeting in the fall.
tnevitable delaya occur in such oorraspond-

ence, bilt ihe response has been in general so
promot and hearty as to indicate a strong ln-
feresl ln the movement iii over the country for
a change nf Inauguration Day. All the Gov¬
ernors who accepted servici expressed appvova!
of the proposition and some of them are es¬

pecially emphatic in doing so. This iniicates
H*at they are prepared to bring the matter be¬
fore the people ani the legislatures of their
States in a favorable light as well as to lend
their infiuence to tbe operatlona ..f rb.? national
committee.
The chief fun ..tion of that committee is to

present ihe matter to Congress in such a w.-.y
tis to secure favorable action. An amendment
to the Constitution is necessary, and a joint
resolution for that purpose will be drafted i.nd
Introiuced at the opening of the next sesslon.
The Senate has twice passed such a resolution
unanimously, and it is believed that its ehances
in the House will be better next sessigti than
heretofore.
The death of Senator Bate. of Tennessee, fol¬

lowed by that of Ambassador Azplroz and that
of Judge Welion, of the Court of (..laims. in
consequence of exposure on March 4 last, has
maie a deener irnpression as to the dangers
of tbe present inauguration date.

IN HEARTY ACCORD.

Governor Miguel A. Otero of New-Mexlco:

I am heartily in favor of the movement to

change the date of the inauguration ceretnonlea.
I believe that a date between May 1 and 1")
will be acceptable to the people of the United
States and would not endanger the lives of so

many prominent persons w-ho attend inaugura-
tions The first week of March isiisag.eeable
ln nearly every section of the Lnited States. I
am heartily ln favor of a change.

Governor George E -Chamberlain of Oregon
said:
A short tlma slnca I received a latter asking

mv views upon the subject of a change of In-
aueuratlon Day to a later date. and in answerlng
the lnquiry stated that I knew of no good reason

whv a date whlch had been adopted years ago
aa inauguration Day should be changed. I really
had not given the subject any conslderation. but
ln the llght of your letter I am forced to admlt
tnat strong reasons can be urged for the pro¬
posed change. The question of the usual ln-
clemency of the weather during the month of
March had not oecurred to me, and I can ap-
preclate tbe dangers which beaet tha publie who,

ln order to wltnesa the Inauguration of a Presi¬
dent, are compelled to be ln raln or anow duringthe whole period covered by the eeremony.
Governor John B. Brady of Alaska:
I should Uke to be able to do aomethlng to helpalong the effort to make this change. Experl¬

ence has left no doubt as to the desirableneas of
another date for this great function.
Governor E. Y. Sarles of Xorth Dakota:
I am heartlly ln accord with the change of ln-

augural date as suggested. and will cheerfully
concur ln the declslon arrlved at when the
matter comes up for final disposal. The change.ln my opinion. should be made not only for the
valid reaaons stated in your letter. but also to
ftceommodate many people who are members oflegislatures that are Ln session at the time ofthe present Inaugural date.

FAVORS APRIL 30.
Governor S. H. Elrod of South Dakota:
It wiU be a pleasure to aid ln any way that I

can. It seems to he very necessary that the date
should be changed Personally I am in favor of
having the date hanged from March 4 to April_», the day on whlch Washington was flrst in-
augurated.
Governor John C. Cutler of Utah:
I am strongly ln favor of the proposed changeto some time in the latter part of April or earlyin May. The present time, March 4, is incon-

venient. as nearly all State lesrislatures are in
session, thus denying the opportunity to many
w io would otherwlse aitcnd the inaugural cere-
monies. The unpleasant weather makes it veryunnleasant and endangers life ;u.d health.
Governor E. W. Hoch of Kansas:
I have long advAcated a cjiange of the dayand will be glad to co-operate wlth the Gov¬

ernor.*- of other States in using what influence
may legitlmately be used to hrint- ahout the
desired change.
Governor J. Bf. Terrell of Georgia.
Reply ing to your letter of the 21st lnst,, I

wiU say that in my opinion the people of
Georgia, at least those who have given the mat¬
ter thought. are convinced that ao Important
a function as the inauguration of a President
of the United Statea should take place at a
season which would not endanger the health and
life of the flower of our land.many of whom
are attracted to Washington by this most im-
posing Bpectacle of our government. Severe and
Inclement weather detracts In many other ways
from tl:*; interest ln any event. no matter how
Imposing, and I cannot but think that the in-
terests of the people and thelr government, as
well as their pleasure ln this great occas:on.
would i,e better subserved by changing the day
of the inauguration to a later season. possibly
some timo in April or May. when WashlnKton
can give prornise of the best and brlghtest
weather of the year.

SUGGESTS SOME DAY IX MAY.
Governor X. B. Browar.l of Florida said:
In reply to your question. which ls, "Do you

favor a change of date for Inauguration Day
from March 4 to a later period?" I would say
that some day in May would be much hetter,
in my judgment. than March 4. I believe that
a great many llves would be spared that are now
sacrificed to pneumonia and diseases of that
kimi. eaused by exposure on March 4 at our
national inaugu:ation.

<"hief Justice C. C. Xott, United States Court
of Claims, in response to the resolutions of the
bar on the death of Judge Lawrence Weldon.
said:
But that day whlch, needlessly and ruthlessly,ia allowed every four years to smite so many,

to strike down the young and the aged and
bring danger and discomfort to thousands and
sickness and anxiety to many an American
household.that day gave hlm hls death blow.
The brief period which fate then asslaned to
hlm witnessed broken he.-Uth and lessened vl-
tality and wlthered hopes.a period which has
often heen assigned to other men.a great
pageant at the beginnlng, pneumonia at the
end.

STREET GANGS IN FIGHT.

Arouse Harlem Residents Two
Blocks from Police Station.

The police of the East 88th-st. station who were
on reserve after midnight yesterday were called
out of hed by a crowd of flghtlng hoodlums, said
to be two factlons of the Paul Kelly gang. who
were filllng the air wlth missilejs and bullets at
SSth-st. and Avenue B at 1 o'ciock ln the morning.
Seven of the nlne men whom the police managed

to captur. after a short running fight were yes¬
terday sent to Blackwell's Island for six months
by Magistrate Baker, ln the Harlem court. An¬
other was held in $1,500 bail for a more serlous
trial on the charge of being the Ieader ln a riot,
and one man was fined $5 for disorderly conduct.

HISTORY OF FRANCHISES

Justice Sealrury Presents Arguments
for Municipal Ownership.

Justice Samuel Seabury. of the City Court, thla
county, ls the author of a new two hundred paga
book on "Municipal Ownership and Operation of
Publie Utilltles ln New-York Clty.*'
Municipal ownership promlses to be on* of the

leading lssues of the mayoralty campaign Just open¬
lng. Justice Seabury glves a brlef history of local
franchises and tells of thelr legal character. The
gas and electric lighting companies in all the

boroughs. what they have done and what has beea
done to them recelve elaborate attention. An¬
other chapter is devoted to the street rallways ln
ill the boroughs. Then come chapters on the Rapid
Transit Commission. brldges, the functions of gov¬
ernment, regulation and control. arguments in favor
of publie ownership and operation and legal meth¬
ods by which the city may acquire and operate ita
publie utilittes.
