NO TITLES TEROUGH ADOPTION ARE VALID.

In view of the many advertisements which are
sppearing in ihe Europesn papers containing offers
of titles of nobility together with illustrious and
historic names in raturn for cash payments, the
tisles to be obtained through adoption as the chil-
dren end heirs of the present authentic holders
thereo?f, the German government has considered it
wise to issue semi-cficially a warning to the effect
that the laws with regard to acdoption are very
strict, and 6o not lend themseives to transactions
guch as those advertised in the press. To begin
with, adoption, if accomplished in accordance with
the requirements of the law, carries with 1t merely
the name, but not the nobillary title of the adoptive
gather, and not mevely fine, bu® aiso imprisonment,
fells to the share of any one who makes use of a
pobilizry title in Germany without full legal war-
rant. Then. too, the adoptive father or mother
must be childless, without legal heirs to name, title
and property, must be more than fifty years old
and at least twenty years older tkan the person
aé-pted, the principal object of adoption being, In
the eves of the law, to enable those who for one
reason or another find thamselves childless, 10
create for themselves in this way a tamily anG the
establishment of filial and parental relations con-
Quecive to home life. Moreover, the adoption must
De carried cut in the presence and with the consent
of the courts of law of the district in which the
person making the adoption has his or her legal
residence.

The agents who advertise the gale of titles of
nobility and of historic names by means of adop-
sion content themseives, as & rule, with merely
drawing up a coniract between the adopter and
the adopied, whereby the former extends his nama
and title to the latter as an adopted child. On the
strength of these contracts, which are embellished
with all sorts of stamps and seals, the aspirant to
nobiliary honors and names pavs down a more or
lJess considerable sum of money, which is divided
between the vendor and the broker. But the trans-
action is fraudulent from beginning to end, the
contract is not worth the paper that it is written
or. and, should the adopted “chiid” venture 10
make use of either the name or the title which he
fondly imagines himeelf to have acquired, he would
be quickly jalled, fined and sentenced to a term of
imprisonment. If there are so few prozecutions by
the victims of these swindles, It is because, as a
rule, they do not care to expose themselves to the
ridicule inevitably entaiied by the proceedings.

A BOGUS PRINCESS ESTERHAZY.

The laws of Germaiy about adoption are on the
eame line with those of other European countries,
end if I draw attention thereto it is because of the
widespread publicity given to the story of an al-
leged princess, Anne Esterhazy, who now lives in
straitened circumstances in Parls, and who offers
to adopt any one and to thue share her name and
her title with whoever is willing to pay the trifle
of $100,000 for the questionable priviiege. Just how
the so-called princess, who savs she is an Ester-
hazy by birth and the widow of a Parisian financier,
purposes to go about it, she does not explain. But
it may be just as well in the circumstances to point
out that the princely branch of the historic house
of Esterhazy comprises no member of the name of
Anna. In fact, there are only three Princesses
Esterhazy in existence. One of them, Princess Mar-
guerite, is the wife of the chief of the family; the
gacond is her five-year-old d ughter Marie, while
the third, a Countess Andrassy by birth, is the wife
of Prince Nicholas, and makes her home with him
at Budapest. Nor there even &ny woman
among the numerous members of the junior
pranches of the family, who bear the title of count
or countess, who would answer the éescription o2
the alleged princess at Paris, who must bes there-
¢cre set down as either 2 crank or as a fraud

8COTLAND'S FUTURE PREMIER MARQTUIS.

Douglas Gordon, lleutenant of the Scots Guards,
whose engagement to the daughter and only child
of Gerard Streatfeild, of Elstead, Surrey, has just
been announced. is the sole eurviving son of Lmd
Granville Gordon, ana after him the next heir t0
the many dignities of his uncle, Lord Huntly, head
of the great historic clan of GBrdon, Premlier
Marquis of Scotland. and possessed of no less than
three caridoms. a viscounty, seven Secotch haroyies
2nd also the Meldrum peerage in the United King-
dom, which gives him 2 seat in the House of
Lords. It is to be regretted that there is no moncy
or property whatsoever that goes with all these
honors. The vast Gordon estales were hequeathed
by the fifth and last of the Gordon dukes of Gor-
éon. to his nephew, his sister’s son, the late Duke
of Richmond. who was subsequently ecreated by the
Queen Duke of Gordon in the peerage of the United
Aingdom, and the Gordon estates are, therefore,
in the possession of the present Duke of Richmond.

