In the third heat of the handicap
Kitchlng came In for considerable glory by cover-
Ing the distance in 27 2-5 seconds, lowering the rest
previous American record by two-fifths of a second.

The on© mile championship was last on the pro-
gramme, save the special alvlng contest. Opinion
differed as to the probable outcome of the race.

Danlels's powerful log action and loner arm roach,
giving:him a chance to "coast" between strokes.
It was Danifls all the way, though at half the dis-
tance he led the Chicago boy by only five yards.
He drew away In the last eighth, however, and
woni by flf.y yards. His time, 26:41 4-5. broke the
old 'American record of 27:18. Handy's time was
27:16 3-5. so that he. likewise got inside the old
record.
