"JAPAN STOPPED SPOIL."

WAR AGAIN IN TEN YEARS.

'She Prevented Partition of China,

Dr. G. IV. Knor Says.

Pawling, N. Y-. Sept. 4.-In the course of an

address on "Japan, a World Power," delivered at

the Quaker HillConference here to-day. Professor

George William Knox. of Union Theological Sem-
inary, declared that the victory of Japan wipes

out the most shameful programme that has ever
been conceived by the mind of man. He referred

to the proposed partition of china, and said:

We know the lines of partition had been laid
down. Russia, had she succeeded in her ambition,
-would have taken the northern part of China, in-
cluding Peking, while the remainder was to have
been divided between Germany. France and Eng-
land. Japan, however, has prevented all that. No
one can suppose that such a programme of greed
could have been carried out In peace, and the at-
tempt to divide China would have meant an end-
less vista of bloody war.

Victorious Japan is now master of the tar Kast,

and no power will henceforth think of interfering

In that quarter without consulting Japan any
more than one would interfere in Europe without
consulting Germany, or on the American continent
without consulting the I'nited States. More than
that, it marks an end to that dream that the whito

race is the natural master of all other racf-s. that
dream which has brought curses and kirks for
the Chinese and blows in the face for the Hln-
dup. with battleships to back up the bullying
tactics.

Dr. Knox. who wns for years a missionary in
Japan, said that he had seen a German warship

enter the harbor of Yokohama, cut the hawser of
a German merchant ship which, coming from a
cholera infected port, had been placed in quaran-
tine by the Japanese, and had seen the latter dis-
charge cargo and passengers under the guns of the
•warship. .

"Japan has achieved at a bound a position to at-
tain which other nations have struggled for centu-

ries and years. A? a world power Japan will not

be a menace to the peace of the world. To the
contrary, her victory will make for progress, for
civilisation and for peace."

Corean Representative's View of the Result

of the Peace Conference.
The Rev. P. K. Toon, who went to Portsmouth

for Corea. was in Kontdalr, N. J.. over Sunday,

German Baron Loses Life by Acci-
dent at Harbin.

Berlin. Sept. 4.—Baron Karl yon Binder

Krieglstein. war correspondent of the "Lokal-

Anzeigor," shot and killed himself accidentally

while cleaning his rifle at Harbin on Saturday.

CORRESPONDENT KILLED

General Linevitch Reports Repulse of
Hasegawa's Attacks.

St. Petersburg, Sept.
_ General TJnevitch re-

ports further encounters with the Japanese in
Corea. Ina dispatch to Emperor Nicholas, dated
September 3, he says that the Russians in

Northern Corea on September 1 repulsed a

series of lively attacks by six battalions of Jap-

anese with twelve guns. The Japanese simul-
taneously began an offensive movement against

the Russian troops In the neighborhood of Kian-
keregoui, InPetchongon Pass.

Three thousand Japanese, who. on August 27,
descended on Port Castries, sixty miles north-

west of the Saghalien town of Alexandrovsk,

set fire to a grass covered steppe. The confla-

gration assumed serious proportions.

Appointment Believed to Shaw Mr.
Roofs Intention in Department.

[From Th* TrUnma Bureau. 1
Washington, Sept. 4.

-The appointment by the
President of Robert Bacon, of New-York, to

succeed Francis B. Loomis as First Assistant

Secretary of State proved something of a sur-

prise to officials In Washington, but the selec-

tion Is welcomed as evidence of the Intention of

Secretary Root thoroughly to reorganize the,

State Department and to Institute those busi-

ness methods which he was so successful in In-

troducing in the War Department. The selec-
tion for this important post of a man whose

whole training has been along business lines,

and who has achieved notable success In that

direction, is something of an Innovation, but one

that augurs well for the future of this depart-

ment, which has for some time been in need

of a certain amount of overhauling.

It is regarded as certain that other changes

will follow, if not immediately, as soon as the

new Secretary has had an opportunity to fa-

miliarize himself with the personnel of the de-

partment. Those who observed the notably effi-

cient methods of Mr. Root when he was Secre-
tary of War entertain the brightest hopes for

the future of the department of which he Is

about to assume direction.
The necessity of a business regime In the Ptate

Department has for some time been obvious t"
those who come Into close touch with it. Whe.i

the Boven-Loomis controversy was being in-

vestigated, there occurred blunders, including

the mysterious disappearance or total loss <>f im-

portant documents, which lead Secretary Tnft

to comment on the. methods of the department

of which he was then acting se -retary with
characteristic forcefulness. and ultimately to
bring to the attention of the President the im-

portance of its early and thorough overhauling.

