WHY GOOD COOKING IS NOT T7XIVERSAI*
Although cooking would seem to be an essential

in our lives, we ara more apt, unfortunately, to

find It the pleasing exception than the rule. There

are amusing and Ingenious explanations of this.

but one aspect of the problem -which la rarely re-
marked upon seems to me to be the very essence

of It. Wherein lies the difference between cook-

ing and any other art? There Is none. Cooks, like

poets, are born, not made. Inorder to be a good

cook a man or woman must first have a natural

talent or gift for It, or at least a great Inclination

toward it. Do we expect every one who turns his

or her thoughts toward writing: to become an

author? Have we the least basis for believing that
any one who chooses can excel in the medical, the
artistic, or any other field? Most certainly not.

Yet to cooking-, an art requiring Just as much nat-

ural abilityand as much inherent aptitude as these
others, we apply none of the ordinary rules. Itis

our misfortune that without cooking we could not

live, and, of course. Ufa Is more immediately de-

pendent upon eating, and consequently upon cock-

Ing, than it is upon drawing or writing. Per-

haps for this very reason hundreds enter the culi-
nary arena who ar- totally unfitted to do so. But

Ido not believe this is necessary. There are in

this field, as in others, plenty of workers Sited to

do the work. Why they do not do it as they can
and should ie another question. But first, in order

to sour* satisfactory results in our kitchens. lot

us discourage those "who are not 3tted by nature

to become skilled cooks from trying to fork.- a place

In them. Just as we discourage th« hundreds or
Espirinv Incapables in other departments.

But there are countless ones who are gifted with

a knack of cocking. All of these do not develop
their talents, and Just here is where the great fault
lies. There is a science as well as an art of COOK-
Ins:, and a good cook must master both theory and
practice, w.omen are too apt to think that cocking
Is less important than other duties. Ispeak or
wom-n particularly, partly because they make up
so large a proportion of cooks and partly because
they are really less serious in the matter than
men. The modem woman is too athletic to care
much about the more confining pursuits or too in-

tellectual to be practical. She has too many out-

side interests, too much to absorb her, and cooking
