SCHOOI. A DEATH TRAP.

So Parenis Declarc—Secxwer Floods
Yard in Bensonhurst.

Parents of the children who attead Public School
No. %, at Benson and 25th aves.. Bensonhurst, ara
fup In arms against the unsanitary conditions which
they say prevail in and about the buildi z. A large
swamp directly across from the school and a broken
sewer which connects with the school, they allege,
endanger the Jives of the puplls of ¢ school, and
‘maintain that they will not send their children ta
‘the school until proper sanitary regulations are
complied with.

The truant officers have taken notice of the

~'threats of the parents of the children, and say that
they intend to enforce the law at all hazards, and
that if they find any of the children not attending
‘the school they will be punished as the law provides
for. This has caused the case to be appealed to the
Board of Health, and it is probable that some
sction will be taken between now and Monday,
when the school opens.

The trouble has originated from the faulty con-
dition of the 18-inch cast iron sewer in 25th-ave.,
with which the school is connected. Frequently the
sewer backs up, flooding the schoolyard. At the
present time the sewer is choked up with a mass of
debris, and although repeated complaints have been
anade to the department no action has been taken.

John Murphy, the Democratic leader of the dis-
trict, has taken up the subje~t, and declares that
he will not let any of his three children attend the
schoo! while the prevalling unsanitary conditions
exist. He said:

They can arrest them and send them to jail if
they want to. but they shall not go to that school.
\\rh the conditions are something awful there and
a dsgrace to any cormunity. No sewers, and a

great big swamp ‘directly opposite. Under ordinary
<¢ircumstances 1 might be willing to let them at-

tend, but with typhold all over the district I am |

not going to endanger the lives of my children.
Several other parents of the pupils spoke along
the same lines, and unless some action is taken be-
fore Monday, when the school opens, open war will
e on between the traant officers and the parents.

who has lent it to the Irish Industrial Exposition
committee.
