' not accept the verdict of the Supreme Court,

quently decided that Russia did In effect pay
bounties. Yet in spite of this vindication of
American policy the retaliatory rates on Ameri-
" can products were kept in force.
Our government has constantly protested
against the Russian embargo. It has striven to
prove to the St. Petersburg authorities that the
discriminating duties were unjustified. It has,
however, refrained from fomenting a general
tariff war, preferring to trust to persuasion and
to Russia’s amenability to reason for a satisfac-
tory solution. The appeal to reason has finally
been successful; for the Czar's representative
here, M. Witte, now announces that the retalia-
tory duties were laid “in consequence of a mis-
“understanding in the interpretation of the mosi
“favored nation clause” of our present com-
mercial treaty, and Russia promises to admit
American products at the rates now levied on
the products of other countries. This is all the
.United States asks or has asked. We seek no
tariff quarrels with European nations, and are
ready to give them in cur markets equal and
impartial treatment. It Is gratifying to find our
good faith in that respect now freely conceded
by a nation which four yesars ago challenged our
tariff policy as grossly prejudiced and unfair.

“HONEST GRAFT.”

Plunkitt has certainly scored. Every age and
cause should have its interpreter and poet, and
Tammany has at last found one in the sage of
the courthouse shoe cleaning stand. What
Whittier and Lowell were to the anti-slavery
movement Plunkitt is to the embattled braves
who rule this city. He interprets to themselves
and to the world their thought, reveals their
point of view and voices their better aspira-
tions. Some of them, of course, fall below the
standard set by his song. Their taste is for
rude stealing and dirty blackmail. Their ten-
dency is to “monkey with the Penal Code.” But
Plunkitt, heaven born seer, tells them of a
better way, warns them of the dangers of those
who stray from the safe path to prosperity, and
in immortal phrases sings the glories of “honest
graft.”

“Honest graft” That was a stroke of genius.
It is illuminating to the last degree. It carries
conviction. It exactly describes the undisguised
programme of Tammany Hall. It perfectly
characterizes the administration which Mayor
MecClellan has given us for two years, and
hopes to continue. Mr. McClellan is a gentle-
man. Nobody believes that he ever touched a
dishonest penny, or that he would permit any
subordinate to touch a dishonest penny if it
fell in his way to know it. But Mr. McClellan
stands for a theory of government built up
especially to serve the purpose of the “grafter.”
It is a government by, of and for “honest
graft,” and evidently Mr. McClellan is con-
tent that it should be so. We may for the mo-
ment dismiss consideration of the more vulgar
forms of “‘graft” which are carried on by “mon-
keylng with the Penal Code”; of the bribery
which permits high toned merchants who were
so angry because they couldn’t do business
under Mayor Low to choke the sidewalks in
violation of ordinances; of the payments which
shut the eyes of building and tenement house
inspectors; of the police blackmalil, about the
distribution of which our neighbor, “The New-
York World,” makes some interesting state-
ments. Dismissing such “dishonest graft,”
which even Plunkitt does not defend, and tak-
ing Tammany on its own showing, we have a
vast machine organized for the production and
distribution of graft.

The purpose of government under Tammany
is not to serve the people in general and give
everybody a fair chance, but to enrich the few.
The insiders must have the “graft,” and they
have learned that it is good policy in the long
run to make it “honest graft.” Accordingly the
powers of administration are used to get the
Murphy firm fat contracts. It is all perfectly
legal, of course! No bribes are asked. But
franchises don’t go through till the right con-
tractor for the work is discovered. Corpora-
tions which have made suitable terms with the
unofficial boss get what they want from the
official representatives of the boss. The town
is full of opportunities for “honest graft,” for
special privileges conferred on favorites by city
officials to the disadvantage of the public, and
still without any violation of the criminal law.
And this is considered perfectly honest and
proper by Tammany. Evidence of it is passed
by without notice by Mayor McClellan, as some-
thing which it is no part of his duty to cor-
rect. Confront him with unescapable evidence
that a subordinate has been “monkeying with
the Penal Code” and he would take action.
But complain that Tammany officials promote
“honest graft,” and he would probably be in-
clined to ask you what you thought Tammany
was for. And he would be right. Tammany is
for “honest graft” It has been so avowedly,
and the people elected it because there was a
widespread demand for “honest graft” among
the public service corporations, the tenement
house owners, the liguor dealers, the contrac-
tors and the pious merchants who could not rent
room enough behind the building line for their
business.

