Situation Quitside New-Orleans Re-
garded as Very Serious.

[By Telecraph to The Tribune.]

New-Orleans, Sept. 21.—The yellow fever
situation at the various points in the State
where the fever has been raging for the last
two months seems to be growing steadily worse,
from reports received to-night. The only rea-
gon that the number of cases is growing smaller
at some of these points is that all the people
gre either now immune or have left the towns.

A telegram received to-night from one of the
physicians who went on an inepection trip says
that the situstion !s very dangerous. At Tallulah
Dr. J. H. Anderson, one of the physicians at
that point, was stricken with the fever to-day
and is in & critical condition. All the other
cases at that place are negroes.

SAYS U. 5. BROKE FAITH.

Ex-Minister to China Deplores Han-
kow Railway Relinquishment.

Des Moines, Jowa, Sept. 21.—In an address
before the Grant Club to-night, Edwin H.
Conger, ex-Minister to China, said that in the
failure of Americans to build the Hankow Rall-
way faith had been broken with China, and
| America’s good standing with the Chinese se-
riously impaired. He =aid:

We made a serfous mistake when we per-
mitted our railroad conceesion in China tc be
{ relinquished. It will prove a2 sad blow to our
future efforts to establish advantageous busi-
ness relations with that country. It will set us
back many years.

When we were granted the concession I per-
sonally made representations to the Chinese that
; the rallroad would be built by the Americans
who got the concession, and assured them on
my hon.m‘- that the concession was not secured
for exploitation, and thar it would not be sold
or relinquished. Now the concession has been
released and the business men of China feel
that they have a right to look on future bhusi-
ness proposals from Americans with suspicion.

The relinquishment of the concession was ut-
terly defenceless, it seems to me, after the rep-
resentations which we made to the Chinese. It
is vastly more harmful to this nation than the
boycott concerning which so much has been
said and written.

"DECIDES FOR 8-HOUR DAY.

Jerome Reservoir Employes I nvolvt‘ci
in Opinion by Sherman.

Albany, Sept. ZL.—Commissioner P. Tecumseh
Sherman, of the State Department of Labor, holds
In the bulletin of his department, about to be issued,
that under the terms of an amendment to their
| contract with the city of New-York, for the con-
struction of the Jerome Park Reservoir, McDon-
ald & Onderdonk, the contractors, should work
their employes only eight hours a day. A strike
for an eight hour day was begun on this work in
April last and, according to the bulletin, is still in
force, so far as the skilleld trades are involved.
There geemed to be, the commissioner found, an
open violation of a contract which had but one
purpose, the establishment of a contract which
had but one purpose—the establishment of the eight
hour day. Sincg the time prescribed {n the supple-
mental contract the contractors had received the
increased prices provided for in that contract, vet
they wers no: complying with the terms which
| permitted the increase to be pald to them. They
rere recelving all the benefits awarded to them
under that agreement, vet failed to meet its obli-

getions.
The Commissioner decides that the contract

should be enforced by the proper authorities.

EXONERATE DR. HAND.

Committees Find Pastor Innocent of
Any Immorality.
[By Teiegraph to The Tribune.]

Stamford, Conn., Sept. 21.—The committees
which have been Investigating rumors of im-
proper conduct by ths Rev. Dr. J. Howard
Hand, pastor of the Methodist Church of Rve,
N. Y., have completely exonerated him. Dr.
Hand's case has been under careful considera-
tion since August. - Thers was no formal charge
made, but the gossip became so joud that Pre-
siding Eider J. E. Adams, of Stamford, decided
to make a preliminary investigation. A com-
mittee of three laymen, members of the Rye
church, and another committee of three minis-
ters of New-York City were appointed. The
names are withheld by the Church authorities.