Lord Huntly has been forced, partly by the in-
sane extravagance of his father and partly by his
own lack of economy, to part with his only Te-
malning ancestral pezsession, Aboyne Castle, and
the Aboyne estate in Aberdeenshire. He had mar-
tied one of the two daughters of the Liverpool
barker, Bir Willlam Brooks, who repeatedly ex-
tricated him from financial embarrassments. Lord
Huntly sold the castle and fits contents to his
father-in-law, with the object of protecting it from
his creditors, and Sir William allowed the Huntlys
to remzin in possession thereof. Tt was naturally
supposed that Sir Willlam, having no sons, would,
at his death, bequeath Aboyne Castle if not to
the marquis, at any rate to Lady Huntly But
inetead he left it to his grandson, Ban Francis
Cecil (eldest mon of his younger daughter, that is
10 say of rady Huntly's sister), merely allowing
by his will to Lady Hunily—not to Lord Huntly—
the use of Aboyne Castle and contents during her
lifetitme. At her death evervthing will go to her
nephew, Ean Cecil, and her husband, the marquis,
who has been repeatediy bankrupted, will remain

and penniless.

BARREN HONORS

T Douglas Gorden will succeed therefors to
honors that, though historic, are distinctly barren.
His father, J.ord Granvilie Gordon, has likewise

no money, and is a graduate of the bankruptsy
ccuris. Like Lord Huntly, he married as his first
wife the daughter of the late Henry Roe, the great
Dublin whiskey distiller. Roa before his death
lost his entire fortune and died a ruined man, his
daughter, the late Lady Granville Gordon, there-
upon embarking in business as a modiste under the
name of “Mme. Lierre,”” which name figured over
the door of her shop in Piccadilly. After her death
Lerd Granville Gordon married again the divorced
wife of his cousin, Eric Gordon, an American
woman by birth, who to-day is a fugitive from
justice, not as a criminal, but for having defied
the order of the English courts directing her to
surrender the little girl of her first marriage to
her first husband, Erio Gordon, which she declined
to do, on the grounds, publicly avowed, that it was
not his child. It may be remembered that in con-
sequence of the amazing disclosures which she
made concerning herself the ILord Chamberlaln
published a notice in “The I.ondon Gazette” to tha
eflect that her presentation at court had been can-
celled by order of the sovereign.

LORD HUNTLY'S MANY BROTHERS.

If the imperding marriage of Lord Huntly's
nephew, young Douglas Gordon, to Misa Streatfeild
attracts £0 much attention throughout Scotland, it
is because the Gordons are, in spite of thelr faults,
exceedingly popular in the lLand of Cakes, and
kxve from time immemorial maintained a strong
hoid on the affections of their fellow countrymen.
Morcover, he is an object of particular interest, as
being, after his father, the only remaining eventual
heir of Lord Huntly. Few peerages seemed bet-
ter provided with heirs than this Marquisite of

Huntly forty years ago, the late marquis, father
of the present peer and grandfather of Douglas,
having had no less than seven sons. Of these the

second, Lewis, perished at sea as a sub-lieutenant
of tha ironclad Captain, which turned turtle in a
storm in the Bay of Biscay and sank with her
crew of six hundred men on board. Lord Bertrand,
the third son, got into a scrape at home while still
a schoolbay and wag sent out in hot haste to the
antipodas, whers he died at the age of nineteen.
Lord Randolph died as a child. Lord Douglas,
popularly knowa as *“Briggs.,” renowned for his
shrill, high pitched voice and picturesque profanity,
and his brother, Lord Esmé, who rejolced in the
sobriquet of “Teapot Gordon.”' hoth died a few
vears ago without male issue, and only two of the
brothers remain, namely, Lord Huntly, who is
childless, and Lord “Grannis,”” the father of Doug-
las Gordon.