When Mr. Root was Secretary of War, he, also,

observed defects of the system, for which he
suggested remedies, and it is well known that

when it was learned that the former Secretary

of War had accepted, the portfolio of State there

was consternation imong certain otn^tais or inai

Department

There is no reason to believe that any charges

Secretary Root finds it necessary to make will

effect the second assistant secretary, Mr. Adee,

who la not only entitled to the utmost consid-
eration by reason of long and highly efficient

service but whost: familiarity with precedents

and whose remarkable distinctions in the nice-

ties of diplomatic phraseology must always ren-
der him invaluable to the Secretary of State.

Not only in the State Department itself, but ii
its important auxiliary, the consular service, will
Mr Root find ample scope for his great execu-
tive ability. Senator *x»dge has for years been
peeking to enlist the support of Congress in re-
form of this bureau, and In his efforts he has
hud the loyal support and deep sympathy of
President Roosevelt. That Secretary Root Will
lend to the senior Senator from Massachusetts
his powerful influence and assistance and that
out of th«- combined efforts of the President the
Secretary of State and one of the most influen-
tial members of the Senate Committee on Fore-
ign Relations will come a reform which will

revolutionize the consular service and afford

materU.! impetus to the foreign trade interests
of the nation may be regarded as certain.

In this feature of the State Department work
Mr Bacon Is expected to render invaluable as-
sistance to the Secretary. His familiarity with
business methods and his knowledge of the re-
quirements of commercial Interests in their ef-
forts to extend the foreign trade of the United
States will be in constant requisition. Those
who have studied the needs of the State De-
partment express unqualified approval of the
appointment, which they believe to have been
made by the President at the instance of Secre-
tary Root.

While he is one of the most considerate of
chiefs. Secretary Root is an inexorable foe of
incompetence, intemperance and Indolence. It is
a knowledge of his views <>n these subjects and
or the high standard of excellence which he is
certain to require of his associates and subordi-
nates which warrant the belief that other
changes are certain to follow his assumption of
his duties as Secretary of State.

Nothing is known here regarding Mr. LtOOmte'S
plans. There has been some discussion as to
the advisability of his continuing the Investiga-
tion of the business methods of the diplomatic
and consular agencies of the I'nited States,
which he undertook in Ku-ope when he went
abroad as special Ambassador to receive the
body of John Paul Jones. Itis also known that
the President has had under consideration the
appointment Of the present First Assistant Sec-
retary tc the post of Ambassador to Brazil, in
which case Mr. Thompson, now Ambassador ml
Rio Janeiro, would succeed Mr. Conger, as Am-
bassador to Mexico.

What decision the President has reached In
this regard is not known here, though it is as-
sumed that ho communicated his intentions to
Mr. I^oomis on th-» lntter's recent visit to Oyster
Bay. Mr.I^oomis is not now in Washington, hut
is expected here to-morrow. It Is regarded as
probable* however, that, whatever the Presi-
dent's plans may be. they will be first made
public at Ovater Bay.

CHANGES ON PANAMA RAILWAY.

Cfofl Service toEstablish Them Here

Oyster Bay, Rept- 4.—Civil Service Commis-
sioner Cooley called to consult with tho Presi-
dent this afternoon on the employment of labor
for the, Panama Canal. After his talk with th«
President. Mr. Cooley said that he believed a
plan had been evolved which would result in
securing for the Panama Canal Just the kind of

men required on the work. He continued:
Thus far the CivilService Commission has not

been able to get just the class of men that Mr.
Bhontfl and his engineers wanted. The Com-
mission was about ready to suggest that the
Canal Commission hire its own men, independent
of us. That is to say, we thought It a good idea
to have the canal taken from under our Jurisdic-
tion and placed In the exempted class of govern-
ment employes. Mr. Shor.ts objected to this, be-
cause, he said, he already had his hands full and
did not want to go 'Into the labor hiring busi-
ness. Finally, it was suggested that the em-
ployes be selected by labor agencies, say, in
New-York, Chicago and New-Orleans, and that
those agencies be under the charge of authorized
officials of the Civil Service Commission.