Now, we do not expect any of these bellevers
In “honest graft” to go back on thelr own inter-
ests. But how do the ordinary citizens who
have to pay gas bills swollen by “honest graft,”
to put up with inadequate transportation facili-
tles In the interests of “honest graft,” to take
thelr cases before courts where appointments
are “honesfy graft,” to stumble over boxes put
on the sidewalk by “honest graft,” to put up
with thefts because of the absorption’ of the
police in “honest graft,” to work hard all their
lives while the power of their government is
used suddenly to enrich Murphy and his friends
enormously by means of “honest graft”"—how
do they like it? “Honest graft” was the method
by which Croker worked “for his own pocket
all the time.” Mayor MecClellan was put in
power to furnish this “honest graft” to those
behind him. He has done it with great dignity
and charm and personal cleanness. He has dis-
countenanced any “monkeying with the Penal
Code,” for which, as Plunkitt says, there Is no
excuse with such rich “graft” as is lying round
for the enrichment of the man skilled in “hon-
est grafting.”

How far Mr. Colby’s assertions, arguments
and illustrations have moved the voters remains
to be seen. Possibly he has sown the seeds for
an upheaval such as New-Jersey has not known
in many years, but frankness compels the ac-
knewledgment that there is no outward sign
of anything of that kind. It remains to be
added, however, that the qulet, thinking voters
are likely to attend the primarles in larger num-
bers than ever before, and they are not pro-
clalming their intentions from the housetops.

No matter what the outcome may be, Mr.
Colby will have done a real service to his party.
The Republican party is owned by no man, and
it is strictly within the right of the most loyal
and devoted of its followers to make a fight for

point of view on public questions of vital me-
ment. It is for the rank and file of the party
to pronounce the verdict and then for loyal dis-
putants to acquiesce.

THE ELEVATED RAILROAD DISASTER.

For the first time in the history of the ele-
vated roads in this city a car in operation has
been hurled to the street, injuring a large num-
ber of passengers and causing thus far twelve
deaths. Had such an accident happened twenty
or twenty-five years ago it would have caused
little surprise. Coming as it did after a long
period of immunity, it certainly was unexpected.

The disaster happened at the junction of the
Oth-ave. line and the link ccnnecting it with the
6th-ave. road. The train which was wrecked
was bound southward and was intended to re-
main on the main line, but the switch at that
point was set so as to divert it Into 53d-st., and
the motorman disregarded the signal which
should have warned him against such a mistake.
In consequence he struck the switch at a high
rate of speed. The first car went around the
curve in safety, but the next two were deralled,
one of them falling to the street from the ele-
vated structure. The other came near doing so,
and had It fallen also the catalogue of injuries
to passengers would doubtless have been twice
as long.

The impression prevailed for a time yesterday
that the switchman might have been at fault.
The Interborough officials, however, declare that
the disks on the front of the approaching train
led him to believe that it was destined to 6th-
ave. It is also denied that he attempted to
change the switch after the train had started
around the curve. It does not appear, therefore,
that the switchman was in any way to blame.
For the motorman, on the other hand, it is hard
to find any excuse. He seems to have set the
wrong signals himself, and then to have over-
looked the switch signals, which should have
skown him his mistake.

The public is justified in asking whether the
Interborough company was altogether blame-
less in the matter. Shortly after the 3d-ave.
elevated road was first put in operation an acel-
dent happened at 42d-st. which was more sug-
gestive than serious. Thereupon it was decided
not to run any trains through to the Grand Cen-
tral Station, but to transfer passengers by a
shuttle train. Had that plan been adopted, how-
ever, at both ends of the §3d-st. link, on the
West Side, passengers on the West Side lines
would have been subjected to an enormous
amount of inconvenience. It is not clear that
vesterday's disaster was due to a fallure on the
part of the management to adopt reasonsble
precautions.