The committees investigated independently at
first, and later considered the case as a joint
committee with Dr. Hand. Dr. Hand has ap-
peared before both committees on several occa-
stons, and so have other membjers of the Rye
church. No girl whoss name has been mentioned
has been before the committee. The result of
tha committees’ labors was summed up to-day
by a member of a committee in the following
statement:

There have been rumors about Mr. Hand
which insinuated wrongdoing, but no formal
charges have been made against him. An in-
formal but careful inguiry failed to elicit proof
of immorality. There has been no demand for
the withdrawal of Dr. Hand from the Church,
and, so far as can be ascertained, there is no
immediate prospect that he will be given an-
other charge. The finding closes the incident so
far as the Church authorities are concerned.

After the conference closed at the Rya Church
last night it was announced that Dr. Hand's case
would go before Bishop Warren to-day, and that

it would then be decided whether or not he would
finish the conference year at Rye

DOG DELIVERS NEWSPAPERS.

Carries Them from the Black Diamond Ex-
press to Schuyler County Farmers.

Government rural free delivery in Schuyler Coun-
tv has & strong competitor. A collie dog awalits
the arrival of the Black Diamond PExpress from
New-York and Philadelphia, at a point on the
Lehizgh Valley Railroad near Watkins Glen, on
Seneca T ake, and carries home to his master, on a
farm near by, a bundle of newspapers thrown from
the train by the Pullman conductor, who makes
up the package from papers that have been aban-
doned the passengers on his car. Thus the
farmers around there get their afternoon New-York
and Philadelphia papers about twelve hours ahead
of the government delivery.

The good fortune of the farmers has resulted
from what might be called “canine curiosity.” Sev-
eral months ago the Pullman conductor noticed a
collie walting at the tracks every time the Black
1)m.mpnd Express passed. One day he threw off a
bundle of newspapers, which the dog eagerly took
in hig mouth and galloped away with. As this
seemtd to be what the dog had heen waiting for,
the conductor and others on the run of the Black
Diamond Express have ocontinued the practice, and
it s now a daily occurrence, although the speed of
the Black Diamond Express at this particular point
is above sixty miles an hour, and the papers have
to be made up in strong packages to prevent being
scattered when the bundle hiis the ground. The
{nterest of the trainmen has spread to the passen-
zers, who eagerly look out for the canine rural
delivery messenger when passing that point.

The dog arrives at the point where he meets the
train a half hour before train time each day, start-
ing from home, the farmers say, without being
coached to do so.

BISHOP UNDER GUARD.

Syrian Churchman Pushing Suit for
Libel Against Enemies.

Bishop Raphael Hawaweeny, of the Syrian Ortho-
dox Church, is now under police guard hecanse of
threatened assaults on him growing out of the
much-tangled Syrian troubles in this ecity and
Brooklyn. Arrested once because of a riot in
which shonting occurred, part of a plot by rivals
to kill him. he savs. the Bishop himself applied for
protection to Borough Inspector Cross of Brooklyn,
and the Russian Consul General also asked for a
guard for the Bishop, his close personal friend

An investigation of the Syrian troubles was un-
dertaken yesterday by Commissicner McAdoo. In-
spector Cross says the Bishop is Innocent of =all
the charges A similar investigation is under way
in the District Attorney’s office because of a suit
for criminal libel breught by the Bishop through
James W. Osborne, his counsel, against five Syrians,
who, he charges, conspired against him. A hear-
ing in the police court case, in which the Bishop
and some of his foliowers were arrested, has been
set for next Thursday.

Bishop Hawaweeny is the only Syrian Bishop In
this country, and is head of the Syrian branch of
the Greek Church. ‘'This elevation, his success in
church work here and his persistent refusal to
mingle in the social, commercial and political fights
which rage among the Syrians Lave made for him
muany enemies, who have determined to ruin his
reputation, and, if possible, do away with him,
according to Mr. Osborne, his lawyer. Mr. Osborne
declares that he has seen a telegram summoning
Syrians from other cities here to take part in the
plots against Bishop Hawaweeny.