MANY GORDONS IN GERMANTY.

It is not generaliy known that there are a large
rumbar of Gordons, legitimats members of this
historie family, who figure to this day in the
nobilities 0f Germany, Austria, Russia and Scand!-
navie. Most of them are descended {rom Lord
Henry Gordon. younger son of the second Marquis
of Huntls, who after the death of Charles I
migrated to Poland with his sister, Lady Katherine
Tha latter married the Grand Treasurer of Poland,
Count Andrew Morsztyn, and it was her great-
grandson. Stanisias Poniatowski, who was the last
Kinz of Poland. Lord Henry Gordon was natural-
ized as a Polish nobleman under the name of Mar-
quis of Huntly-Gordon in 1658, the decree signed by
King John Casimir of Poland being still in ex-
istenca His lineal descendant in the male line,
who stiil bears the same title, lives in Warsaw to-
day, and other descendants of his ancestor, Lord
Henry Gordon, are in the German and Austrian
armies, but are known merely as ‘“‘von Gordon,”
the Prussian and Austrian departments of heraldry,
which are very strict, having forbidden them to
use tha name of Huntly in connectlon therewith.
They ara all. however, in the line of succession to
the Scotea and English honors of the present Mar-
quis of Huntly.

DOMINICAN REBELS ACTIVE

Efforts to Bring ‘Abou¢ Revolution
Before Congress: Meets.

San Juan, P. R, Aug. 20 (Special).—It is as-
serted that the Santo Dominican exiles residing
in Porto Rico, Cuba and the adjacent West In-
dia islands are actively preparing & revolution-
ary movement which they hope to begin before
Congress meets. Ex-President Jiménes, after
making a couple of trips to the Danish Island of
St. Thomas for the purpose of conferring with
prominent Dominican revolutionists, has moved
from Mayaguez, and has made Ponce his head-
quarters. It is also rumored that Panchito
Detchen, a prominent Domimican, who has re-
sided for the last few months in a seciuded part
of the suburbs of San Juan, in order to escape
undue attention, has gone north for the purpose
of raising a loan. The ‘money, if obtained, is
for the purchase of arms and ammunition.
General Demetrio Rodriguez, Governor of the
Monte Cristi district, has been joined by Gen-
eral Cespedes and his brothers. Gemeral Ces-
pedes was one of the principal factors in plac-
ing General Morales in the Presidential chair of
Santo Domingo. Cespedes has, however, quar-
relled with Morales on account of the latter’s
transactions with the American government,
and has hastened to join forces with those of
the enemies of the present Dominican govern-
ment and American intervention in Santo Do-
mingo.

Those who know the influence that Generals
Cespedes and Demetrio Rodriguez exercise over
the Domingans, their valor, their thorough
knowledge of the country, and their determina-
tion, fear that Morales will not long continue
in power.

Although so far passive, there exists among
the natives of Santo Domingo a secret league
against American intervention, and while they
await the action of Congress in their affairs they
are preparing for the worst. It is asserted on
good authority that it is the intention of the
Dominicans who are adverse to American in-
tervention to burn all the seacoast towns of the
republic and to retreat into the woods rather
than submit to American rule should Congress
decide unfavorably to their wishes.

Americans who have not been in Santo Do-
mingo cannot form the slightest idea of the
abomination in which the majority of the
natives hold the Americans as rulers.

The leaders of the opposition against Morales
and American intervention in Santo Domingo
assert that with the exception of a few men of
letters who are no good at fighting, and are too
weak and cowardly to join any party except
the one in power, all others will surely desert
Morales at the moment when they are most
needed.

It is asserted that President Morales is most
anxious that no revolutionary movement should
take place immediately before or during the
time that Congress is discussing Dominican af-
fairs, and he is taking all necessary precautions
to avoid such a disaster. The revolutionists, on
the other hand, are most anxious to make a

disturbance in that period, as they believe that
such a movement would incline Congress to de-
cide unfavorably to American intervention in
Dominican affairs.