This plan has been approved by the President
and will be put in force. The labor agents at

the three places named will be appointed ex-
aminers under the Civil Service Commission.
They will, of course, be men experienced in the
selection of labor, probably, old railroad con-
tractors, whom Mr. Shonts has known out West.
The Civil Service •Commission willformulate ex-
amination papers and rules for the guidance of
these agents, making them reasonably easy, for

a high order of literary intelligence is not needed
among the cana: workers, and we think that the
much "vexed problem will then work itself out
satisfactorily.

The McCarren machine is In bad repute in
Brooklyn on account of the work of McCarren
on the gas bills at Albany. With Justice Gaynor
as a candidate for Mayor, his friends are confi-
dent that he would sweep Kings County with a
record breaking plurality.

This disposition of the first place on the fusion
ticket would make it feasible for the second
place to go to a Citizens Union man, and it is
believed that some one of the type of ex-City

Chamberlain Gould willbe named for Controller.
It may be Mr. Gould himself.

The Republicans care more for a ticket that
\u25a0will prove a winner than they do for places on
the ticket, and the candidate for president of the
Board of Aldermen may also be a Citizens
Union man.

The Brooklyn Republicans will present the
name of ex-M:iynr Schieren to the conference on
Thursday night, but if the Republican leaders
should decide that it to good policy to allow the
first place to go to an independent Democrat
probably Mr. Schleren'o name will be presented
only in a complimentary way.

When it comes to framing a platform it is ex-
pected that there will be a clean cut declaration
for municipal control and operation of all ex-
pired and expiring gas and electric franchises.

The Republican eonferrees are not willingto
go further than this with the municipal owner-
ship idea, believing that this is ;is far as public
sentiment will Justify it. The estimate has been
made for a city gap plant, and the enlargement
of this idea to give the consumer gas at reason-
nblo rates is regarded as reasonable and logical.
With Tammany on record, from Mayor M*
Ciellan and Charles T. Murphy down, as "st-ind-
ing in" with the lighting trust, it is expected
that municipal ownership of gas lighting, with
80-cent gas for every householder, will prove a
most effec tlve campaign issue.

As a candidate for Justice he ran In nine
counties, making up the Second Judicial District.
In the county of Kings, the old city of Brooklyn,

he ran abreast with Charles A. Schieren. re-
ceiving more than 30,000 plurality,and overcom-
ing the Democratic Viachine vote, plus about
25,000 illegal ballots. In the year' that David B.
Hill ran for Governor he refused the Demo-

cratic nomination. On the bench he has not
hesltnted to criticise mercilessly the police for
their alleged arbitrary and cruel practices,

shielded by law. Hardly a month goes by with-
out a declaration from Justice Gaynor which
causes unusual comment.

The Citizens Union as long ago as last Janu-
ary officially gave notice that in its Judgment

only an Independent Democrat could be elected
Mayor this fall. The Republicans are disposed

to be generous In all things pertaining to the
makeup of the city rind county tickets.

The municipal ownership delegates will be on
hand on Thursday night with the names of

Justice Gaynor, Justice Pea bury and John Ford
as Hlpible candidates for Mayor. Now that Mr.

Jerome is out of the race, probably the Citizens

Union will not Insist upon any one.
If the name of Justice Gaynor is presented to

the conference his friends are confident that the
Citizens Union will accept it. Justice Gaynor

still has three years on the bench before the

expiration of his term. His friends said last
night that he would resign his office if the anti-
Tammany forces saw fit to nominate him. Tn

1883 he made one of the greatest campaigns In

the political history of Kings County. It was

Mr. Oaynor who laid the plans that trapped
John Y. McKane and his henchmen In Graves-
end, and it was Mr. Gaynor who followed up the
election frauds and sent McKane and his "pals"

to prison.

Municipal Ownership Faction to Pre-
sent His Name for Mayor.

Justice William J. fJaynor, of the Supreme
Court, is regarded in fusion circles as likely to

be the choice of the conference of the anti-
Tammany people when they finally pick a candi-
date to run against Mayor McClellan. The Mu-
nicipal Ownership League will present his name
to the fusion conference on Thursday night.

With District Attorney Jerome no longer a
factor In the situation for Mayor, there is lively

speculation about the prospective candidate.
President Cutting of the Citizens Tnion said

last night at his summer home at Tuxedo Park

that he would make a statement to-day setting

forth the position of the Citizens Union, now
that Mr. Jerome has made it clear that In no
circumstances will he accept a nomination for
Mayor.