A TRIP FOR THE ENGINEERS.

Five hundred water supply engineers will
gather in this city on Wednesday to discuss
typhoid and its prevention. They come at a
favorable time for themselves and the eity. Be-
sides reading papers, they are going to do a lit-
tle sightseeing, and nc doubt for one of their
trips would be glad to icspect that part of the
Croton watershed which threatens New-York
with typhoid all the time.

If Commissioner Oakley is not yet satisfied
that the drainage of the village of Mount Kisco,
the character of which we have hitherto de-
scribed, threatens the health of this city, he can
probably get some much needed light by taking
a few of these experts up to that village and
asking them what they think of outhouses and
pigsties hanging over a tributary to Croton
Lake, and what they think of the natural drain-
age of a thriving village as an ‘element of a
city’s water supply. He does not seem to get any
light on the situation from his own unaided in-
telligence, nor is he able to discover any interest
in the accounts of conditions given in different
newspapers. But even if it is only as a matter
of pride in his skill at purveying fairly safe
water with such an unhealthy spot in the water-
shed, he ought to take the waterworks engi-
neers up to visit the scene of his triumph.

And certainly they would be glad to go. If
New-York has found a harmless way to season
its water with sewage they ought to know it.
For years they have been under the impression
that it was necessary to clear away stables and
cesspools and other things of that sort from
the drainage area of waterworks, at least if
there was no filtration plant, If now the New-
York authorities can show them watercourses
that serve the useful purpose of draining stable
yards and likewise contribute without the inter-
position of filters to quench thirst, they may
conclude to revise their sanitary theorles. They
muy decide that their elaborate precautions are
unnecessary. Possibly the hamlets and farm
buildings which formerly dotted the shores of
Croton Lake were recklessly destroyed. Per-
haps the money used to clear up other parts of
the watershed was wasted, and the conditions
allowed to persist at Mount Kisco are all right.
If so, every water supply engineer in the coun-
try wants to know it, and the convention should
visit Mount Kisco in a body and hold an inquest
on this important matter of sanitary sclence.

TURBINES FOR THE NAVY.

A rumor that the prevalent opinion in Wash-
ington regarding steam turbines 1s less favor-
able now than it was a few months ago has
attracted attention on both sides of the Atlan-
tic. “The Iron Age,” of this city, recently ex-
pressed the conviction that a hasty decision
concerning the new type of engine would be
“ill advised”; and now “The Shipping World,”
,of London, echoes the sentiment, and declares
that the German criticisms, which are keld re-
sponsible for the alleged change of attitude of
the United States Navy Department, “have all
been met with more or less completeness.”

It is not improbable that the belief that the
American government has reached an adverse
decision i{s merely an extreme interpretation of

Without waiting for more light the British
Admiralty a few weeks ago decided to Intro-
duce Parsons engines into the biggest two bat-
tleships ever authorized by any government i
the world. With even less data from which
to draw conclusions the Cunard company de-
termined to put them into three vesseld, two of
which are expected to develop twenty-five knots,
a rate of speed unprecedented in the merchant
marine. The third, the Carmania, is the mate
of the Caronia in all respects but one—her mo-
tive machinery—and she is now nearly ready
for her trial. The Allan Line ships, the Vie-
torian and the Virginian, have a displacement
of about seventeen thousand tons, which is a
trifle more than that of the St. Louis and the St.
Paul, and a trifle less than that of the Cam-
pania and the Lucania. In weight, though not
in size, they almost equal the latest battleships
ordered by Great Britain. The Carmania, fully
loaded, will dispiace nearly thirty thousand
tons, and in bulk will be a match for the
monster Oceanic. When a comparison is pos-
sible between the qualities of this new liner
and those of the Caronia, which has been run-
ning for several months, the world will abtain
a highly'lnstrucﬂve object lesson.