The trouble in its most recent phase began sev-
eral months ago, says Mr. Osborne, when Bishop
Hawaweeny refused the importunities of the edi-
tors of one ¢r two Syrian newspapers to take sides
with them in their disputes and help them out In
raising a clrculation for their papers. Soon after-
ward a petition was_circulated among the Syriaus
by a “Committee of Fifteen, calling on the editors
to stop printing personalities about.members of
the Syrian colony. This petition Bishop Hawa-
weeny would not sign. ;

Then attacks were made on the Bishop—attacks
verbal, and later attacks physical. About a week
sgo a petition was sent to Commissioner McAdoo
by several Syrians declaring that they were in
danger of attacks from Eishop Hawaweeny and his
party, imploring protectioz. This, according to Mr,
Osborne, was merely a detail of a plot.

On Wednesday Nejeeb N. Maloof, N. A. Mokarzel,
the Editor of ‘‘Al-Hooda'; James H. Macksoud, E.
A Macksoud and N. H. Otem, all signers of the
petition, were arrested on a charge of criminal
libel Assistant District Attorney Garvan ap-
peared before Maglstrate Mayvo, and demanded
that the defendants be held under bail, as the
District Attorney's office intended to press the com-
laint.

HUMAN HOUNDS.

Mexican Indians Who Are Trained to Act
as Setter Dogs.

Shnoting over dogs is nothing uncommon to the
ordinary American or the ordinary Englishman,
but that paiticular form of sport is not common
in Mexico. Recently an Englishman spent a few
days hunting in the country, and it was left for
a haclendado to show him a new side of the sport
of eghooting. He was intreduced to the human
hounds. On those haciendas whers the owner
occasionaly goes hunting ths sport is not taken as
seriously as it 1s by Anglo-Saxons. Your
average Mexican belisves in getting enjoyment
out of his morning of shooting, and he is reason-
able enough to know that a fair proportion of this
sport is lost if he tires himself out as does the
average man of the United States or of England.

“It was ducks we were going after that morn-
ing,”” said the man in telling the story of the
human hounds. ‘‘Breakfasted a little earlier than
usual, but no hurry was indulged in after that
meal. After all one doesn’t add to the enjoyment
of the day by bolting a hurriedly gotten break-
fast at an unholy hour. When we were ready to
start hunting a roadster with a reputation for
some spesd was driven up, and in the smart i
the animal drew we were driven down the rna.cf
It was only a mile, but there was no use walking
when we could ride. Arriving at the river where
the ducks were expected to be, the haciendado
raised his hand and out of the grass there came
;rc:m somewhere a peon who took charge of the

orse.

“We began to hunt. For a time there was noth-
ing about the proceeding that was different from
what one undergoes in the name of sport in the
United States. We crawled through the overhang-
ing bushes, looking for the ducks. Oceasionally
they were found, and then we took our shots and
picked up our own ducks—when we got any. We
did this for about haif an hour, and had passed a
considerable distance out of sight of the rig in
which we had been driven to the river. The hacien-
dado remarked that he thought we had better stop
now aud take the horses.

“He stepped out of the brush and ed down
the bank to the road that extended along the river.

NEWARK TUNNEL PLANS.

CANAL BED MAY BE USED.

Liberal Transfers, Says McCarter—
Fare Stil Undecided.

When President Thomas N. MeCarter of the
Public Service Corporation announced last June
that his eompany had adopted plans for a rapid
transit electric road between Newark and the
Hudson River. under
the Hudson and with the street railroad syvstem

In June =211 the property necessary for the

railroad had beer obtained, with a private right
of way and a terminal at Newark to be estab-
lished on property purchased in Park Piace

The terminal thus located i close to the Mor- |
ris Canal. and the purpese is. if canal naviga- |
tion shall be abandoned, to get possession of the
canal right of way westward of Broad-st, New-
ark, and extend the new rapid transit line to
Bloomfield and bevond. This project was adop¥ed
by the Public Service Corporation after it had
considered a plan of utilizing the bed of the
Morris Canal in Essex and Hudson counties for
an electric freight trolley road

An understanding was had with the Morrls
Canal lessees by which the Public Service Cor-
poration gave its aid to a bill in the legislature
for canal abandonment, in consideration of the
privilege of purchase of the canal bed and right
of way when the canal assets should be disposed
of. In the canal bill introduced last year it was
provided that in the sale of the asseta the lessees
and their “nominee,” understood to be the Pub-
lic Servics Corporation, should have the prefer-
ence of purchase.

The plan of a trolley freight road, however,
met the opposition of the steam railroads and
as it could not be carried out without authority
of a legislative act to give all trolley roads the
right to carry freight, it seemed impracticable,

The plan of a rapid transit electric line was
then adopted, and was announced after the cor-
poration had obtained a private right of way
between Newark and a terminal at Jersey City
and had obtained options on property needed.
The plans include the erection at the Newark
terminal of a big station. Trolley cars are to
run into this station from all the Newark lines.
At the east end of the station the tracks will
begin to descend until they will pass under
Pine, Mulberry and other streets, and under
private property to a tunnel to be dug under
the Passaic River.

The tracks will come to the surface on the
Harrison shore and cross the Hackensack
meadows to the Hackensack River. It has not
vet been decided whether to tunnel or bridge
that river.

President Thomas N. McCarter, of the Public
Servics Corporation, sald at Newark yester-
day:

The railway will probably be completed In
three vears, and when it is in running order a
complete transfer system from any point in
Essex or Hudson counties to any part of New-
York City will be adopted. By that I mean that
a passenger will be enabled to board any of our
cars in Newark, for instance, and by the pay-
ment of a single fare will be transported to
any part of New-York City. The term “single
fare” does not mean, however, that the price
from Broad and Market sts. will be five cents.
The exact amount is yet to be determined. Tha
motive power of the road will be electricity in
some form. We don’t know whether it will be
third rail, overhead or some other.

That is one of the problems on which the en-
gineers are hard at work. As has been an- |
nounced before, the terminal station [n this city |
will be at Park Place, north of Proctor's Thea-
tre. The road will probably be sub-surface to
the Passaic River, which will be tunnelled.
Across the meadows the tracks will be above
the ground, and the Hackensack will probably
be bridged. -

In Jersey City the line will be above the
ground in some sections and under in others to
the entrance to the Hudson River tunnel, at
12th and Erie sts. The terminus of the under-
ground tube In New-York will be at the Brook-
lyn Bridge.

According to the plans, the lnes will tap di-
rectly three great population centres in Essex
and Hudson counties. At the.tunnei entrance in
Jersey City there will be direct connection with
the north and south bound Iines east of Jersey
City Heights. On the high ground there will
be stations where connections can be made with
lines to Bayonne and those going north. The
terminal in Park Place, Newark, will tap this
centre section.

It has not yet been decided whether there will
be an express track from New-York City, in ad-
dition to the two local tracks. It a]l depends on
the amount of traffic. The flling of the articies
of incorporation of the two tunnel companies
at Albany and Trenton yesterday outlines the
financing of the scheme. Before wa begir work
in New-York it will be necessary to get our
franchise. Over here we do not have that to
contend with. I cannot say when operations will
be started in this neighborhood.

FIND BODY IN SUIT CASE.

Boston Police Suspect Attempt to
Conceal Bad Operation.

Boston, Sept. 21.—The police of Winthrop an&
Francis A. Harris, a medical examiner of this city,
were called on to-night to investigate the death of
a woman, whose dismembered body, wrapped in
white oflcloth, was found in a green leather suit
case in the water near the Winthrop Yacht Club
house. Tt is thought the woman was the victim of
a careless operation.

Mr. Harris is of the opinlon that the body had
been in the water not longer than twenty-four
hours. Two cuts were found on the trunk, one ex-
tending from the breast bone down the entire
length of the body, and another on the right side,
from above the hip bone to the other cut. The cuts
were clean, and no bones were bhroken. The police
hold the opinion that some one acquainted with
surgery did the work.

The theory of those who saw tha hody s that
Some person attemptied an operation. and. failing,
decided to cut up the body and dispose of it so that
the authorities would not learn of the woman's
death. It is thought that the suit case was taken
on board some steamer, pos3ibly the Nahant boat,
or a yacht, and dropped into the hurbor.
